Tony Molinar; an area fed-
eral law enforcement agent,
was the top vote getter in the
2007 Brackett Independent
School District Board of Trust-
ees Election on May 12.

Molinar garnered 224 votes
to secure one of the three po-
sitions open in this year’s
school board election process.

Incumbents Tony Ashley
and Sondra Meil captured the
second and third available po-
sitions on the board with 208
votes and 180 votes, respec-
tively.

Two hundred seventy-nine
voters cast their ballots in the
early election, 18 others mailed
in a ballot and 242 voters made
their traditional walk to the
polls on election day.

Each voter was given the
opportunity to choose three
out of the nine candidates.

Other candidate results are
as follows: Dan Laws: 169
votes; Cash Letsinger: 145
votes; Cesar Cantu, Jr.: 143
votes; Andrea Garcia: 113
votes; Star Smith: 99 votes and
Steven Stafford: 88 votes.

The votes were canvassed
and unanimously accepted at a
regular school board meeting
on May 15, where the trio of
directors were sworn in by No-
tary  Public - Katherine
Letsinger. ;

Javelinas hassle east
side neighborhood

In the early light hours on
May 12, residents on the east
side of Brackettville began re-
porting sightings of two javeli-
nas poking around their trash
cans and slowly parading about
their properties.

The reports were made to the
Kinney County Sheriff’s Depart-
ment and relayed to the City of
Brackettville.

City maintenance employee,
Armando Avila, was dispatched
to the scene near Gove and
Edwards streets around 7 a.m.,
but was unable to locate the wild
pigs.

A short time later, a second
caller reported seeing the swine
on Thorn Street and, according
to Avila, the chase continued.

The javelinas were finally
tracked to their hiding place un-
derneath a house trailer on
Thorn Street where Chief
Deputy Karl Chism and Con-
stable Bobby Guidry disposed of
the animals in the interest of
public safety.
 Witnesses state the pigs were
medium in size and one had vis-

ible tusks.

No injuries to people or
property were reported.

Wikipedia.com describes jav-
elinas (or Pecari tajaci) as ani-
mals that are found in dry arid
habitats and are often called
“musk hogs” because of their
strong odor.

Area Game Warden, Henry
Lutz, stated javelinas are a pro-
tected species and are not nor-
mally aggressive, but warned
they will defend themselves if
they feel cornered. Defensive

posturing includes popping their

’ .

teeth and even charging at their
enemy.

“Javelinas are becoming more
prevalent in Brackettville be-
cause they are expanding their
territory from the south,” said
Lutz. -

Lutz believes these may be
the same pigs that were seen on
Fort Clark Springs in late Feb-
ruary.

Lutz also stated javelinas can
be legally hunted; two javelinas
per person, per year and hunt-
ers must have a valid hunting
license. ;

City to shut down water sysem
for valve upgrades Monday

After two years of waiting and
two grant extensions, the City
of Brackettville will finally have
its water valve system upgraded
and be in compliance with the

Texas Commission on Environ-
mental Quality (TCEQ) stan-

dards for municipalities.

Many in the community op-
posed the project after a pre-no-
tification, printed in this news-
paper, announced city residents
and businesses would be subject
to twenty days without water ser-
vices during the afternoon
hours.

At a regular city council
meeting on May 15, local busi-
ness owner, Genie Robinson,
detailed her concerns for the
safety and welfare of the people
in Brackettville if the water was
disconnected for five hours a
day, for twenty days. Robinson
led the fight on her own behalf,
as well as that of several other
businesses.

“In the state of Texas, a res-
taurant cannot be open for more
than an hour without water,”
said Robinson. “Many employ-
ees will lose half their income.”

“What will happen if there is
a fire?” Robinson continued.

The city leaders listened with
little or no interruption and then
Mayor Eduardo Esparza asked
City Secretary Bonnie Mayes to
explain the project to the public.

“I know this is a hardship,
but in the long run this will help
us,” said Mayes as she explained
that the city being without wa-

ter for twenty days was the,
“worst case senario.”

Mayes also stated that in the
past, the city would be able to
get water from Fort Clark
Springs for fire supression:

Currently the city’s water sys-
tem is completely intercon-
nected. If a pipe bursts in one
part of town, the entire system

‘must be shut down in order to

make necessary repairs.

According to the TCEQ, a
valve system needs to be in-
stalled to allow for only the
miminum interuption to water
flow during an emergency or
repair situation.

In 2005, a series of grants
from the Middle Rio Grande
Development Center were
awarded for use in upgranding

the city’s water system. A new
water tower, motor repairs to
existing water tower pump sta-
tion and the installation of a
valve system were all included
in the proposed work plans.

The improvements to the
pump station located under the
existing water tower have al-
ready been completed.

The new water tower is ex-
pected to be trucked in and com-
pleted by the end of June.

The valve project will begin
on Monday, May 21 at 3 p.m
and continue until all twenty
valves have been installed.

In a follow-up interview,
Mayor Esparza stressed the need
for citizens to plan ahead and
gather up water for use during
the scheduled down times.

The King
Report

May 7, 2007 - As the end of
the 80th Legislative Session
quickly approaches, lawmakers
are working hard to finish the
process of debating and voting
on bills. Committees are also
wrapping up, scheduling their
final hearings and completing
the last committee reports. Leg-
islation must go through many
steps before it can become law.

For a bill to be passed, it must
be approved by both the House
of Representatives and the Sen-
ate. It is then sent to the gover-
nor, who may sign the bill or
veto it. A signed bill becomes
law, and a gubernatorial vetocan
be overridden by the Leglslature
to become law.

The following is a list of sev-
eral bills that have been passed
by both the House and the Sen-
ate this session, and are await-
ing the Governor’s approval:

-House Bill 5 concermns a re-
duction of the limitation on the
total amount of taxes that a
school district may impose on
the residence homesteads of the
elderly or disabled. The legisla-
tion also protects a school dis-
trict against any resulting loss
in local revenue. ;

-‘House Bill 76 requires law
enforcement agencies to regu-
larly gather information on cer-
tain sexual offense cases and re-
port that data to the Department
of Public Safety.

-House Bill 92 allows the
public to purchase FDA-ap-
proved’ automated external
defibrillators, whichare used to
revive individuals in cardiac

arrest, over the counter.

-House Bill 374 offers incen-
tives to television and film pro-
duction companies to use Texas
buildings and grounds in their
work, in an effort to promote
economic development.

-Senate Bill 1315 creates a
silver alert for missing senior
citizens.

-Senate Bill 393 designates
the second Tuesday of every
January as “Volunteers for De-
mocracy Day” to honor election
volunteers.

-Senate Bill 90 establishes a
pilot program to provide ballots
by electronic mail to military
personnel serving overseas.

Also passed was a measure
that prohibits the Governor from
using an executive order to re-
quire all girls entering the sixth
grade in Texas public schools to
be vaccinated for HPV. Legisla-
tors were concerned about the
safety of the vaccine as well as
the ability of the Governor to
mandate such an action without
approval from elected officials
and the people of Texas. In place
of the mandate, lawmakers de-
vised an effort to educate young
women about HPV and the avail-
ability of the vaccine.

The 80th Legislature will con-
tinue to decide many more bills
in its final few weeks. In the
meantime, we encourage your
input and feedback. Active citi-
zens are what make our commu-
nities strong.

As always, thank you for al-
lowing me to serve as your State
Representative. It is an honor
and a privilege to represent each
of you in the Texas House of
Representatives, and your
thoughts and concerns are val-
ued as we work hard this legis-
lative session. Please feel free to
contact this office any time we
can be of assistance.

Bugs have always fasci-

nated me. Some more
than others, for sure. But |
find all bugs interesting to
study and research.

My favorites are odd,
unusual bugs.

Some are what | call
“survival bugs.” and there
are different kinds of them.

We know that exireme
cold can kill a lot of animals
and plants, and even bugs.
But some bugs not only
can survive where it's very
cold, but thrive when the
temperature is way below
freezing.

You'd think that a bug in

temperai‘ures about min

20 degrees Celsius (about
minus-8 degrees Fahren-
heit), would turm into a tiny
ice cube. But some don't!

The Alaskan Cucujus
{(coo-coo-jus) beetle has
the animal equivalent
of antifreeze in its body.
That allows it to remain in
suspended animation until
its body warms up in the
spring.

Another Alaska insect,
the gall wasp, is a cold
weather survivor, too. Gall
wasp larvae have endured
temperatures of minus-

60 degrees Fahrenheit to
slither away in the spring.

he grylioblattid {(grili-lob-

lat-tid) looks like a cross
between a cricket and a
cockroach.

Commeoenly called rockcrawl-
ers or ice insects, they are
found only in Japan, Sibe-
ria, the northwestern United
States and western Canada.

Grylloblattids live at freezing
temperatures most of the year
- and temperatures above
68.9 degrees Fahrenheit are
deadly to them!
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By Crash
ometimes people ask
me, “How'd you get
your big muscles?.” or
