Brackett Independent School Dis­
trict trustees met August 13, to dis­
cuss the good, the bad and the ugly 
parts of the district’s TAKS results.

The Texas Assessment of Knowl­
edge and Skills, or TAKS, is a stan­
dardized test utilized by the state to 
grade the performance of school dis­
tricts. Districts across the state are 
annually evaluated and declared Aca­
demically Unacceptable, Academi­
cally Acceptable, Recognized or 
Exemplary using formulas based on 
test scores, race, economic criteria, 
grade span, number of students test­
ing and any improvement, or lack

there of, charted from the year 
previous.

The D istrict, including 
Brackett High School, Brackett 
Alternative Academy, Brackett 
Junior High and Jones Elemen­
tary School, received an over­
all Acceptable rating. District­
wide the students tested lowest 
in mathematics and science.

Individually, Brackett High 
School received an Acceptable 
rating. The highest test scores 
were in English and social stud­
ies and the lowest in mathemat­
ics and science.

Although the scores were 
lower than the previous year, 
Brackett Alternative Academy 
was deemed Acceptable.

Brackett Junior High re ­
ceived an Acceptable rating with 
the highest test scores in read­
ing, writing and social studies 
and the lowest in mathematics.

The Jones Elementary School 
was plagued by a very low sci­
ence score and received an Un­
acceptable rating.

The state required 40 percent 
of the fifth grade students tak­
ing the exam, and 40 percent of

the students in each sub-class, 
to pass the science exam. Over­
all only 32 percent of the stu­
dents pa. sed the exam and in the 
sub-classes: 0 percent of the Af­
rican American students passed; 
21 percent of the Hispanic stu­
dents passed; 78 percent of the 
White students passed and 21 
percent of the Economically 
Disadvantaged students passed.

According to the District, the 
40-question exam was based on 
what should have been a 
student’s cumulative knowledge 
of science and science labora­
tory experience. Jones Elemen­
tary students have not had the 
opportunity to participate in a 
laboratory environment and 
were not prepared to meet the 
challenge the test presented.

“We need to close the gap in 
the sub classes,“ said BISD Su­
perintendent Paula Renken as she 
explained how a $50,000 grant 
and a solid plan from Jones El­
ementary Principal Alma 
Gutierrez and staff will improve 
scores not only in science, but 
in mathematics as well.

In the meeting Renken did 
not attempt to skirt the negative 
rating and publicly stated the 
administrators for all four cam­
puses will be held responsible 
if scores do not improve.

Even though the overall rat­
ing for the elementary school 
was derogatory, the school 
would have fared much better 
if the test subjects had been 
rated individually: the reading 
score would have been Recog­
nized; the writing score would 
have been Exemplary and the 
mathematics score would have 
been Acceptable.

Aspiring chemical engineer achieves summertime success
Gabby Schroeder, a rising senior 

at Brackett High School, success­
fully completed a five-week chemi­
cal engineering program at the Uni- 

. versity of Houston.
Schroeder, one of only ten stu­

dents selected from across the state, 
attended the Welch Summer Scholar

Program. The program is the 
brainchild of the late Robert 
Alonzo Welch, who attained in­
dependent wealth in the oil and 
mineral industry, but left part 
of his estate to the University 
to further future studies in 
chemical engineering.

BHS Senior Gabby Schroeder was selected ancksuccessfully completed a 
five week chemical engineering program at the University of Houston this 
summer

Schroeder explained that 
prior research showed the drug 
Metroridazole activated a pro­
tein within the disease Tri­
chomoniasis, a very common, 
non-viral sexually transmitted 
disease, by exchanging an elec­
tron. Schroeder was tasked with 
finding the best place for the 
drug to bind with the protein 
and used computer modeling to 
accomplish it.

Using a UNIX computer and 
AutoDock software, Schroeder 
was able to simulate 200 differ­
ent ways the drug could possi­
bly bind with the protein, and 
from her research successfully 
chose the best frame.

According to Schroeder’s 
professors at the camp B.M. 
Pettitt and Gillian Lynch, Tri­
chomoniasis has been linked to 
the increased spread of HIV.

Schroeder was given the tools 
she needed to succeed, but soon 
found out that her success was 
hers- and hers alone.

“I found that by working hard, 
I did just as well as the others,” 
Schroeder said of being the only 
1-A student in attendance and 
initially feeling a bit intimidated.

Schroeder successfully found 
the best location for the drug to 
attach to the disease protein and 
says the summer experience 
helped confirm her desire to be­
come a chemical engineer.

nomic or market forces hurt

ment dollars are tied up in 
these holdings, your overall 
portfolio will take a hit, too.

Y ou might think that you can 
avoid this problem of “over­
concentration” by investing in 
mutual funds.

If you love pasta, your cup­
boards may be bulging with 
spaghetti and ravioli.

In most parts of your life, 
there’s nothing wrong with this 
type of devotion — but, if it’s 
carried over to your invest­
ment portfolio, you could run 
into  ̂projjlems.

Specifically, you don’t want 
to own too many of the same 
types of stocks or mutual funds 
— even if you like these invest­
ments and are generally pleased 
with their performance.

W hat’s wrong with “the 
more, the merrier” approach to 
investing? Simply put, it’s too 
risky.

Suppose you own a bunch 
of stocks of companies that be­
long to the same industry, or 
to just a couple of related in­
dustries.

After all, mutual funds may 
invest in dozens of different 
companies at any tim e, so 
you’re protected from any in­
dustry-specific dow nturns, 
aren’t you? Actually, it’s not 
quite that simple.

There are many different 
types of mutual funds available 
on the market, and some of 
them do concentrate in a par­
ticular market segment, such as 
technology.

Consequently, if you spread 
your investment dollars among 
different types of stocks and 
mutual funds (as well as bonds, 
certificates of deposit and gov­
ernment securities), you’ll be 
less vulnerable to those forces 
— all beyond your control 
that may affect one particular 
class of assets.

If, in 2001, you owned just 
one technology-heavy fund, 
your overall portfolio probably 
wasn’t shaken up too much, but 
if you had several of these 
funds, you would definitely 
have felt some pangs of regret 
whsn you opened your invest­
ment statement.

The Kinney County office of 
Texas Cooperative Extension is 
sponsoring a water well screen­
ing day for area residents on 
1\jesday, Aug. 21st 9 A.M. at 
the Texas Cooperative Extension 
office 602 E. Military.

This well screening day is 
designed to inform private wa­
ter well (jwners and users on the 
c(X)dition of their well of pos­
sible contamination from two 
common contaminants. These 
contaminants are bacteria and 
nitrate.

The presence of total coliform 
in watCT can indicate that feces 
(bodily waste from humans or 
animals) may have contaminated 
the water. Water contaminated 
with feces have microorganism 
present that can cause a number 
of “waterborne” disease such as 
cholera, typhoid, and dysentery.

Nitrates in ground water at 
levels of 10 milligrams per liter 
mg/L or parts per million, is 
considered unsafe for human 
consumption. N itrate levels 
above 10 mg/L can disrupt the

blood’s ability to carry oxygen 
throughout the body. Nitrate is 
converted to nitrite which com­
bines with hemoglobin, the 
chemical that carries oxygen in 
the blood, to form methemoglo- 
bin. Oxygen can not, bind with 
methemoglobin, therefore oxy­
gen is not carried through the 
body. As a result, oxygen star­
vation occurs. This condition is 
called methemoglobinemia. If 
left untreated, death may result. 
Infants less than 6 months in age 
and young livestock are most 
susceptible.

Salinity concentrations for 
each sample will also be deter­
mined to guide individuals on 
use of water for irrigation or to 
water livestock.

You should contact the 
Kinney County Extension office 
by calling 830-563-2442 to re­
ceive an approved water sam­
pling bag and instructions for 
taking your well water sample.

It is very important that only 
sampling bags fresn the Kinney 
County Extension office be used 
and all instructions for proper 
sampling followed to insure ac­
curate results.
