Temperature and rainfall
records for Brackettville began
in August 1852 shortly after
Fort Clark was established.
Records indicated the Post Sur-
geon and/or the Signal Officer
were in charge of composing
weather reports from 1852 to
1931. At first, only monthly
weather reports were composed
by the officers of the post. From
1887 to 1931, daily weather
values were obtained and filed.

On April 15, 1935 the City
of Brackettville assumed the re-

 sponsibility for measuring, re-

cording and reporting daily rain-
fall amounts for Brackettville. In
1953, temperature readings
were again added to the weather
observing duties. During the
past 75 years, the location of the
rain gauge and thermometers
changed several times, but al-
ways remained within a couple
of miles of downtown. For
acouple of years, from 2006 to
2009, Fort Clark Springs took
over the charge for recording the
weather elements. e
But on January 6, 2010 the
weather equipment was Moved
back into the city, and the City
