PRIVATE WATER 
WELL TESTING
Private water wells should be 
tested annually. The Kinney 
County Office of the Texas 
AgriLife Extension Service and 
the Texas State Soil and Water 
C onservation Board are 
sponsoring a w ater well 
screening day fo r area 
residents on Wednesday, 
A p ril 13th  in Leakey. 
Samples must be turned in 
that morning by 11 a.m. to 
the Kinney County Extension 
Office. Samples from private 
water wells will be screened 
fo r possib le , common 
contaminants including fecal 
coliform bacteria, nitrates, and 
high salinity. The cost is $6 
per sample. The presence of 
fecal coliform bacteria in water 
indicates that feces (bodily 
w aste  from  humans or 
animals) may have 
contaminated the water. You 
will need to pick up a sample 
bag and instructions from the 
Kinney County A griL ife  
Extension Office. You can 
contact the Kinney County 
Extension Office by calling 
830-563-2442.

Bank tellers find funny money

Tellers at the Bank & Trust 
in B racke ttv ille  d iscovered  
counterfeit currency in two sepa­
rate deposits the week of March 
14.

Brackettville Bank & Trust 
President Lynn McCarson said 
a counterfeit one hundred dol­
lar bill was included in a deposit 
from  a local b usiness, but 
trained tellers were able to de­
tect the phony no.te upon a vi­
sual inspection. McCarson said 
the bill was also put through a

machine that can detect counter­
feit money, and the machine re­
jected it as a fake.

During the same week, an in­
dividual presented a counterfeit 
twenty dollar bill in their deposit 
and once again the teller and the 
special machine both identified 
the small note as a phony.

McCarson said the bills will 
now be sent to the Federal Re­
serve where they will be tested 
and an official report will be is­
sued as to whether or not the 
bills are counterfeit.

The local business and the in­
dividual did not receive credit 
in their deposit for the counter-

feit bills.
On M onday, M arch 28, 

K inney C ounty S h eriff  LK 
Buddy Burgess warned busi­
nesses to care fu lly  inspect 
money presented to them and to 
take die proper precautions be­
fore accepting currency they sus­
pect might be fake.

Lora Childress, 31, of Brack­
ettville, was arrested for theft on 
March 24.

Childress, an office manager for 
Alamo Saddlery at the time of her 
arrest, is being charged with theft 
greater than $100,000. and less 
than $200,000.

Alamo Saddlery, based in 
Brackettville, designs and manu­
factures western saddles and tack.

An investigation conducted 
by the Texas Department of Pub­
lic Safety disclosed a representa­
tive from the bank used by Alamo 
Saddlery becam e concerned 
about, “unusual” activity being 
processed on the com pany’s 
credit card machine and contacted 
them. The bank representative re­
ported each time she contacted 
the company about her concerns, 
she spoke to a person identified 
as “Amanda”, who readily justi­
fied the transactions. The banker, 
still suspicious, later pretended to 
be a potential client and was di-

Pay and Save Inc. dba Lowe’s 
based out of Littlefield, Texas 
with 90 locations throughout the 
Texas, New Mexico and Ari­
zona has purchased Super S 
Foods store chain based out of 
San Antonio.

Lowe’s has a rich family his­
tory that can be traced back to 
the 1940’s. They are a family 
owned and operated chain of su­
permarkets and was founded in 
Olton, Texas in 1964. The en­
tire family is involved and dedi­
cated to ensuring the success of 
Lowe’s. The chain currently em­
ploys over 3,300 teammates and 
is serviced by Affiliated Foods

rected straight to Leisha Ashley, 
owner of the Alamo Saddlery. The 
banker informed Ashley that more 
than $100,000 in “refunds” had 
been processed, by way o f her 
company’s credit card machine 
over a period of approximately 
nine months and was deposited 
into a debit account in Childress’ 
name.

Investigators stated in their 
complaint Childress had been re­
corded pretending to be 
“Am anda” and justify ing the 
transactions to the credit card pro­
cessing company. Ashley later 
identified the voice on the record­
ing to be her office manager, 
C hildress, and not that o f  
“Amanda”, a former employee at 
the saddlery.

Childress was confronted by 
Ashley with the information and 
terminated from her position.

Childress was arrested last 
Thursday and released the same 
day after securing a $50,000 bond.

Kinney County Sheriff LK 
Buddy Burgess said Childress’ 
case will be presented to the 
grand jury in the near future.

Now that spring is here, you 
may find it easier to get outside 
to run, bike or take part in other 
physical pursuits that you enjoy. 
As you know, the more active 
you are, the more efficiently 
your body will work. And the 
same can hold true for your in­
vestments: The more exercise 
they get, the more potential to 
work on your behalf.

Just how do investments get 
“exercise”? Through lots of ac­
tivity. And you can keep your 
investments active in at least two 
ways: through systematic invest­
ing and dividend reinvestment. 
Let’s take a look at both these 
techniques.

When you engage in system­
atic investing, commonly called 
“dollar cost averaging,” you are 
continually putting your money 
“in m otion.” Essentially, you 
put the same amount of money 
into the same investments at 
regular intervals. For example, 
you might decide to invest $100 
per month in Company ABC 
stock. To impose this investment 
discipline on yourself, you could 
even have the money sent di­
rectly from your checking or 
savings account.

Of course, since the price of 
ABC stock, like those of all 
stocks, is constantly changing, 
your $100 investment will most 
likely buy different numbers of 
shares each month. This can 
work to your advantage, be­
cause when the stock price of 
ABC goes down, your $100 will 
buy more shares. When the price 
goes up, you’ll automatically be 
a smart enough “shopper” to 
buy fewer shares, just as you’d 
typically buy less of something 
when its price goes up.

Over time, systematic invest­
ing typically results in a lower 
average cost per share than if 
you were to make sporadic lump­
sum investments. If you can 
lower the cost of investing, this 
may help boost your investment 
returns. This also can be an ef­
fective way to fund your retire­
ment account(s) each year. (Keep 
in mind, though, that systematic 
investing does not guarantee a 
profit or protect against loss. 
Also, you’ll need the financial 
resources available to keep in­
vesting through up and down 
markets.)

D ividend reinvestm ent is 
similar to systematic investing 
in that it allows you to build 
more shares of an investment. 
But when you reinvest divi­
dends, you don’t even have to 
take money from other sources 
to increase your shares — you 
simply request that a stock or a 
mutual fund, instead of paying 
you a dividend in cash, reinvest 
the dividend into that same 
stock or mutual fund. It’s an ef­
fortless way of adding shares. 
Similar to dollar cost averaging, 
dividend reinvestment imposes 
investment discipline — you 
au tom atica lly  keep putting  
money in the market during up 
and down periods. (Don’t for­
get, though, that dividends can 
be increased, decreased or elimi­
nated at any point without no­
tice.)

Exercising your investment 
dollars in these ways can help 
you go a long way toward keep­
ing your portfolio in good shape 
— enabling you to make healthy 
progress toward your important 
long-term goals.

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Birding group to meet; 
finds another owl dead

The Fort Clark Birders Group 

will be meeting on April 12, at 
4:30 p.m. at the Adult Center. 
The second Tuesday o f the 
month is our regular meeting 
date. Randy Castilla the Man­
ager of MUD will be giving us 
a talk about the Water Treatment 
Plant—who it serves and how it 
works including the waste treat­
ment facilities. This talk should 
be of special interest to our 
group because the ponds at the 
Water Treatment Plant will be 
the site of the Fort Birders New 
Bird Watching Blind

The Water Treatment facili­
ties are enclosed by a locked and 
gated 6 foot fence and unautho­
rized people are not permitted. 
The Blind will be within this en­
closure at the edge of one of the 
raised berms. There are four 
ponds that are used for water 
purification and all of them are 
home to hundreds of Waterfowl. 
Soon Bird watchers will be able 
to study these birds from the 
comfort of a 12’ x 6’ blind. They 
will be able to access this with­
out disturbing the birds that are 
on the water or on ,the banks of 
the various ponds It is very rare 
that several species of Ducks, 
Coots and Cormorants and the 
Hawks that prey on them can be 
seen actually going about their 
grooming, fishing and everyday 
interactive behavior and they 
seem to be always present on 
these ponds.

The Blind will be built by the 
Bird Watching Group but will 
be within the MUD fenced com­
pound and accessed by a locked 
gate for safety reasons. It will 
be available for individual or 
group access with the permis­
sion and accompaniment of a 
Member of the Club and should 
be a big asset to Fort Clark as 
Bird watching is an up and com­
ing hobby.

The Club has already re­
ceived several generous dona­
tions to get us started from 
people who realize what an as­

set this blind can be and we will 
be very grateful to anyone wish­
ing to add to our funds. We need 
to buy lumber for the building 
and also the chain link fencing 
for the 60 foot enclosed walk­
way to access the blind from the 
surrounding outside fence. This 
walkway will allow access to the 
Bird watchers without actually 
encroaching on the working part 
of the plant Work has already 
started on the foundations of the 
building and we hope that ev­
erything will be completed in the 
early Fall. The MUD Board has 
approved our plans and all that 
remains to do is the purchasing 
the materials to complete the job 
.Anyone wishing to make a Do­
nation or just take an interest is 
welcome to attend our next 
meeting on April 12, or contact 
our President Louisa Stone at 
830 563 3762, as she is a year 
round resident o f Fort Clark 
Springs.

Loving Spring:
We love Spring—we have 

seen the Redbud and the Moun­
tain Laurel in flower and now 
the M esquite is showing its 
fresh, green lacy leaves. Spring 
brings more birds to our area, 
some just passing through being 
just occasional visitors so its 
good to get out and Bird watch 
every day. This time of year its 
getting more difficult because 
more leaves means its harder to 
spot the bird and it is so frus­
trating to hear an unrecogniz­
able song and not see who is 
doing the singing 
. Every day can bring new 
sights. Yesterday a different 
looking bird perching on a dead 
branch above the water showing 
off its long yellow beak and 
beautiful reddish brown neck. I 
think it was a Green Backed 
Heron but he flew down into the 
water plants before I could get a 
really good view. Hard to see 
the length of tail, color of legs 
even relative size when quite 
distant even with good binocu­

lars. However it is great to spot 
something new even if you can 
not put a name to it.

It is good to belong to a Bird 
Watching Club, because when 
we see something interesting we 
can email each other right away 
and alert other members. It does 
not even have to be a Life Bird 
Sighting to make me happy. 
Today just to see the beautifiil 
bright orange, black and white 
of the Hooded Oriole, looking 
very punk with his feathers all 
ru ffled  up, sp lashing away 
madly in my Bird Bath and shin­
ing like a beacon in the sunlight 
made my day.

Another Owl found dead:
It was with a sick feeling of 

sadness that once again one of 
our Fort Clark Birders found yet 
another dead Barred Owl on 
March 22. Only a few days ago 
we reported the first drowned 
Barred Owl caught by an aban­
doned fish ing  line and we 
thought it a freak accident, This 
second Owl died in exactly the 
same way- again entangled in 
abandoned fishing line. This 
time the area of the death was 
along Las M oras Creek just 
North of Scales Road. Birders 
have known for several years

that there were at least two fami­
lies of this type of Owl and had 
enjoyed trying to catch a rare 
glimpse of one of them . The 
best time was early in the morn­
ing or as night was falling and 
always they would be seen near 
water. Unfortunately these night 
hunters were not aware of the 
trap that was awaiting them as 
they swooped silently over the 
water looking for their prey. A 
dangling fishing line was the end 
of two rare Owls which were 
both protected species. Both 
birds were probably male and 
out catching food for their mates 
who either would be sitting on 
eggs or p ro tec ting  new 
hatchlings .Without a food sup­
ply being provided by the male 
it is likely both broods would 
die. This accident not only 
k illed  two adult p erfec tly  
healthy birds but indirectly also 
was the cause of the loss of two 
sets of hatchlings - probably six 
more Barred Owls. We do hope 
this will not mean we no longer 
will hear their call” Who Who 
Who Who cooks for you?” . 
A gain we ask F isherm en to 
please cut down your entangled 
lines as best you can or other 
wild creatures will meet with 
similar fates.• I i.-’ ll'Uj-. iilL ’ 1
