A big batty smell
Welfare; Water board employees driven from their offices

The Texas Health & Human 
Services building, shared with 
the Kinney County Groundwa­
ter Conservation District, has 
gone a little batty, and just in 
time for Halloween.

Kinney County Judge Tim 
Ward said occupants recently 
complained of a strong, unpleas­
ant odor emanating throughout 
the small annex building located 
at 502 Ellen Street in Brack­
ettville. However, when volun­
teer firemen practicing at the fire 
station just north of the annex 
witnessed a swarm of bats rise 
from behind the building at 
dusk, they believed they may 
have figured out what was caus-

ing the bad smell. ,
Ward said a contractor was 

hired to investigate the problem 
and found a little more than they 
had anticipated when they re­
moved part of the decorative 
mansard roof and nearly 100 
bats fell to the ground and later 
flew away in the heat of the day.

The contractors planned to 
seal up the roof, but soon found 
thousands of bats had taken up 
residence in the air space be­
tween the brick exterior and the 
Cellatex board that wrapped the 
entire building. At one point, a 
water board employee was un­
able to unlock the door of the 
building because the bats had 
filled the space around the door 
frame and were preventing the

key from turning the lock.
Since October 6, the mansard 

roof had been removed, sealed 
and replaced; the brick exterior 
removed; Cellatex board re­
moved; and the insulation re­
moved.

The Cellatex board and insu­
lation had been saturated in bat 
waste and was the cause of the 
foul smell.

Ward stated the sheetrock 
will be treated and new insula­
tion installed. The building will 
be covered with plywood, a 
plastic moisture shield wrap and 
finally with a cement board sid­
ing.

The total cost to the repair 
and improvements is expected to 
be $12,500.

Co-op hosts annual mtg

Rio Grande Electric Coopera­
tive held its 66th Annual Meet­
ing at the International Center 
For Trade in Eagle Pass on Oc­
tober 9.

Rio Grande Electric Coopera­
tive (RGEC) has the largest ser­
vice territory of any electric 
cooperative in the contiguous 
United States, serving 18 coun­
ties in Texas and 2 counties in 
New Mexico. These counties 
include: Brewster, Crockett, 
Culberson, Dimmit, Edwards, El 
Paso , Hudspeth, Jeff Davis, 
Kinney, M averick, Pecos, 
P residio, Reeves, T errell, 
Uvalde, Val Vérde, Webb and 
Zavala in Texas , and Eddy and 
Otero Counties in New Mexico 
. In addition, RGEC serves four 
delivery points supplying en­
ergy to parts of Mexico and their 
corporate offices are located on 
Highway 90 in Brackettville.

Each year at the meeting the 
overall health of the co-op is 
discussed and the results from 
the board of directors election 
revealed.

Board President Jimmy 
Ballew said the co-op had expe­
rienced exceptional growth due 
to oil exploration in Carrizo 
Springs, constuction in Eagle 
Pass and the contract to provide 
services for Laughlin Air Force 
Base.

Survey & Ballot Systems 
President Lea Ream presented 
the election results at the meet­
ing. Henry Mills of District 5; 
Rowdy Holmsley: District 6; 
Lowell Woodward: District 8; 
and James Evrage: District 9, 
were elected to the board of di­
rectors. New officers were then 
elected at a meeting held after 
lunch. Stephen Haynes of 
Rocksprings was elected presi­
dent; Vice President Mark 
Daugherty, Alpine; Treasurer 
Rowdy Holmsley, Sheffield; Sec­
retary M argarita Elizondo 
Nelson, Carrizo Springs. Serv­
ing as directors are Jimmy 
Ballew, Brackettville; William

White, Del Rio; Cindy White- 
head, Brackettville; Lowell 
W oodward, Hovey; Frank 
Archuleta, Dell City; James 
Evrage, Dell City; Priscilla 
Howard-Parsons, Crystal City; 
Kimball Miller, Fort Davis; and 
Henry Mills, III, Del Rio.

In a report from RGEC Gen­
eral Manager-CEO Dan Laws, he 
explained the co-op would be 
issuing Capital Credits for the 
year 1951-1976. “Capital Cred­
its are allocated and credited to 
an account established for each 
person that was a member and 
consuming energy in that year. 
The actual cash associated with 
Capital Credits is actually used

to meet the Cooperative’s finan­
cial obligations, such as indebt­
edness and growth. Rio Grande 
's Board of Directors adopted a 
Capital Management Policy that 
keyed on four financial ratios to 
help determine the correct time 
to begin retirement of allocated 
Capital Credits. Those ratios are 
Equity as a percent of Assets, 
Debt Service Coverage, TIER 
(Times Interest Earned Ratio) 
and Cash as percentage of Total 
Utility Plant. RGEC will start 
paying capital credits for the 
years 1951-1976. There were no 
capital credits allocated before 
1951, because there were no 
margins. Since the members/con­

sumers of RGEC are the own­
ers, and cooperatives are not-for- 
profit corporations, the members 
will now reap the benefits of 
their investment in RGEC,” the 
coop said via email.

N inety-eight door prizes 
were awarded to members in at­
tendance. The prizes included 
power tools, kitchen appliances 
andlarge screen televisons. Each 
door prize was valued at a mini­
mum of $100, with a total value 
was $13,434.00. The highlight 
of the day was the drawing for 
the grand prize of a retired RGEC

XLT Pickup, valued at approx. 
$6,975. David & Griseldis 
Donovan, of Del Rio, were the 
lucky winners.

Do Men : 
and Women 

Invest 
Differently?

Several years ago, a book 
titled Men Are From Mars, 
Women Are From Venus was 
quite popular. As the title sug? 
gests, the book argues that men 
and women are vastly different 
from each other, particularly in 
their emotional needs and in the 
way they communicate. Whil^ 
not everyone agrees with th$ 
notion that men and womeq 
might as well be from differenj 
planets, most of us would probj 
ably concur that the two genders 
frequently behave differently -J 
and this divergence in behavior 
may also show up in the way thaj 
we invest. J

In fact, various studies anq 
anecdotal evidence suggest? 
these differences in the way thaf 
men and women invest:

•Men tend to trade more off 
ten than women. Men seem tq 
buy and sell investments morq 
frequently than women. Thi$ 
difference could result in an adf 
vantage for women investors; 
For one thing, if women do trade 
less, they may incur fewer conT 
mission charges, fees and other 
expenses, all of which can eat 
into investment returns. Also, by 
holding investments longer; 
women may be able to take bet­
ter advantage of market rallies; 
During the 2008-2009 financial 
crisis, for example, men were 
more likely than women to sell 
shares of stock at market lows! 
which led to bigger losses 
among male traders — and fewer 
gains when some of the stock 
values began to rise again — 
trefcording to a study by Van­
guard, a mutual fund company .

•Men tend to invest more ag­
gressively than women. Perhaps 
not surprisingly, men seem to be 
more willing to take risks with 
their investments. This trait can 
be both positive and negative. 
On the positive side, risk is as­
sociated with reward, so the more 
aggressive the investment, the 
greater the potential for growth. 
On the negative side, taking too 
much risk pretty much speaks for 
itself. Ideally, all investors — 
men and women — should stick 
With investments that fit their 
individual risk tolerance.

■Women are more likely to 
look at the “big picture.” Al­
though both men and women 
investors want information, 
women seem to take a more “ho­
listic” approach — that is, in­
stead of focusing strictly on per­
formance statistics, they tend to 
delve deeper into their invest­
ments’ background, competitive 
environment and other factors. 
This quest for additional knowl­
edge may help explain why all­
female investment clubs have 
achieved greater returns than all- 
male clubs, according to a study 
by the National Association of 
Investors Corp., which repre­
sents thousands of investmerit 
clubs across the country.

•Men may be more optimis­
tic about the financial markets. 
Some studies show that men are 
more optimistic about key eco­
nomic indicators and futurfe 
stock market performance. Op'- 
timism can be a valuable asset 
when it comes to investing; if 
you have confidence in the fu­
ture, you’re more likely to in­
vest for it, and to continue in­
vesting. On the other hand, false 
optimism may lead to over-con­
fidence, which can have nega­
tive results for investors.

Neither men nor women have 
a monopoly on positive invest­
ment behaviors; each gender can 
probably learn something from 
the other. Ultimately, of course, 
it’s your decision-making, not 
your x- or y-chromosomes, that 
will determine your ability to 
make progress toward your long­
term goals. So educate yourself 
about your choices, and get the 
help you need from a financial 
professional, as you invest 
through the years.
