OIL SEARCH AT ELECTRA.

Prospects Believed Good and Leases
Being Taken.

Electra; Tex., Aug. Id.—Represema-
tievs of prominent oil cothpanles from
other parts of the country are taking
leases preparatory to beginning opera-
tions in search of oll. Although it can
not be definitely known at present
when operations will begin, it is known
that work will begin as soon as suffi-
cient leases can bé secured and other
conditions arranged.
