LITTLE INI'EIBT
IN BOND ELECTION

Although the proposition is one of
considerable importance to every res-
ident of the city and especially tg all
| property owners, the bond elecﬂoﬁ to
'be held In Wichita Fills on Beptem-
ber 9th, has so far apparently excited
little Interest. The lack of interest is
attributed to the hot weather rather
than to any Indifference concerping
the fssue, and it is expected that as
the date for the election draws near-
|€r, a more active interest will be takén
|in the question.

As has been stated heretaﬁ:re. the
election will be (held for the purpose
of determining whether or not the city
will issue bonds to the amount of
$35,000, of which $20,000 will be used
in the construction of a sewerage sys-
tem and $15,000 for the purpose of
erecting a City Hall and fire depart-
ment buildings. Under the State law
'‘and the provisions of the call for the
eleciion, these bonds will bear four
per cent interest and are payable after
forty years, although they may be
pald after ten years at the option of
the city. The State law provides that
the sinking fund to be raised by taxa-
tion for the purpose of paying off these
bonds must be spfficient to yield
enough " revenue to pay the—interest
theron and twenty-five dollars of the
principal on each $1,000 bond for
each year of the forty years which
they run. The'city now has a bonded
indebtedness and thé city tax rate
iberﬂofore has been as high as the
statutes uermit for cities of this class,
'but the increased valuation will yleld
enough revenue to, provide the sinking
‘and interest fund without an Increase
i fn the tax rate.
| Only tax paying residents of the elty
iwho are. otherwise qualified may vote
lon the bond question. At the same
{time an election will be held 1o elect
a member of the city couneil,
