ANOTHER INSPECTION HAS BEEN
* ORDERED AND CITY SHOULD
BE READY.

NUMBER YOUR HOUSE

Other Requirements, it is Believed,
Have Been Met and Houses Should
All Be Numbered.

If the people of Wichita Falls really
want free mail delivery, it behooves
them to bestir themselves and see to it
that every residence and  business
house in the city is adorned with the
street numbers before Uncle S8am's in-
ppector visits the city to make an in-
vestigation upon which he will base
his report for a recommendation to
the department concerning the propos
ed free mail delivery. :

The inspector is MHable to drop into
Wichita Falls almost any day now
and if bhe finds many houses unnum-
bered it is likely that there will be
another long and tedious delay before
free mail delivery will be inaugurated.
Every citizen of Wichita Falls is in-
terested and will be benefitted by free
delivery and everybody should see to
it that their houses and business
blocks are properly numbered.

In reply to a communication address-
ed to the department, Postmaster Otis
T. Bacon has received a letter from
the first assistant postmaster general
saying that a reinvestigation of the
situation had been ordered here and
that if it was found that the require-
ments of the department had been

met by the ecity of Wichita Falls free
delivery would be established here. .

It is stated that so far as the re
ceipts of the local office, the popula-
tion of the city and the amount of
sidewalks are conceried, that the re-
quirements of the department have
been met, so that the only poiat on
which there is any doubt is the house
numbers. A

Although it is belféved that the
houses are gemerally numbered, still it
is best that nothing which might pre-
vent a recommendation for free dellv-
ery be left undone.

The Labor Situation. .

The labor situation in this city has
undergone a marked change within
the last few weeks. Heretofore there
has béen a dearth of laborers here
and the demand has been strong for
labor and the wages high. Within the
last féw weeks, hundreds of carpenters
and other workingmen have been
thrown out of employment in Dallas
and Fort Worth and other cities and
many of them have come in this direc-
tion seeking employment, so that for
the first time in several years there
are now more men than “there are
Jobs. 'So far as th# local situation was
concerned only a few men were thrown
out of employment here on acount of
the financial flurry and these few se-
cured work on other jobs in this vicin-
ity and had it not been for the influx
of laborers thrown out of employment
at other points.the labor sit here
would scarcely have been affected by
the retrenchment which has been keen-
ly felt at other points.

reluctantly forced to the conclusion
that it is my duty as a loyal citizen
desiring to promote the best Interests
of our community to cast my vote
against local option.

As much as I despise whiskey, as
much as I would like to blot it out of
existence (God knows there is no man
in this county who has greater cause
for being opposed to the liguor traf-
fic), the excessive indulgence and use
of intoxicants by members of my fam-
fly has been the means 6f causing
more unhappiness than every other
evil influence combined in this world,
there is no man in Wichita county who
will exert himself more to drive intox-
icating beverages from the face of the
earth, I truly believe that its utter de-
struction would be the greatest bless-

kind; entertaining as [ do this strong
prejudice against the use of intoxi-
cants, I repeat that it-is with great re-
luctance that I decided to cast a nega-
tive vole upon this question.

I will not attempt to defend whiskey
in any manner. I do not believe that
any good citizen can conscientiously
defend the use or sale of it. When the
question 'was first proposed, my first
impulse was to vote in favor of loeal
option, but after mature deliberation
and a more careful investigation of the
situation have decided that to vote
local option upon this town will not ae-
complish the end sought.

I love Wichita Falls; next to those
that are dearest to me by nature's ties,
this little city's welfare is the dearest
thing to me on this earth. We have
been getting .along so peacefully of
late, all of our people are prospering
and happy, and If nothing happens to
disturd the harmonious relations now
prevailing, and which are so essential
to the upbuilding and advancement of
the best interests of every city, I con-
fidently believe that 1908 will see
Wichita Falls making greater strides
than any year in her history.

These are my honest convictions. I
know that many of my good friends
will differ from me, but I shall not fall
out with them 'for doing so. I am not
going to make any fight with my neigh-
bors and friends who take a different
view, but if local option is voted om
this town, I believe that we will soon
have cause to regret it, just as our
neighbor towns, Henrietta and Bowie,
have; in the latter the community is
all torn asunder. As a result of the ef-
forts to enforce local option, the situa-
tion has become so serious as to ren-
der it necessary to appeal to the Gov-
ernor to invoke the aid of the State
Rangers to prevent actual bloodshed.

A THANKSGIVING DAY PILGRIM-
AGE.

The St. Louis Republic says
that President Roosevelt will make
what is called a “Thanksgiving
Day Pilgrimage to Montpelier,” in
Orange County, Virginia, we get some

Merchants, Im .nd Cotton Buy-
ers Hold an Important lntln-
From Saturday’s Dally.

An importast meeting of the cotton
buyers, bankers and business men of
Wichita Falls was held in the rooms
of the Chamber of Commerce yester
day evening, the object being to make
arrangements for the prompt handling
of all cotton that comes to Wichita
Falls for market.

At this meeting an agreement
reached which, if carried out, will
sult In great good to Wichita Falls as
well as to the farmer who brings his
cotton here to be marketed.

As is well known, thete is a short-
age of currency and the banks find
that in ‘advancing money to pay for
two or three hundred bales of cotton
at a time, It requires from fifteen to
twenty days to get returns. Owing to
this state of affairs, trading in cotton
had to be limited.

The plan adopted yesterday ovulu
and agreed to by the merchants, bank-
ers and cotton buyers whs ‘that for
every bale of cotton purchased by the
cotton buyer or merchant the banks
would pay $10 in cash and issue certifi-
cates In denominations of $1.00, $5.00,
$10.00 and $20.00 for the balance, these
certificates redeemable by the bank
issuing them in twenty days from date
of issue.

These certificates can be deposited
at the banks or will be received as cur-
rency in payment of debts at any store
in the city.

A committee consisting of P. P.

Thatcher, J. M. Bland, and 8. Y. Fer
guson was appointed by the chairman,
Frank Kell, to look after the matter
and see that the new plan of handling
cotton is inaugurated on Monday morn-
ing, the 25th.

Another meeting of the cotton buy-
ers, bankers and business men is call-
ed for 10 o'clock Monday morning, at
which time it is likely that steps will
be-taken to mAKE-‘Wiechita Fans (he
