|cll that the conipany proposed to con- 
Liruct settling tanks at once to purify 
land clarify the wateV.

This proposed Im^provement was con- 
lilltloned upon the adoption of a new 
[water ordinance authorising the' use 
[of meters.

The ordinance proposed by the com- 
Ipany contained two clauses which met 
I with considerable objection on the 
part of several councllmea. These 

I claiiaes related to proposed minimum 
charge of Î .OO per month for each 
patron and th^ furnishing of the me- 

I tera by the patrons.
On these twro points there was a 

I difference of opinion and final action 
I on the proposed ordinance was poat- 
I |)oncd until the next regular meeting 
I next .Monday night.

The ordinance proposed hy the wa- 
Iter company was as follows:
An Ordinance to ‘Raqulra and Ragulato 

-the Use of Meters and to Fix Ratos 
for Water In tha City of Wichita 
Falls. Texas:

Be it Ordained By the City Cowncil of 
the City of Wichita Falla. Texas:

Section 1. The rate for the use of 
water In the City of Wichita Fnlls 
Texas, shall be. exoept as hereinafter 
provided, twenty-five cents- per thous­
and gallons per month to the consumer 
with a minimum rate of one dollar per 
month.

Sec. 2. Every water consumer shall, 
except as hereinafter provided. Install 
hh own-meter and pay for keeping 
the name In repair. The meters used 
shall be of some standard make. If a 
conmimer la requested In writing by 
the Water and Light Company to in­
stall a meter on his service pipe and 
fails for thirty days after such notice 
to Install the aame, the Water and 
Light Company Miall cut his water ser­
vice off.

Hec. 3. Should the meter geV oQl off 
repair the basla of change for 'water 
during the time the same la out of re­
pair, shall be the average charge for 
water during the preceding time the 
meter was in repair.

Sec. 4. The Wichita Palls Water 
and Light. Company may permit the 
service of wrater to consumers without 
a meter« whose monthly water use 
does not exceed four thousand gallons, 
but such consumers shall pay the Wa­
ter Company the minimum monthly 
rate of one dollar, except for individ­
ual oflloes or bed rooms, which rates 
shall be fixed by agreement. '

| - Sec. B. The WicblU Falla Water 
and Light Company may make with 
railroad com]g|Dles, manufactnring and 
public utility plants such reasonable 
meter rates, based on quantity of wa­
fer, aa may ha a g r ^  upon. "  
.Sec. 6. Consumera using water 

through meter« for household purpoaes 
ahall hare the right to nse the water 
at any time except during Area or when 
apeclally requested to turn oS their 
water, that the malna or pumpa may be 
repaired, or that other things desig­
nated by the chief of the fire depart- 
meat may be done.

Sec. 7. Any pnorlalon of any exist­
ing ordinance In conflict with this or­
dinance Is hereby repealed. •

■ Death of CapL Klnkads.
The following from the Ardmore 

Morning Democrat of Feb. 21st, gives 
an account of the death of Capt. Wil­
liam L. KInkade, who, for a time, was 
a resident of this city:

Captain -William 1. KInkade, one of 
the best known and most highly re- 
s>>ected citlxens of ArdmoAe, dropped 
dead at bis home on North Washing-» 
ton street last night about 7 o’clock.

Capt. KInkade, though having been 
afflicted with a slight heart trouble 
ever since the civil war, was. until 
the time of his death. In ordinary good 
health and |vas actively engaged In en­
joying life. I.nst night just about sup­
per time he went to the home of a 
neighbor on an errand and having been 
gone a few minutes longer than was 
bis custom, one of the family went out 
to see what had become of him and 
found him lying In the yard with life 
extinct.

Captain KInkade was 68 years of 
age at the time of his death and had 
been a resident of Ardmore for the 
)>ast fifteen years and only a few days 
ago had purchased the Alf Wolverton 
property, which he was making prep­
arations to occupy on March 1st, there 
t . retire from active life and spend the 
remainder of his days. He was born 

; In Sumner county, Tennessee, and 
I when 12 years old moved with hls |wr- 
icnts to Bowling Green, Ky., where hls 
I early life was s|M>nt on a farm. At the 
I beginning of the civil war he enlisted 
; In the 26th Kentucky volunteer Infan- 
I try and served with distinction, going 
'a . Its close to Ixtulsville, Ky..’Where he 
 ̂engaged In the wholesale tobacco bus­
iness.

He was m.irrle«l In 1871 to .Miss 7tra 
L. Johnson of Bowling Green and It 
1881 removed to Texas, coming to Ard­
more In 1882. He was a consistent 
member of the Christian church and a 
charter memlter of Chickasaw Post No 
18, O.. A. R. In the big land opening 
In 1900 he drew a fine farm near latw- 
ton, and soon after went there and 
completjed his homestead filings, re­
turning to Ardmore'the'Brat of rhTs 
year.

Captain KInkade is survived by hls 
wife, three sons, Edward, Fred ^Qd 
Sheridan, the latter being married an»1 
living in Texas; three daughters, Mrs. 
Ollie Scott, Celeste, Texas; Mrs. Joste 
Warren, Celeste, Texas; and Mra. Etflc 
Sims, Gainesville. All of the absent 
ones were notified of the sudden death 
of their father and will arrive in tlin’e 
for the funeral.

the family home, &08 North Washlng- 
icn street, tomorrow afternoon at 2;30 
o'clock.

TO PREVENT SPREAD
OF SMALLPOX

From Tueaday’a Dally..
There are now a doxen caaea of 

nmallpox In Wichita Falla, according to 
the atatement of County Health Officer 
L Coona, and more than that number 
have been through attacka of the con­
tagion and have been releaae*! from 
quarantine.

Moat of the caaea have been of a 
mild type, but there are now three 
aerloua cases in town and any case la 
liable to develop Into a serious one.

Hundreds of persona have been ex­
posed to contagion, but right now the 
spread of the epidemic seems to be at 
a stapjjatlll and it la believed that a 
rigid quarantine and the general vac­
cination of citizens will stamp out the 
diaeaae.

Some people have attempted to con­
ceal the existence of smallpox In their 
families, and still othara object to 
quarantine and do not observe the 
quarantine regulations, thus spreading 
the contagion broadcast.

Local officers have received manda­
tory inatructlons from State Health Of­
ficer Bnimby to maintain a strict and 
rigid quarantine. This afternoon the 
fcllowing notice concerning vaccina­
tion was gl^n  to the pujgBs of Che 
public school: '

--------- Notlea, to Paranta. '  ‘
At a school board meeting held yes­

terday afternoon, the smallpox altna- 
tion In'our town was dlsouased and it 
wgs decided unanimously that the 
board recommend that patrons whose 
children have not undergone aucceas- 
ful vaccination have their childTen vac­
cinated at once, ift is hoped that'all 
patrons will act upon this recomlnen- 
datlon, to that the board m ^  not be 
pht under the painful necessity of eith­
er requiring vaccination or withdrawal 
from the schools.

HOUR LAW.

WAIT FOR QHIIT TEST
Tsiegraphera Who Do Not Handle

Train Orders Will Be Required te 
Werfc Longs.- Hours.

Acting upon the sdrico of their gen- 
riela sttorseys. who hare been dsliber- 
sUng for s week, the railroeds of Tts- 
as hare tacitly agreed to Ignore com­
pletely the recent comprehenstre rul­
ing of the attomer general's office 
upon the subject of the eight hour on- 
erstors* law. The railroads are going 
right ahead working their operators 
eight hours daily at the keys and em­
ploying them elHewhere one, two. three 
bnd fotir additional hours. Absolutely 
no attention has been paid to the at­
torney general's ruling, and according 
t-> the highest possible railroad aurhor- 
Ity, none will be paid by the officials.

The eight-hour ^ w , as passed by the 
legislature one year ago, prorided and 
ordered that operators who handle 
trains and train orders shall be on 
“duty not more than eight successive 
hours out of the twenty-four.” The 
l-allrosds readily acquiesced in this, 
allowing the train dlapalcbers to work 
at the keys only eight hours, but pre- 
sciiblng other duties, such as clerical 
work, baggage handling, etc, to com­
plete ten and eleven hours, or s full 
day.

Recently some of the operators afek- 
ed.the attorney general's department 
lor s ruling upon the construction that 
shnuld be placed upon this law. As­
sistant Attorney General Llghtfoot de­
cided that the railroads violated the 
eight hour law It they worked the«traln 
dlspstcbers or the operators who han­
dle train orders at any occupation 
whatever above the eight hours.

This niltnA created s . flurry In rail­
road circles, for practically every line 
In the State was acting in direct oppo­
sition to the law as construed by 
Llghtfoot.

■ Many consultations were held by the 
heads of the eiecutive departments 
with the lelal adviasrs and much cor­
respondence passed between the va­
rious roads. It Is said that the undi­
vided opinion exists among the general 
attomeya that the ruling from the at­
torney general's department Is abso­
lutely without precedent and cannot be 
sustained in a bourt of law. They have 
uniformly told the railroads to con­
tinue to keep the operators at their 
keys for eight hours and to place them 
elsewhere for three or tour hours.

The railroads, however, are courting 
a legal investigation and are hoping 
that some county attorney will file a 
complaint against one of the Texas 
tines. This will be the means of get­
ting some tribunal to pass upon the 
constitutionality of Jlhe ruling.

The general attorneys concede that 
It Is a plain violation of the law to 
keep an operator down to his key for 
more then eight hours out of the twen­
ty-four. The attorneys defend the 
course of the railroads In ignoring the 
attorney general's office by stating 
that the law cissriy provides that the 
train dispatchers “ shall not be on 
duty" more than eight hours. The en­
tire defense will rest upon the two 
words, “on duty." The attorneys claim 
that only when the operator Is actual­
ly working the wire or handling orders 
or movjng trains is he on duty as an 
operator and under the restrictions of 
the elght-hbur law.

It was reported in Fert Worth yes­
terday that a teat caae would soon be 
filed St the town of Onnger. It Is 
county attorney here nnd seek to have 
the railroad fined for forcing him to 
work at other purinits thna train dis­
patching after ha hks ftniahed hit regu­
lar eight hour "trick” at the key.

The federal nine-hour law, which will 
go into effect March 4, accordiag to the 
railroad officials, will permit the oper­
ators to do other work sad this fact 
wUI b* urgsd by the railroad attomer* 
In support of their position.
' Finally, Uto gsBoral attorneys point 
to th *  Texas fourteen hour law. 'W hich 
was also passed by the last legtala- 
ture and which'permits the nilroads 
to wokk ftfe esspiores nay length 'o f 
time lessttbaa fourteen hours.

It Is ex­
pected that the asm* procednr* wilt be 
gone through with this year and the 
values ascertained and cartifled to tha 
county tax aasesfors, which values can 
not be changed.

Last year the Intsagtble valuee ag­
gregated 1175.000,000 and the Mlatourl, 
Kanaaa and Texaa railroad and the 
Wichita Falls road are contesting the 
full rendition.

Terror-atricken at 
what bad occurred, “ Jimmy” threw the 
revolver out of the window and on the 
roof of a bam adjoining the bnlldlng.

Then, yielding to some Indefinable 
Impulse, he removed his dead bretharis

man woro caught In the act of rob-, 
blag Hines Bros, general merchandise 
store at about 9:30 o'clock laat night 
and are now lodged behind tho bars 
in the Wichita county Jail at Wichita 
rails.

The robbere were discovered in the 
store by Morris Knight, operator at the 
local telephone exchange, who imme- 
dUtely notiSed the proprietors and 
Constable Love.

A posse of citlsens was organised 
and surrounded the building while Mr. 
love and others entered and surprised 
the robbers in the midst of their work. 
Bach of the three men had divested 
themselves of their old clothing and 
bad donned complete new outfits, even 
to socks and underclothing, from the 
stock and had also tapped the cash 
drawer tor all its contents, amounting 
to about tS In cash.

When surprised one of the two made 
a dash to escape, but was brought to 
a halt'at the |>olnt of a gun just as 
he was leaving the building.

The manner and the time of the rob 
bery shows that the robbers were un­
usually bold and reckless characters, 
for they gained admittance to the store 
by braeklng in the plate glass window 
at the front of the building.

The robbers are believed to have 
had a fourth companion, who has not 
yet been apprehended, as the. thrc« 
men who were caught and another had 
been seen earlier in the evening along, 
the railroad above this place. The be­
lief that there was a fourth robber who 
succeeded In making his escape is 
strengthened by the tact tha tthe mon­
ey taken from the cash draw<er has not 
been found and It is believed (hat the 
man who got away has it.

This man is described as being about 
K  years old, 5 feet 8 inches tall, wore 
gray pants and a gray coat. Was 
slightly stoop-shouldered, had a round 
face, dark complexion and wore a 
broad brimmed white hat.

Sheriff Davis was notified of the ar­
rests and was soon un the scene and 
had the men in custody. They were 
taken to Wichita Falls last night.

What la a good average price for Span­
ish peanuts?"

“ I believe the farmer can depend on 
getiiag aa much aa 76 cents per bushel 
for a long time to come. And It should 
be boime In mind that the peanuls do 
not represent the whole value of the 
crop. Peanut bny la valued quite as* 
highly as alfnlla (or stock feed, and al­
falfa la aclllng aa high as $20 i>ei' )on.

I can't aay 
whether or not there is a market for 
peanut hay, but there ccrfalnly is for 
alfalfa, and the farmer muy sell his al­
falfa and uae the peanut hay (or feed­
ing hla own stock. Two or three crops 
of peanuts grown on the poorest land 
will also to enrich the land aa to put 
it In good condition for growing other 
cropa."

"Have you aecured n aufflclent quan­
tity of peanuts to supply the candy fac­
tory until the next year's crop la har­
vested ?"

"No. We will need, perhaps, ten 
cars more than we have on hand."

From all parts of tuo I'nlted SlafeSi 
where i>eanut8 can be grown, comes 
the atHtemejit: "They are »  sure
crop." This moans much, Mr. Farmer. 
It Is ^orth experimenting with.
