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JEFFERSON DAVIS AND ABRAHAM
LINCOLN. -

The attitude of the South toward
the memory of Abraham Lincoln and
that of the North of Jefterson Davis Is
strongly contrasted in an able editorial
clipped from the Literary. Digest and
credited to the Jacksonville (Fla,)
Times-Union, whieh shows pretty
plainly that it is the people of the
North and not of the South who refuse
to forget the bitter memories of the
war between the States and contiue
to wave vigorously the bloody shirt:

The Florida Times-Union takes ad-
vantage of the opportunity to contrast

‘ the North's attitude toward Jefferson

Davis with the South’s admiration and
praise of Lincoln. To quote in part:

‘‘Southern men praise Lincoln be-
cause they admire him. The prejudice
against him that was founded on pas-
sion has entirely passed away and the
Bouth today claims an interest in Lin-
coln, a man of Southern blood and
birth, an American of whom all Amer-
icans may of right be proud.

‘‘But the South is considered nar-
row-minded. Thode who do not khow
the Southern people, hiit who are con-
fident that they know all things, ‘ua,\'
the war is not over in the South. They
pose as broad-minded and progressive
while they represent the Southern peo-
ple as living in the loves and hates of
the past.

‘*‘But what of the facts? We have
seen how the South feels toward Abra-
ham Lincoln; how does the North feel
toward Jefferson Davis? Before the
war he was one of the nation's great-
est slatesmen and soldlers. In the
greatest battle that Americans had at
that time ever fought he saved the
day, turning a crushing defeat into a
brililant viétory by his promptness

f action: and vet, ip_most histories
of the battle of Buena Vista omits his
name out of deference to the prejudices
of the North.

‘‘Mr. Davis was one of the best
secretaries of war the nation ever had.
In spite of the disposition to ignore
him his name will always be assoclat-
ed with more public works of national
importance than that of any other man
ia America. A magnificent bridge was
bullt near Washington under his direc-
ﬂog as secretary of war. It Is said to
be the longest arch on earth, and yet
it stands today massive and strong as
if put up within the last year and bids
fair to rival the pyramids in durabil-

P )

. '‘Cabin John Bridge is one of the
llibu of Washington—that city of
magnificence. Washington takes a
pride in shawing it. They tell you that
Jefferson Davis conceived it and ap-
proved the plans; but that his name
has been chiseled from it.

‘ ‘Lincoln was the political opponent
of the South: Davis was the politfeal
opponent “of the North—so “Mar they
are even. The North-won; the South
lost and ome would think the victor,
in the joy of success, would forget
sooner than the vanquished in the bit-
Davis was nothing
but the political opponent of the North;
Lincoln was more to’ the South. Hé
confiscated $2,000,000 worth of South-
ern property; he impoverished 8,000, -
000 people. He never claimed a legal
right to do this and no one can claim it
for him. He did it by force, pleading
the necessities of war as hls excuse,
and the South has acceptéd the excuse,
and now cherishes his memory with
respect and kindlyi feelings.

‘“‘And yet this is the Bourbon sec-
tion—the land of men who never for-
give or forget—while the liberal-mind-
ed people are still teaching that Jeffer-
son Davis was a traitor whom Ameri-
cans.generation after generation,should

“hate.’'

Also the following from the pen of
Editor Gonzalef, of the Jackson
Miss,) Clarion-Ledger, In review of
Abraham Lincoln’s credentials as a
“‘friend of the Somth:’" 1

‘‘First, there i8 the blatant claim’
that Lincoln - offered to recompense
Southerners for the lose of their slaves
which, no matter what may be our in-
dividual opinion, were recognized as
property by the law and courts. This
sisim was repeated the other day by

Euiory Speer of Georgia, who oﬂt to
know better. Rhodes, the historian,
says that this buncombe ‘may be call-
ed a stump speech.’ It was merely a
plece of political trickery. Rhodes also
says that it was ‘lssued for the pur-
pose of affecting European opinion.’
The same high authority shows by a
lettér of Lincoln's that Lincoln him-
self did not expect the plan to have
effect except~in the border States—
Delaware, Kéntucky, Missouri, and the
District of Columbia—and {hat in the
District of Columbia, the only place in
which it took effect, compensation was
paid to ‘loyal’ masters only. In oth-
er words, the offer of compensation,
like the proclamation of emancipation,
was a war measure, intended to seduce
Southerners from their alleglance, not
to compensate them for spoilaiion.

‘‘But, to be brief upon an unpleas-
ant subject, three charges may be suc-
cessfully brought against Lincoln, any
one of which is sufficlent to prove that
hé could -not justly be considered: a
‘friend of the South."’

‘‘First, he imade medical supplies
contraband of war, or approved that
barbarous measure, in order to cripple
by the {nroad of disease the foe his ill-
chosen commanders could not beat In
the fleld.

‘*‘Second, he refused to exchange
prisoners of war, thus making inevit-
able—in the direst condition of the
South—the ‘horrors’ of Andersonville,
which were, however, surpassed by the
horrors of Northern prisons.

‘“Third, his emancipation of slaves
was confessedly a war measure, for,
as he admitted, he cared nothing for
the negroes and -was willing to sacri-
fice them to the Union cause, throwing
them over as worthless ballast.,

‘“The frightful enormity of this
crime has not yet been adjudged. The
emancipation was unconstitutional, and
therefore an act of usurped authority.
But, worse than this, it was the act of
a moral degenerate. Lincoln sought,
by this Porglan stroke, to arm the
slaves against their masters, to place
in the hands of servile millions arms
fo carry the war to Southern hearth-
stones and - upon defenseless women
and children. It is to be doubted if any
tyrant or degenerate in all history has
written against his reputation so fear-
ful, so black, so damning a crime.”’

Wichita Faiis was one of the first,
if not the first town or city in Texas
tn adopt the ‘‘Tag Day’'' means of
ralsing funds for civic improvements.
‘*Tag ' Day'' originated in Engla¥d,
and Syracuse, N. Y., claims to be the
first American city to adopt it, It
has now grown so popular that neavly
every town or city of any importance
in the United States sets apart one
day in each vear as a day upon which
every man who takes pride in the city
which he claims as his home, shall
be tagged and pay whatever In his
judgment he sees proper, for the priv-.
ilege of wearing a tag identifying him-
se!l with the great number who believe
thet much towards the beautifying of
his home city can be accomplished by
donating a small sum to a good cause.
This yvear the Clvic League of Wichita
Falls has set apart Saturday, March
20th, as Tag Day, and on that occa-
sion it will be the mission of tha:
worthy organization to induce evéry
citizen to wear a tag.

Captain Fitzhugh, one of the law-
yers for the prosecution of Colonel
Duncan Cooper and his son for the
murder of ex-Sénator E. W. Carmeck,
whose trial 48 now about drawing to a
close, in closing his speech, referred
to the jury as ‘‘such a patient, honest
and intelligent jury.’”

Some man who is satisfied for his mon-
ey to earn a reasonable rate of Inter-
est can find no better way to make it
do it than Investing In a few lots and
erecting on them neat cottages. There
will be no lack of tenants, At least
two hundred more four and five-room
 cottages could be made to bring their
owners anywhere from ten to twenty
per cent annually on the money invest-
ed, and the man who wants more than
that for his money will be hard to sat-
isty.

RIFLING MAILS

The cloud of susplicon under which
the employes of the Wichita Falls post
office have been working for over a

when Joe Wigham, one of the clerks,
and one of the popular young men of
the town, made a written confession to
Postal Inspectors Charles G. Kinzel
and A. J. Bennett, admitting that he
had rifled many letters containing
money and other things of value and

past twelve months or more. Young
Wigham was placed under arrest and
was later released under bond for his
appearance before the Federal com-
missioner at Dallas today, where the
Federal court is now In session.

EN TO CROWD AT WASHING-
TON STATION.

GOES TO OYSTER BAY

President Tells Friends He s Glad to
_Glve Up the Arduous Duties
of the Presidency:

Washington, D. C., Mar: 4.—With
thousands of his _countrymen bidding
him an affectionate adieu, Theodore
Roosevelt, the retiring president of the
United States, accompanied by Mrs.
Roosevelt, took his departure from the
national capital for his Oyster Bay
home at 3.40 o'clock this afternoon. As
he was leaving the scene of seven
years of strenuous activity, Mr. Roose-
velt gave every indication of delight
over being relleved of official cares.
Looking somewhat tired, but happy,

by the affectionate demonstration In
his honor while walting for his train
at the station.

Roosevelt's Farewell.

‘‘Goodbye and good luck to you,'’
were his farewell greetlngs to the
thousands who witnessed his depart-
ure, It was a magnificent spectacle
when the great crowd waved handker-
chlefs In unison and shouted ' ‘Good-
bye, Teddy.’"'

Mr. and Mrs. Roosevelt occupled a
drawing room on the sleeping car
