BAD WRECK NEAR VERNON

Vernon, Tex.. Not. 18.—North bound 

freight No. lit. which learea Wichita 
Falla at about 4:30 a. m.. went through 
a bridge over Pamdlae cr^k, two 
miles east of this city at about 8:8S 
o'eiock this morning. The locomotive' 

overturned and Engineer C. D. 
Siroma was raught beneath It and al­
most instantly killed by being scalded, 
to death. Fireman Homer Tidwell ea- 

~ raped with only sUSht injuries. Twatve 
rare, four of which were loaded with 
immigranta’ outfits, were piled up In 
bad confusion oa the track and sav- 

^enteen bead "of horses were either hor- 
'ribly mutilated or killed outright.

Engineer Simms, who was making 
his first run over the road, it la said 
had slow orders to go over this bridge 
which was In bad repair and made dan­
gerous by the heavy rains in this sec­
tion, at a speed of four miles an hour, 

^he train, when It hit the bridge, was 
unqueatlonably running at higher rate 
than the slow orders specified and to 
this fact Is attiiboted the occurrence 
of the wreck.

All traSlc over the Denver at this 
point Is blockaded by the wreck. The 
Clilldrsas wrecking crew has arrived 
and another crew la expected from 
Wichita fUUs this afternoon.

The body of Simms was extricated 
from beneath the srrecked locomotive 
and Is being prepared for shipment to 
his home at Corbin. Ky.. where he has 
a Wife and three children. Simms is a 
Mason and a member of Division 463 of 
the Brotherhood of I.ocomotiTe Engi­
neers. Tidwell's injuries are slight | 
and he la being taken care of here. |

three weeks ago and until this mom-

TELLS Hit NEGRO VIEWS.

Tillman Ssya Bryan's Anneunesmsnt 
Was ths Only Thing to Do.

Atlanta. Georgia. Nov. 16.—Senator 
Benjamin Tillman of South Carolina 
passed through Atlanta this morning, 
but stopped long enough to say what 
he thought of Andrew CsmegTs decla­
ration In Washington Friday, that he 
wants more negroes In this country.

“If Mr. Camegl wants the negroes 
he has the money snd suppoec he just 
bring over several tbous/nd raw Afri­
cans snd land them In New England, 
where tbe people of that section could 
show the Southerners bow to civlllso 
them.

“Yes, I believe we need s nstionsl 
bill of some sort. I Intend to Intro­
duce one in the senate this fall. I do 
not believe In prohibition of the Impor­
tation of liquor for private use, but 
the federal government ought not to 
encourage Its selling.

“Mr. Bryan’s announcement Is about 
tbe only thing he could say. I hope 
that Mr. Roosevelt will explain his 
position as clearly.”

In the reeenre dties natlona 
banka are only required to keep twen- 
ty-flTe per cent of the deposits on 
hand, and la other cities only fifteen 
per cent. > Banka could not dford to do 
boslness If they were required to keep 
all of the.deposita oa hand all the 
time.' It costs money to handle depos­
its; an army of clerks la employed to 
keep the books, to Uke In the money, 
to pay It out and to guard It. It Is 
the loaning of the depositors' nmiiey 
that makes banks èf deposit profitable 
or eren, possible. No matter bow con 
serrati rely ' or how safety a bank Is 
managed. It la pot in position to re­
turn all deposits on a moment's notice. 
In ordinary times, tlie daily deposits 
will equal If not etceed the withdraw; 
ala, and there are regular periods 
when more inooey Is drawn out. the 
bank calculates on this sn|d prortdes 
for It. Any solrent bank can be em­
barrassed If a run Is made upon It. 
The other banks may cotne to its re­
lief. biA they cannot do so If a rusr Is 
started on them at the same time. The 
imporunt thing, therefore. Is to pre­
sent the depositors from Anaklng any 
sadden demand upon the banks, and 
how can this be done? By remorlng 
erery possible reason for fear. It la 
fear that.-^uaes depositors to with­
draw money and hide it. They do not 
want to ^ke (he risk of loss or rob­
bery. but When a certain degree of fear 
la reached, they will risk keeping the 
money si home. Our banks are reason­
ably seriore, but reasonable security la 
not ‘saffkleBt for unreasonable people, 
and the unreasionable hare It la their 
power to precljĵ ltate a panic.

The pt^master general, according 
f'o the ' press dispatches, will recom­
mend the establishment of a postal 
savings bank; this It la argued will

But the postal sswtngB bank as pro- 
poaed will limit depOsUs, It la said, to 
two hundred sad fifty doHars a tsar 
for one person. These- banks will do a 
great.dea^ of good, but tliey will not 
entirely relieve the sitaatioh. Our 
Bute and National banks should be 
Rnade so good that ao one will I 
afraid to deposit srlth them, and what 
Is even more important, the banks 
should be made so secure that no one 
having a deposit win be tempted to 
withdraw It during a financial disturb­
ance. . How <mn this aecurity be 
broui^t about? t
 ̂A guaranty fund- .̂raised by a tag 

upon deposits and held for the Rirotee- 
tion of the depositors of any Insolvent 
bank would give assurance to deposit­
ors.. Panics always commence with 
runs upon one or a few banks which 
are . brought under suspicion. If It 
were known that t^e depositors In 
such banks were sure of recei vng their 
money there would be no Van. or If 
there was a run. the payment of depos­
itors la full would reneve the strain 
and protect other banks. We ought 
to have such a gwfnuity fund In the 
nation and In each State] Our national 
banks should be'protiictied by such a 

. fund, and this fnhd can be provided 
for by an act of congress. As soon as 
the fnad Is sufficiently large, the tax 
shonld he suspended, and the very ex­
istence of this food would tend to 

' lessen the emergencies that might call 
for It, It would rsa^y cost the banks 
but little to provide the security which 
such a fund wonid fUmJsh. and ft la 
certain that the latetuut drawn upon

Bach State should provide for such 
a fund for the protection of Its State 
banks, and- until natkmal banks are 
protected by federal. leglslatlon. It 
would be well to permit the .national 
baaka of any State to share In the 
raising of a guaranty fund and In the 
protectk>u\| l̂ch It would afford. When 
this subject was brought up In con­
gress several years ago, an objection 
was made to It on the ground that the 
large banks would have ao advantage

When It was attempted to secure 
such a fund by legislative net In the 
State of Nebraska, the objection aras 
made that It would Injure national 
banks to have Sute banks nude more 
secure by a guaranty fund, but If the 
national banks are permitted to share 
la the expense and benefits of such 
fun ,̂ they could reasonably object to 
It

One - of the lessons to be learned 
from the'present financial crióle—and 
every evil ought to be turned to good 
account—Is that addftloaal security 
should be given to depostters, and the 
Commoner begs leave to submit to Its 
readers throughout the country the 
plan above proposed for the securing 
of the depouitors la both Sute and 
National banks. Where SUU legisla­
tures are In session. It might be well 
to urge sute relief at once, and 'the 
subje^ ought to be brought before 

ngrrm upon Its convenlag la Decem­
ber.—The Commoner.

THEORIES IN PRACTICE
Operation of Initlat’ve end Peferen-

dum Will ae Watehed With Inter-
•  w  • ^

The progrese of Oklahoma under her 
new constitution will be wàtcbed with 
Interest throughout the Nation and the 
world, for the cooetltallon embodiee 
the most advanced IdMs ever under­
taken In a State government In this 
Nation.

No such recourse to detailed law 
making in a conatitutlon haa ever been 
attempted In the history of the United 
Stateo. The constitution provides, for 
iastanre, that every railway company 
shall funUah comfortable and clean 
depots and depot buildings and that 
■udb boUdlnga ahall ba kept clean, 
lighted and warm for the oomfort and 
aocommodatioB of the public.

Bryan Likaa Doewment.
William Jenalnga Bryan Ukaa the 

document and la quoted as having pro­
nounced it a bettar coaatttutiou than 
the federal conatitutlon Itsalf.

Speaker Cannon, writing to a friand 
la the new State, said tt certainly 
would ba DO crime to worship the 
document, aa it waa entiraly unUka 
anything on the aarth, abova or below 
It. and thus^waa outside the limit ’of 
the Biblical Injunction as to idolatry.

Senator William W'arrep of Mlaaourt 
noted the coming of four carriagea 
while at the White House on the,day 
Governor Frants plaoed the bulky 
document la the hands of the president 
and- remaihed as he watched their 
slow approach, ,'*Ah. there cornee 
Praats with his coostltotlon.**,

The enabling act pa seed by congreaa 
under which the constitutional coo- 
veatlon of Oklahoma waa, held was 
approved on June Id, IMd. In the fol- 
lowing November the convcntian be­
gan Ita Isbora, “whlch extended over a 
period of eight months sod early ex­
hausted the approprlstloD of |100,0M 
which hsd been provided for Its ex­
penses. The time which had been es­
timated,as necessary for framing the 
document was. sixty days.

Cbie of the first duties of the new 
leglslslure will be lo pay the bills of 
this conventkni. It was made up of 
ninety-nine democrats, twelve repnbll- 
caas and one Independent, and was 
held at Guthrie, in Oklahoma Terri­
tory. The constitution received the 
approval of the clilsens of the State 
lust 8«-ptemhi>r with a majority of more 
IhuQ 108,000 votes.

Initiative and Referendum.
I'nder the Inlilstive and referendum 

clauses, which are those most com­
mented on. eight per cent of the legal 
voters have the right to imwikmm- say 
legislative measure and. fifteen |ier cent 
may pro|>ose ainendmeola to the con- 
stltniloo by iietillpn. The referendum 
may be ordered, except as to laws nec­
essary for the Immediate iweservatlon 
of-the public health, peace or safety, 
either by .petition signed b)- fire per 
cent of the legal voters or by the legis­
lature. Referendum petitions may be 
filed with the secretary <bf state not 
more than ninety dajw after the a »  
Journment of the legielature. A pro­
vision of a similar character Is Incor­
porated In the constitution of Oregon, 
la Oklaboou* it is extended to cover 
mnnicIpaliUes as well as the State.

Prehibitlen Clauae.
While the enabling act required prp- 

blbltion la the greater portion of tbe. 
ptate for a period of tweaty-cpe years, 
the constitution has exteaded thlŝ  to 
edver the entire State. The purpose uf 
the clanee in the onabltag act was to 
prevent the eale o( liquor to Indians. ..
' The constitution contains appml- 
mately M.0M words aad holds the 
rhcord in thie regard. It le now ta 
the hand# of the department of jna- 
tlee, which will certify to Ite having 
conformed with the provieiona of the 
enabling act. The Corty-alxth etar will 
not make Ite appearance in the flag 
uatU July 4. IMt, the time for this 
step having been fixed by law to cover 
all new Statès.

Oklahoma will probably ÌN demo­
cratic in polltlrs for some fime to 
wane. The governor. C. M. Haekell, of 
Muskogee, received a majority of 87,- 
000 votes. The Suite win cast spprox- 
Imaiely 250,000 voisei, of which nunj- 
hcr from 10,000 to 15.000 sre by negro 
voters. The majority'fon prohibition 
was shout 80.000. Of the twelve re- 
publicsiM In the eonstUdtIonal conven­
tion six came from each side of the 
new State. *
