H. Kempner of Galveston, Henry
Savles of Abilene and Charles Malone,
who assured the members of the coun-
%il that the company proposed to con-
struct settling tanks at once to purify
and clarify the water.
A This proposed improvement was con-
ditioned upon the adoption .of a new
water ordinance authorizing the use
of meters. ¢

The ordinance proposed by -the com-
pany contained two clauses which met
with considerable objection on the
part of several councilmen. These
clauses related to proposed minimum
charge of $..00 per month for each
Jatron and the furnishing of the me-

v the patrons. .

poped until the mext regular meeting

Fanatics in Organized Revolt Against

here Sunday last, was brought baek
from Colorado Springs early today,
whither he had been taken to prevent
Ilynching. He was accompanied by
four detectives from Denver and was
closely handcuffed, 5

Alio rode during the entire trip with
his head averted and In sullen silence,
Upon' his arrival here he was hustied
irto an awalting cab and swiftly driven
to the county jail.

According to Allo's statement made
to an Interpreter, he will plead gulity
when arralgned and will offer no de-
fense for his crime.

Chancellor Dunne's Belief.

Chicago, Feb. 26—"A murder will
be committed In Chicago within a
month, similar to the Denver assas
sination, where the Rey. Father Leo
Heinrichs was shot down while admin-
Istering holy communion In St, Eliza-
beth's  Roman Catholic church,” as-
serted Chancellor E. M. Dunne of the
Chicago archdiocese last night.

“l am positive that anarchists, anti-
clericals or whatever they call them-
selves, have prepared listys of priests
and clergy to be killed and am certain
that some Chicago man has been mark-
ed,” he sald. .

“I am the most loak-’al man for as-
sassination, but although I have thous-
ands of friends in the Italian colony, I
also have many bitter enemies.”

Father Dunne sald If he was not
chosen to be murdered, the other can-
didates would be elther Archbishop
Quigley, the Very Rev. 8. F. Angeluc-
¢l of the Church of the Assumption, or
the Rev, Father Francis Gordon, C. R.,
provincial of the church of Resurrec-
tion.

Detectives Barnnachi and Loungobar-
di reported to Chancellor Dunne at
the chancery office y¢sterday and told
him they were instrucfed to serve as
his personal body guard,

Insurance Commissioner Takes Cogni-
zance of Atttorney’s Brief.

Austin, Tex., 'Feb. 26.—Commission-
er'of Insurance Love will investigate
the charges made by the attorneys for
the Metropolitan Life Insurance com-
pany, which is testing the Robertson
insurance act, that a horde of irre-
sponsible insurance companles had
been admitted to the State as a result
of the Robertson ingurance act.: The
charge, as made In its brief submit-
ted to the State supreme court, is se-
vere and Commissioner Love proposes
te explode it Immediately. Therefore
by the right vested In the commission-
er of Insurance by article 3051 of the
Revised Statues of Texas of 1895, he
has summoned the Messrs. lLocke of
Dallas to appear before him on Feb-
ruary 27 or oar.llor,' It possible, to se-
cure the information which they have
as to irresponsible companies permit.
ted to enter the State and now doing
business here.

The letter from the commissioner Lo
Messrs. Locke & Locke of Dallas Is as
follows:

Messrs. Maurice E. and Eugene P.
Locke,
Dallas, Texas

Gentlemen: In a recent printed
brief filed in the supreme court of
Texas, In the case of the Metropoll-
ten Life Insurance Company et al vs.
Thomas B. Love, commissioner of in-
surance and banking, signed by the
firm of Locke & Locke, of which, as |
am Informed, you are the” sole mem:
bers, as counsel for plaintiffs, there Is
contained the following statement:

“By creating a vacum to be filled, it
(the Robertson act) has brought into
Texas a horde of Irresponsible compa-
nies such as it never knew before,
save only for the time, a few years
ago, when te legislature of good In-
tentions by deficient information put
at every roadside crossing a fire In-
surance company without assets othe:

The evil
these concerns have done will live
pafter them.”

After mature dellberation, | am con-
vinced that these assertions thus pub-
licly made, constitute charges of grave
violations cf the insurance laws of this
flate, which it is my duty as commis-
sioner of insurance and banking to en-
force. Whether or not this may be
correct, it Is certain that they constl-
tute charges affecting life Insurance
companies doing business Inh this
State, which It is my duty, in the in-
terest-of the policy holders, to prompt.-

Dr. Willfam M. Starr, a medical bot-
anist, died the other day lun Washing-
ton, after living to be more than 100
years old. Before he died he gave the
following longevity rules to which he
attributed his wonderful good bealth
since childhood:

“l never ate as much as I' could at
gzay meal In my entire life.

“I pever drank Intoxicants of any
kind.

“l"have never used tobacco in any
form.

“l have never taken more than half
a glass of ice water at ouce.

“l never drank lce water after meals,
thus paralyzing the digestive organs.

“I have never gqne in waler above
my head. A man’s head has no more
business under water than a fish has
out of it.

“[ learned early what foods were in-
jurious and those which dssisted na-
ture In its work. I have always avold-
ed the former

“I have never remained in a draft
when over-heated.

“l eat only two meals a day—at 8
2 m.and 4 p m."”

Dr. Starr attained ripe old age, but
his life was _a long stretch of self-de-
nial. His meals were edten not to
satisfy the inner man, but with sclen-
tifie caro to eat just enough to sustain
his body; sacrificing pleasure to duty
He never sat in a draft when
ke was over-heated, néver drank ice
waler, never went swimming, never
did the least thing that would upset
the sclentific scheme of life through
which he Poped to ailtain longevity.

But was it worth while? Is a cen-
tury of self-denial moré to be desired
than a shorter period of life, which is
modeled less on the don'ts set down
in thé medical text books and more on
a sunny philosophy that permits shar-
ing In the joys of life as life goes on?
