Everywhere except in the South dem-
ocracy Is thoroughly aroused and in
the fight to win, with enthusiasm grow-
ing stronger- dally. The republican
party has been on the defensive ever
since the campaign opened, and recent
developments have almost created a
panic in'their ranks.

As Captain Bill McDonald would say,
“Mr. Bryan has got "em a-milling, and
a few more well directed shots will
stampede them.”

Therefore, let the faint-hearted faith-
ful democrats of Texas take courage,
and make ready to join in the shouting.
Remember the proverb: “IH thou faint
in the day of adversity, thy strength is
small. If thou . sayest, ‘Behold, we
knew it not;’ doth not He that ponder-
eth the heart consider it? And He
that keepeth thy soul, doth not He
know it? And shall He not render to
every man according to his works?”
