The story went on to explain
that the MAIF {s the Muleshoe
Area Industrial Foundation,
Name of the new business is
Muleshoe Swine Breeders, Inc,,
a group of Muleshoe farmers
and businessmen.

The company’s facilities are
well under construction now,
the story said, Presently at
the location are 120 sows which
will produce 2,000 to 2,500
finished hogs per year, Even-
tually, the firm expects to have
500 sows which will produce
8,000 to 10,000 top hogs on an
annual basis,

We didn’t know about the
Muleshoe hog deal getting
underway, but we're not sur-
prised to learn that ,such an
operation is being installed ina
neighboring county,

Maybe Parmer will be next,

Hogs won’t do as much for
grain sorghum surplus (?) as
will cattle, According to the
story we've been quoting, each
feeder hog will consume 600
pounds of grain, Approximately
a ton of grain is required to fat-
ten a steer.

REA Recalls

Deaf Smith County Electric
Cooperative sprang to life in
November 1938 when 50 miles
of line were first energized to
serve 120 members, Since
that time, 2269 miles of line
have been built, and today the
Cooperative is serving 4543
meters,

For 20 years prior to 1935,
private interests worked with
the idea of rural electrification
and they came to one conclu-
sion, it could not feasibly be
done. -,

tion Administration was set up
as an agencyof the United States

Department of Agriculture, It |

was established on May 11, 1935
by Executive Order and autho-
rized to make loans over a 25
year period,

Private power companies
were again offered the job of
electrifying the nation’s farm-
land, but they refused. The job
was then turned over to far-
mers and ranchers who formed
electric cooperatives,

In this area, it was men like
H, V. Hennen of Hereford, G, T,
Watkins of Farwell and Joe
Warren of Nazareth who led
their communities in obtaining
support for a cooperative, They
worked many hours, giving their
time and energy, until they had
signed up 128 members. They
applied to the Rural Electrifica-
tion Administration for a loan
to build 50 miles of line,

Deaf Smith County Electric
Cooperative was incorporated
on April 30, 1937, On May 15,
1937, a loan of $700,000 was
granted and work was soon
underway on the project,

This same story was repeated
78 more times over Texas and
nearly 1000 times all over the
United States, Virgin Islands
and Puerto Rico.

REA loans this cooperative
money which is repaid with in-
terest, REA does not own Deaf
Smith County Electric Coopera-
tive. It does not control or
set the policy for it, REA is
the Cooperative's banker, and
this is the extentof the relation-
ship between the two,

To date the Deaf Smith County
Electric Cooperative hasbor-
rowed $7,138,380.20 from the
government, A totalof$4,177,-
530.56 in principal has been
paid back, of which $2,229,630.-
58 has been paid in advance
ahead of schedule. Interest
payments have amounted to $1,-
202,329.54,

This Cooperative hasadirect

CROP SURVEY

The annual survey, basis for
the official crop production es-
timates for Texasand each of its
counties, will soon be underway.

This i{s an important survey
since the information gathered
i{s used for many purposes,
Certain farmers and ranchers
in Parmer County willbeamong
the 385,000 in Texas receiving
a questionnaire,

Those who receive the ques-
tionnaire are urged to complete
it as soonas possibleand return
it to the Texas Crop and Live-
stock Reporting Service, Box
70, Austin, Texas 78767, Ac-
curacy in completing the ques-
tlonnaire is stressed.

The survey is a joint respon-
sibility of the Texas Depart-
ment of Agriculture and the
U, S. Department of Agricul-
ture’s Statistical Reporting
Service, Cary D. Palmer is
the state statistician and his
office will be mailing the ques-
tionnaires.

CARE OF EQUIPMENT

Proper care of pesticide ap-
plication equipment prior to
winter storage will prevent de-
terioration and insure its work-
ing condition for next season’'s
use,

First, the equipment should
be thoroughly cleaned. Flush
with clean water; remove all
strainers, screens and nozzles
and wash them in kerosene us-
ing a soft brush,

Mix a medium size box of
wash-day detergent and 30 gal-
lons of water in the sprayer
tank, Circulate this mixture
through the bypass pressure
regulator and jet agitator for
30 minutes, Drain the mixture,
Replace the screens and

nozzles. Fill the tank one-half
full with one parthouseholdam-
monia to 49 partsof water, Cir-
culate this mixture through the
pump and bypass, allowing a
small amount to leak out through
the nozzles.

Let the solution stay in the
sprayer overnight and run it
through the nozzles. Flush with
two full tanks of clean water with
the nozzles removed. Dry
moisture from the tank, hose,
and boom, and coat with a light
coating of rust inhibitor or mo-
tor oil, Fill the pump with a
thin motor oil and plug all
openings with pipe plugs. The
pump may also be stored by sub-
merging it in a container filled
with a light motor ofl,

If the sprayer is powered
with a gas engine, drain fuel
tank ard carburetor and pour
a tablespoon of engine oil
through the spark plug hole,
Turn motor over byhand to dis-
tribute oil on cylinder walls,

Proper care of equipment
will extend the period of trouble
free operation.

those, But even with those ad-

The Mustangs got their touch-
down with 5:20 remaining inthe
fourth period on a 39-yard-run
by Jimmy Harris, who was
running in the Bovina backfield
in place of Mike Beauchamp,
regular wingback, who missed
the game because of an ankle
injury.

The scoring drive covered
76 yards and was the longest
sustained effort of the night for
the Mustangs,

Bellar kicked a 21-yard field
goal in the fourth period togive
his team a 9-0 edge and the
Mustangs did their best offen-
sive work of the night after the
following kickoff,

The kickoff was returned to
the Bovina 24, From there
Stuart McMeans, the Mustangs'’
senjor tailback, made 11 yards
and a first down in two car-
ries to the 35, Harris then
rabbited for 10 yards-worth
of daylight and another first
down on the 45, McMeans
made five more to the mid-
field stripe. Harris darted
for 10 more to the 40 and then
made one to the 39 before
circling his right end for the
39 yards and the tally,

Harris' attempted extra point
kick failed, but the Ponies were
in good position to win the tilt
as they trailed by only three
points --- 9-86,

The Hornets evidently de-
cided that score was too close
for comfort and increased it by
margin of another touchdown
just three minutes later to in-
sure the victory for themselves
by putting the game virtually out
of reach of the Mustangs,

Bellar also scored the final
teedee for Sudan. This one
came on an eight-yard run and
climaxed a 49-yard drive after
the kickoff following the Mus-
tangs’ score. Larry Hanna,
Bellar’s counterpart in the Su-
dan ballcarrying department,
did most of the damage in that
drive picking up gains of 15,

Time was running out on the
Mustangs when they got pos-
session of the pigskin again,
They completed a pair of
passes during a march from
their own 31 to the midfield
stripe in the fading seconds.
