All
st acts are valldated and we are now
ground and ready to look to

> has come when we need
and must ve a modern high school
buflding in Yhis city. We want a
building centrally located large enough
to meet our requirements for the future
and one that will be a credit to the
community, Where will be bulld it is
the guestion. Some think our present
Tenth street grounds the proper plate,
while others say this Is too near the
business district and that the ground Is
po large enough. THe size of this
property Is 150 feet square. Shall we
sell this property and purchase ground
someéwhere else? Shall we bulld on
the ground where the Tenth street
school now stands, or shall we use the
property we now have, as we are at
present and buy a new location out-
right for the high schoal? s there any
one who Is willing to trade good prop-
erty well located and of sultable sizé
for our Tenth street grounds?

Our schools are very much over-
crowded now and If the scholastic cen-
sus shows the Increase that we think it
witt- ¥ may need twobulldings next
year. If-the high School bullding Is
placed on the Tenth strect grounds,
lots could be hought elswhere and the
building- that I1s now there moved on
the same and used.as a ward school.
And agaln, the brick building at Thir-
teenth street needs considerable over-
hauling. It needs new floors in some
rooms and metal cellings and new
furniture in others, besides other re-
pairs. It will take considerable money
to do all these things. If a new loca-
tion Is purchased for the high school, it
will be necessary, we think, to Issue
bonds for $50,000 or $60,000 to properly
do all the work required.

There I8 no time to lose and If new
buildings are to be erected in time for
next year (and we are bound to have
at least one) we must get to work at
once.

The present school board, and I am
sure their successors who are to be
elected on April 6th, would like to
have suggestions and advice on all
these matters from the people of the
district. These are problems that are
worthy of the careful consideration of
every citizen. We are all vitally inter-
ested In good schools and to meet con-
ditions we must act now.

We earnestly ask every patron of the
schools to give us their views through
the press or otherwise on these matters
as we are anxious to meet the wishes
of the people of the district. There Is
no time to lose? What shall we do?
Where shall we bulld and equip the
high school?

gallon. When thoroughly mixed pour
while hot into a tin bucket thrce quar-
ters Mull of wheat or corn, stirring with
a stick thoroughly until every grain
has been coated with the syrup.
the syrup cools scatter a few of the
gralas about each hole. Instead of this
the strychnine crystals may be plased
fn slices of potatoes or turnips.

Some prefer cyanide of potassium
s a poison, instead of strychanine.
After the grass has begun to get green
practically no poison will be effective,
as the dogs seem to prefer eating
grass roots to anything else, and mot
even brandied peaches or cantaloupe
pickles will tempt them to leave their
steady diet.

The carbon bisulphide plan is inde-
pendent of the pralrie dog's appetite
and the deaiy gas keeps after him un-
til it gets him if he happens to be at
home.—Texas Btockm--.lourul.
