That Is the most remarkable gaher-
ing of which there is a record in his-
tory. It is absolutely without pre-
cedent or parallel, and It would be
possible in no other land but this.

No country in Europe would for an
instant permit any gathering or toler-
ate any ceremony or exercise which
would recall or perpetuate the memory
of what had been officially designate i
as a ‘‘rebellion.'’

The gathering in Memphis will bring
together representatives and remnants
of an army which as yet stands unau--
passed in history. This is not sald
from a sectional standpoint, or because
of any sentimental association, but it
Is sald because history attests its truth.
No army ever on the earth, cer-
tainly not an army prosecuting war in
accordance with the usaies of civiliza-
tion for so long stood against such odds
or won so many victories,

Six hundred thousand of the same-
men, not new levies, met twice their
number, which number was recryited
from every land under heavea. till it
reached two millions, and for four
years withstood them and resisted
their advances. The six hundred thous-
and were poorly equipped and poorly
fed and thinly clad, while the men in
the opposing ranks were provided with
every device of war and every provis-
fon for comfort that a great nation
could provide; yet the few ylelded only
at the end of four years.

The celebration will be of an infor-
mal character, The only ceremonious
feature will be the presentation to the
Wright brothers of the medals. voted
them by congress. The presentation
will take place at the fair grounds and
will be witnessed by dhousands of
spectators, If conditions are favorable
an aeroplane flight will probably be
made by one of the brothers. Though
thelr early experiments were all con-

WASHINGTON APPLES TO BE
EXPORTED TO GREAT BRITAIN.

Spokane, Wash., June 10.—Bamuel
Halnes, buyer for several fruit im-
porters in England,~“writes from Lon-
don to Rev. H..Rice, secretary and
manager of the National Apple Show,
incorporated, that he will arrive in
Spokane early in December to buy for
export one hundred cars of apples
grown in eastern Washington and Ore-
gon, north and central Idaho, western
Montana and southeastern British Co-
lumbia. This consignment will be
made up of 64,000 50-pound boxes, or
12,800,000 apples of uniform size and
color and will cost $125,000. It will be
moved to New York and Boston in five
special trains for trans-shipment to
London and Liverpool. Mr. Halnes
bought six cars of Washington apples
in Spokane last winter, selling them in
Lomdon at from $2.75 to $4.18 .a box.
Three cars of the fruit was exhibited
in Covent Garden, where, according to
London newspapers to hand,the crowds
were so large the police had to form
the visitors into lines and move them
through the bullding. Orchardists in
the Inland Empire are also ananiing
to send independent consignments to
the English markets the comlnx fall
and winter,
