FIRST COLLEGE TERM OF THIS WEST TEXAS INSTITUTION 
WILL BEGIN IN SEPTEMBER, 1925

That till’ corner .stone of the first 
building of the West Texas Techno­
logical College, located at Lubbock, 
Would be laid -July 4th, was the 
r-latement made by Dr. P. W. Horn, 
i iesident of the institution.

Dr. Horn was in Lubbock last 
week doing some preliminary sur­
veying as to the location of the col­
lege, buildings, land, incidentally, 
looking for a house into which he 
:night move his family until his own 
borne would be completed.

He stated at a meeting of the

board of regents this week plan?, for 
the buildings would be submitted for 
their approval and as soon as accept­
ed, would be turned over to the arch­
itects for fui-ther elaboration of de­
tail and preparation for the contrac­
tors.

The work of construction will prob­
ably begin within the next 50 days, 
and Lubbock is already making plans 
for a big corner stone laying cele­
bration on July 4th. It is planned to 
start the first college term in Septem­
ber 1925.— E.xchange.

F. Williams will 
also occupy one of the buildings for 
the Spur Drug Company.

This will be the second largest,-fin- 
est and most expensive business 
structure to go up in Spur, none oth­
er than the Spur National Bank build 
ing surpassing it in size, beauty and 
expenditure.
