Austin Texas.— A bill will be pro­
posed at the next session of the legis­
lature which meets in January to re 
peal the new motor tax law passed 
at the last session of the legislature, 
that with the passage of a law mak­
ing the gasoline tax sufficiently high 
it will produce sufficient revenue for 
the support and maintainance o f the 
highways without the imposition of 
the present tax.

It was pointed out that the pres­
ent one-cent per gallon gasoline tax 
now in operation is producing ap­
proximately $4,000,000 a year and 
by making the tax three cents a gal­
lon, it would yield $12,000,000 an­
nually which would meet all the re­
quirements o f the state “highway de­
partment and its program of highway 
construction and maintenance.

Claim is also made that the gas­
oline tax system would be more 
equitable as it would fall directly 
on the people who use the automobile 
on the Texas highways. A t the pres­
ent time the motor tax law does 
not reach the tourists who pass 
through Texas by the thousands an­
nually. The motor tax law only ap­
plies to persons who reside in the 
state and register their cars with 
the tax collectors in the , various 
counties in Texas. Under a three- 
cent gasoline tax every person who 
drives a car in this state would be 
contributing to the support o f the 
highways.

There can be no doubt that busi­
ness men throughout the entire 
country sincerely believe that agri­
culture is the basic industry o f the 
Nation and must be placed on a prof­
itable business if  they, themselves, 
are to prosper. They have discovered 
the cause o f depressed business con 
ditions, but are disagreed as to the 
remedy to be used in effecting a 
cure. Political leaders, however, ! 
pretend, at least, to be in possession 
o f the prescription, which, when fill­
ed in their own legislative drug store, 
will put pep in the industry which 
feeds and clothes the Nation. The 
Democx'ats prescribe a large-sized 
dose of legislation similar to the Mc- 
Nary-Haugen bill, which was re­
jected by the last Congress. Gen­
eral Dawes, Vice-Prsidential nominee 
on the Republican ticket, is afraid 
of any suggested remedy and wants 
another diagnosis. He wants' another 
commission appointed to investigate 
the industry which will take about 
a year to compile a report. It is true 
that the agricultural industry has 
been investigated several time's re­
cently and a voluminous report has 
been filed with Congress, but this 
report does not provide the General 
with political ammunition. While it 
goes into the trouble thoroughly, to 
accept it would require a suggested 
remedy, and it is apparent that Gen­
eral Dawes is not prepared to offer 
one at this time. • The Progressives, 
under the leadership of La Follette, 
would destroy the Rail-Labor board, 
remodel the Supreme Court and limit 
its powers, and do many other staid;- 
ling things, with the hope that 
Agriculture will recover during the 
period that the people are adjusting 
themselves to the new conditions 
brought about by radical legislation.

The agricultural industry is in 
politics. It has been put there by 
politicians who want the farmer vote. 
They may be sincere, some of them, 
in their desire to do something for 
the industry, but whatever they do 
must lend prestige to themselves and 
to their party. Just so long as poli­
ticians think o f themselves first, 
their party second, and the agricul­
tural industry third, farmers will 
have to work out their own problems 
without outside aid. The only way 
to put the industry on an even foot­
ing with other industries of the 
country is to take it out of politics. 
Let Congress assemble and consider 
the problem of agriculture from a 
practical and not from a partisan 
standpoint. Let them forget that 
farmers have votes, and consider only 
the welfare of the industry and its 
relation to the prosperity o f the 
country. As B. F. Yoakum puts it, 
“ Provide the machinery for farmers 
to control their own business, start 
it going, and leave it in the hands 
of those who are most interested in 
its success.” The, Curtis-Aswell bill, 
which received a favorable report in 
the Senate, comes nearer to provid­
ing a practical solution of present- 
day agricultural problems than any 
other that has been offered. It is 
strictly a nonpartisan measure.—  
Farm and Ranch.

Every item of this culture was 
practically selected for survival be­
cause it supported the autocratic so­
cial origination of these ages and 
helped to subordinate the massies of 
mankind to the few.

So that one that has an ambition 
to escape from custom and to live a 
life of intelligence faces the necessi­
ty of being constantly a rebel. It is 
safe to say that at no time has a 
group or a people ever demonstrated 
that it lives thinkingly and that it is 
conducted solely by thought. It is 
rather dominated by long stages of 
custom, interspersed with episodes of 
passion. Once in a while sve get 
tired of customs and find that they 
contradict each other. Obedience is 
not easy. Sometimes the orders are 
ambiguous or impractical. We rebel 
against them and ask the question, 
“ Why should I do this thing at all?” 
But sooner or later it becomes neces­
sary for every one to stick to the 
rules of the game.

For instance, the last war would 
not have occured if  there had bee/i 
found a sufficient group able to 
think for themselves. And it is a 
curious phenomenon of our modern 
civilization that it is governed by 
those who appeal to party spirit or 
to passions rather than to intelligence 
and independence.

The very fibers of our body are 
the roots of habit, the fibers which 
are the structure o f the group. We 
find it in wresting ourselves free 
when we are in danger of extinction.

All the forces around us are ar­
ranged for the conservation of re­
action. Society itself is a network 
o f social relationships and antagon­
isms. These may be of old customs 
and attitudes o f m.tnd inherited from 
the past.

The primitive tragedy is that of 
I the individual struggling against 
i habit. Intelligence is the last o f Eill 

in the scale of social evolution and 
I one who gives himself wholly to it 

finds that he is out of touch with 
I his fellow man.
I Just how far intelligence should 

guide us is a matter for everyone 
to decide for himself as intelKgeoi

action has its danger quite as much 
as the adherence of social conditions 
around us.
