The Farm Price Situation.

A continued increase in grain
prices iz the feature of the price
situnation. The week following the
olection we saw new high prices
realized on wheat and many traders
figured a reaction would result.
This belief is somewhat discounted
Dy almost all daily reports of new
high prices for grain. Wheat is now
selling at a higher price than at any
previous time this season, a car of
high grade Montana spring wheat
sold at DMinneapolis for $2.00 a
bushel this week and the present
Chicago price for No. 2hard is near
$1.80.

Notice that the accompanying
chart indicates a continual c¢limb in

prices since July, with ‘the ex-
ception of a short recession in Sep-
tmber which has brought farm prices
to a higher point than they had
reached in the past two years. The
spread between wholesale prices of
all commodiies and farm products
at wholesale is unusually narrow.

The final government crop report
places the 1924 wheat crop at 873
million ' bushels against 797million
last year. This is an increase of 76
million bushels and indicates a large
increase the wheat farmer’s
income as prices for the year will
average more than 25 cenis per
bushel higher than last season.

The final estimate places this year
corn crop at 2437 million bushels
which is 617 million bushels short
of the 1923 production. Last week
corn prices averagéd 51 cents per
bushel above the average for he
corresponding week a year ago and
have shown an eleven cent advance
during the last month. The total
value of corn crop figured on present
crops would be considerably greater
than the value of last year’s crop.

Oats prices still remain low in
proportion to corn prices although
the last week average price was 26
cents' per bushel above he price a
year ago. QOats prices range from
50 to 70 per cent of cormprices. At
present a bushel of oats is wort less
than half as much as'a bushel of
corn which is no doubt due to the
large oa and small corn crops.
Latest government estimates place
the oat crop at 1542 million bushels
which is 236 million bushels larger
than last year’scrop and the hird
largest crop ever raised.

The cotton crop is now forecast at
13 milion bales n comparison with
10 million last year. Prices are
about twelve cens per pound heow
at this time last year and only wi‘th
a better demand should be expected
to advance. Reports are that de-
mand is becoming stonger for all
grades and especially 8o far extra
staples which are selling at a big
premium. The largest potato crop
on record, 455 million bushels this
year compared wth 416 last year,
has caused unsatisfactory prices to
prevail. Prices are better than a
month 2 go and not far below a year

in

ago.

Receipts of hogs have been ex-
ceptionaly heavy and prices have
been held up by a good demand un-
til they are only slightly below a
month ago and $2.10 per hundred
above a year ago. Monday of this
week 122,000 hogs were received
at Chicago which was 25,000 more
thant had ever been receievd in one
day previous.

Cattle prices are ruling lower on
account of large supplies of poor
grades due to the scarity of feed.
The feeder movement is considera-
bly less than a year ago and this ex-
cess must be absorbed for slaughter.
Well finsnished steers should bring
good prices after the heavy run
stops.

Fat lambs are now bringing high-;
er prices than at any other time;
this season. Feeder lambs are still:
bringing fancy prices but are not:
gelling as high ag fat lambs as was}
true earlier in the season. Last:
wek’s average lamb prices were,
the highest since the middle of June.!

A sharp advance was recorded in
the price of butter during the last
part of November but last week’s|
price was seven cents lowr than thel
recent high. :

Egg prices are still strong show- '
ing advances over both a month ago,
and & year ago.

With an excellent demand poultry
prices are holding about steady.

MAKING WASH DAY EASIER

Every housewife, mad espeelally
those living on the farm, conmsider
the putting out of the weekly wash
the most unpleasant, yet one of the
mos necessary tasks connected witht
the household. They have a mis-
taken idea that the weekly washing
is 2 job which cannot be made easier
The hard labor connected with the
cleaning of even the badly soiled
work clothes, may be much sim-
plified, and made much easier by
the appliance of simple scientific
measures, which are at the command
of every housewife.

First, there are a number of
easily compounded solutions such as
soap jellies and washing fluids khich
should be kept on hand, as they are
wonderful cleansing agents, and in-
jure neither fabric nor color, if prop
erly used. Soaking is a preliminary
which too few women bother with,
since it apparently delays the work
just that mueh. It would be more
consistently done if every house
wife understood how much it soft-
ens and separates the fibers of the
cloth and loosens the dirt from the
fabric thus making the actual work
quicker. It also dissolves any strach
present and helps to remove such
stains as clay, cream, machine oils
and prespiration stains, all of which
require proper treatment before boil-
ing which sets permanently many
stains.

Soiled clothes should never be put
to soak in hot water; have the water
tepid and, if hard , soften by the
addition of a little borax, soda
crystals or half a cup of household
ammonia. Stir well and put in
clothes, pressing down and let soak
at least an hour, or over night if
possible. Cover tub with blanket or
quilt, to keep water warm.

Clothes to be soaked should be
sorted and two tubs of water pre-
pared. In the first put the clothes
which need little boiling; while the
the second tub, along with the badly
soiled clothes. If badly soiled, rub
well with a handful of soapjtlly,
rool up loosely and place at one side
of the tub. To make the soap jelly,
shave one cake of soap into two
quarts of water and simmer gently
until melted and remove from fire.
Stir in one cup of household amonia
and it is ready for use. Apply
freely to the badly spoiled parts,roll
up and immerse in warm water for
an hour or longer, when the soapwill
have permeated the minute fibers of
the material and loosened the dirt
to the extent that it is easily removd
with little rubbing, or boiling.

After the cloths have been soaked,
rub lightly, wring and place in
boiling suds to which plenty of soap
and two tablespoons each of borax
and ammonia have been added. A
tablespoon of turpentine aids in
bleaching. Boil twenty minutes.
Punching down often helps in
releasing remaining particles of dirt

from the fabic. Remove and rinse,

blue and hang on the line.

A thin starch makes the colored
clothes easier to iron and keeps the
clothes clean longer. For this stir the
starch into rinsing water after the
white clothes are put through.

An excellent soap solution which
will prove very helphul in loosening
and removing soil from work clothes

into two gallons of water, simmer
until melted and add one .cup of
ammonia, one cup of borax and two
tablespoons of turpentine. Use on
the badly soiled work clohes.-Kansas
City Weekly Star.
