Lenox, Mass.—Dudley Field Ma-
lone of counsel for John T. Scopes in
the Tennessee evolution trial, in an
address before the national conven-
tion of laymen of the Unitarian
Church of America, replied to the
Jast speech of William Jennings
Bryan, published after his death.

He asserted that “psychology of
fear which crucified Jesus, banished
Galileo, murdered Bruno and burn-
ed Jean d’° Arc—the fear of politi-!
cal theology to test its power by the
truth—today again animates a move
ment which is a menace to the in-
ternal peace of our couptry.”

“Mr- Bryan is dead—Dbut the error
of his last plea, the danger of good
will among our citizens of all creeds,
and the threat of combination be-
tween church and state, must be met
bravely by men and women who va-
ule religious and academic freedom,”
Mr. Malone said.

“The issue at Dayton was not fun
damentalism against modernism, it
was not faith against agnosticism, it
was not science against religion. The
issue was and is this: Shall the cons-
stitutionl guaranty of religious free-
dom and complete separation of
church and state, inspired by Jef-
ferson, fought for by Madison and
written into fundamental laws, be
violated or narrowed by any creed
thinking to write its scheme of sal-
vation into law, or by any legisla-
tive majority seking the votes of a
literalist constituency?”

Washington, Sept. 26.—Construc-
tion of the Texas, Panhandle &
Gulf, or the extension of the Santa
Fe from Floydada or Crosbyton to
Fort Worth and Dallas territory
would serve' the. largest public con-
venience and necessity, and would
bé in harmony with the transporta-
tion act, is declared in-the brief fil-
ed by B. B. Cain for the Gulf, Texas
& Western, and W- Frank Knox, re-
ceiver, with the Interstate Commerce
Commission. The Gulf, Texas &
Western is an intervenor in the case
embracing four applications to con-
struct = railroad mileage into the
South Plains area of Texas.

The brief declares the the Gulf
Texas & Western is an incompleted
project that can and should be fit-
ted into a direct line from the Plains
country to Fort Worth and Dallas.
The short line would be made a part
of the Texas, Panhandle & Gulf
project, also an expansion of the
Santa Fe, as indicated, would absorb
it. By the process of elimination,
Mr. Cain tells the commission that
the Santa Fe’s would be the best line.

Consiiderable space in the brief
is given to discussion of the prob-
lem of short line railroads in con-
solidations of construction of new
lines. This question promises to
play an important part in the con-
sideration of the railroad problem,
and particularly the consolidation
feature, by Congress ‘'this winter.
The Gulf, Texas & Western is reg-
istered in opposition t cokhe pro-
posed construction by the Denver,
and the brief submits to the com-
mission that it must keep its powers
in consoldations in mind, because
certain weak roads must be absorbed
or be jeopardized by such construc-
tion as proposed by the Denver. A
better line to serve the same terri-
tory, the brief points out, would be
one that includes the Gulf, Texas &
Western, the Quanah, Acme & Paci-
fic and even the subsidiaries of the
Denver, the Stamford & Northwest-
ern and the Wichita Valley lines.

Construction of the line proposed
by the Denver, the brief says would
defeat the Texas, Panhandle & Gulf,
‘and defeat for a long time another
direct line to Fort Worth. Mr. Cain
says he can not yield to the view
that Congress intended to confer on

strong lines like the Burlington of
which the Denver is a subsidiary, the
sole’ right and duty of constructing
new railroad mileage- He says it
would be a flagrant disregard of
both the letter and spirit of the law
to allow construction by a strong
road which not only fails and re-
fuses to utilize but, to the contrary,
would actually weaken and impair
its field of usefulness, if not destroy

There are several points in con-
nection with the threatened strike
cf the hard coal miners that our
folks should understand closely-

The first is that hard coal prices
are already too high. Unless miners’
wages . are reduced or cost cut
down in some other way, users -of
anthracite should turn to wood, oil,
coke or semibituminous.

The second is that railroad unions
are planning to strike for higher
wages, as soon as the public "ets
! nervous and excited enough over the
coal situation.

The third and most important is
that every increase in costs in the
or on the wrailroads comes
cut of the ockets of the
farmers- Do not think for a moment
i that the mine owners, the railroads,
| or city people in general, pay these
higer wages. They do not have to.

The method is complex, and its
operation is sometimes slow. Nev-
ertheless it is true that when the
city man has to pay a dollar more
for coal or a railroad ticket, he gets
that dollar either by adding to the
price gé~the merchandise he sells the
fefimers, or by taking it out of what
he pays for bread, milk, aples or

district judges who  granted them.
These injunctions had prevented the

, enforcement of the quarantine regul

ations.

With the injunction obstacles re-
moved and eradication forces under
one head the way has been cleared
for quickly getting the disease under
control. 1In the centers where it first

By sending her finance minister
over to discuss a pact, France defin-
itely and for all time accepts moral
responsibility and the obligation for
the debt, even if the future has to
find the terms: All of which is quite
different from showing a  disposi-
tion to not pay at all.

If a settlement can be worked out
it will be followed by one with Italy
and a great gain will be secured—
eventually at least—for the Ameri-
can taxpayers, who have been carry-
ing the load of the foreign debts.

expected to ask only for such terms
of payment as France can reasona-
bly make. It has full information on
French prosperity, which exists in
contrast to British depression, and
on French taxes.

Probably, the best survey of the
situation now available shows that
approximately 11 per cent of the an-
nual income of the United States,
not government, but as a people,
goes to taxation of all kinds; some-
where between 20 and 21 per cent
of French income goes to taxation,
local and national, and something
above 24 per cent of all the British
earn annually goes to taxation.

He merely remarked he
believed American bankers had bet-
ter not grant any more loans to gov
ernments or to the nationals of gov-
ernments that had failed to make
any arrangements for paying their
debts to the United States. This
brought Europe to time.—Kansas
City Star.
