“Wilson Long Staple Cotton.” He
secured the few seeds from which
the start was made several years ago
while visiting in Oklahoma. These

This cotton produc-
ed last year an average of a bale to
the acre on the, Wilson farm, ana
commanded a premium of $2.50 per
hundred pounds on the Spur market.

Auto Cop Law is Held
to be Valid by Attor

ney Geéneral

Austin, Texas, April 20.—The mo
tor vehicle speed enforcement act of
the recent session of the Legisla-
ture was held to be constitutional
by the Attorney Genera]{’s depart-
ment in an opinion written by As-
sistant Paul D. Page, Jr., and it was
decided that Sheriff’s are not enti-
tled to fees for arresting or com-
mitting a person charged with a vi-
olation of the laws relating to the
speed of motor vehicles.

The question had been raised by
Wayne Somerville, County Attorney
of Wichita County, as to the consti-
tutionality of the law if it was con-
‘strued to affect a Sheriff. The
opinion cited Section 23 of Article
5 of the Constitution, providing _thai'
the Sheriff’s ‘“duties and perquisites

ed by the Legislature.”

Under House Bill No. 326, intro-
duced by Representative W. A. Wil-
liamson of Bexar,County, a Sheriff
is entitled to no fees for arresting
or committing a person charged with
a violation of the speed laws.
ther, the opinion said the Legisla-
ture may make it the duty of the
Sheriff to wear a uniform it may
see fit to prescribe, within reason,
when the Sheriff is arresting persons

Further construing the law, the
opinion held that in any case where
it is shown that an arrest for speed-
ing was made by designedly remain-
ing in hiding, or lying in wait un-
observed in order to trap those sus-
pected, the prosecution should be
dismissed.

No officer -has authority to make
an arrest for violation of the' speed
laws unless at the time of such ar-
rest he is wearing a uniform, con-
sisting of a cap, coat and trousers
of dark gray and a diamond shaped
badge, clearly distinguishing him
from a private citizen. An arrest
made by an officer in \any other
garb is invalid. An arrest made by
an officer wearing a hat and khalki
clothes without. a badge would be
invalid.

Crop Rotation Con-
trols Insect Pests

It is well to keep in mind the inju-
rious insects likely to cause trouble
when planning the crops for the com
ing season. If not familiar with
the methods that will give best con-
trol it is a good plan to obtain the
desired in formation in advance of
the time when the fight must be
made. Practicing suitable rotations
will do much to keep insect pests un-
der control. John L. Hoerner, as-
sistant éntomologist of Colorado ex-
periment station, calls attention to
the fact that field which has been in
wheat, alfalfa, beets or corn for sev-
eral years is often sown to some
other crop for the sake of soil im-
provement. But how often is it con
sidered necessary to rotate crops to
avoid insect injury? Usually it is
left out of consideration entirely, un
til the crop has been seriously injur
ed or destroyed.

Boston—Gov. Alfred E. Smith of
New York in a letter to the Atlantic
Monthly, this week declared he rec-
ognized no power in the Roman
Catholic church to interfere with
the operations of the Constitution
of the United States or the enforce-
ment of the laws of the land.

The governor a Roman Catholic,
and potential candidate for the pres-
idency, wrote the letter to the mag-
azine in reply to an open letter in
the monthly last month by Charles
C. Marshall, New York lawyer and
Episcopalian, who asked him a num-
ber of questions seeking to define
his views on the relation of the Ca-
tholic church to the state.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG-

Section 1: That Sections 2, 3, 4,
5, 6, and 7 of Article V of the Con-
stitution of the State of Texas, be
amended so at to read as follows:
