The rapid growth of Spur has re-
sulted in over-crowded school
from the first grade through the
eleventh grade. To meet these ov-]
ercrowded conditions we have built
a4 new school building. After con-
sidering all suggestions and plans
we have decided to use the new
building fo trhe first four grades,
the old grammar school building for
a Junior High School, which will
include the 5th, 6th, 7th, and 8th
grades, and the present High School|?
building for a Senior High School.
There are many advantages in this
arrangement.

an

The advantages in having the first
four grades in the new building are:
First, the smaller pupils will be sep-
arated from the larger pupils. This
will avoid quarrels between larger
and smaller children; dirty jokes,
profane language, bullying, and abu-
sive conduct will be greatly elimi-
nated from the daily life of the
very small children. Second, by
having the first four grades in the
new building we will not. have to
have a man principal in that build-
ing, thus saving the school from
$600 to $700 each year. Third, an
other advantage is the faet that
none of the smaller childven wili
have to face a north wind going to
school every morning. Toucth, just
as many have to cross Mamn Street
going to school in the ol1 building
as will have to in going to the
new building. Tifth, no more ‘c¢hild-
ren will have to go through town
under the new arrangement. Sixth,
under this plan teachers of ihe same
grade will stay in the sam» build-
ing, thus giving them the advan-
tages of planning their work togeth-

We  are not adopting the Junior
High School in Spur for any sa"h|
reasons. There are urgent and (11:-‘
tinet needs for a Junior High School
in our system of schools. First, we
need a Junior High School to relieve
overerowded conditions both in the
Junior and Senior high schools.
Second, it will enable us to have
high and low divisions. Many times
new students come to us in Sep-
tember who have been promoted to
for example, the high seventh grade.
Under hte present arrangement this
mpupil will have to repeat the first
half of the. seventh grade, or skip
the last half which in either case,
is detrimental to the pupil’s school
Progress. Likewise, the students
that are unable to attend school the
first half of the school year will
now be able to make a half grade
instead of losing the whole year's
work as -is usually true. Again,
some pupils make such poor grades
the first half of the year that it
is impossible for them to pass their
grade. Now they will be able to
repeat the first half and make at
least a half grade a year. Third,
a Junior High School will make pos-
sible. mid-term promotions. As it is
now we have Seniors staying in
high school an extra year while with
the proposed system they could finish
in a mid-year graduating class. 4th.,
under the old plan grammar School
pupils are promoted by grades and
not by subjects.

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' The Best Way To Feed Baby

HAT’S probably the most im-
E portant question in the world,

as all mothers will agree. The
simplest and best feeding for the
normal baby is the hreast milk from
¢ healthy mother, according to Mec-
Kim Marriott, M. D., in an address
iclivered before the American Diet-
stic Association, and he places evap-
srated milk second and cow’s milk
third.

“When tdken in sufficient amounts
by the infant,” he said, “breast milk
from a he.llth mother {fulfills all
requirements. It is the simplest and
the best feeding for the normal baby.
{t is not necessary to assume any
yeculiar or mysterious qualities of
yreast milk in order to explain its
wiperiority over artificial food. It
s clean, as it comes direct from
yroducer to consumer, it contains all
he necessary food elements, and,
vhen taken in amounts up to the in-
ant’s stomach capacity, is diges-
ible and supplies sufficient calories
or the infant’s needs.”

Three Important Requirements

D

Dr. Marriott then went on to a
liscussion of the requirements fer
successful infant feeding, and enum-
rated these as (1) giving the baby
he right amount of food to supply
 sufficient number of calories or
mel units, (2) that the diet must
sontain certain essential elements
iprotein, carbohydrate, mineral salts
ind vitamins) in sufficient amounts,
ind (3) that the food must be un-
rontaminated by harmful bacteria.
{n discussing this third requirement
1e said:
» “A satisfactory way to accomplish
h%s is to boil all milk given to the
nant. The boiling also rend- - the

food more digestible and doeg not im-
pair its nutritional ‘value. Pasteuriza-
tion is somewhat less effective. Raw
milk, should under no circumstances,
be fed to babies. Unsweetened evapor-
ated milk is of especial value because
of its absolute sterility.

Cow’s Milk Indigestible

“In general, cow’s milk is not as
readily digested by young infants as
is breast milk, although many in-
fants can take undiluted cow’s milk
in approximately the same amounts
ag breast milk without digestive dis-
turbances. As there are many in-
fants who cannot digest such an
amount of cow's milk, it is usually
necessary to feed smaller amounts
at a time, and this is accomplished
by diluting the milk with water,
This insures the baby’s taking a
smaller actual amount of milk, even
though the stomach be filled with
the dilute mixture.

“The relative indigestibility of
cow’s milk is largely due to the
presence of a ‘buffer substance’ ca-
pable of neutralizing the gastric juice
and intestinal secretions. An effec-
tive means of eliminating the in-
fluence of the butter substance in
cow’s milk is neutralization with
some form of acid. Lactic acid is
L:pun”v suitable for this purpose.
If cow's milk is soured by the
growth of lactic acid producing or-
ganisms, such as the Bacillus acid-
ophilus, or the Bulgarian bacillus,
or if sterilized cow’s milk is acidi-
fied by the addition of a small
amount of pure lactic' acid, the milk
becomes approximately as digestible
as breast milk, and can be fed s afeh,
without chlu’non even to young m«
| fants up to the stomach’capacity.”

Dr. Marriott then gave somu
feeding formulas which we do no
quote because your own doctos
should always prescribe the feeding:
best adapted to the requirement
of your own particular baby, an¢
went on to say:

Evaporated Milk More Digestiblg

“Unsweetened evaporated milk
possesses a number of advantages
over ordinary cow’'s milk for the
preparation of the milk formulas
mentioned. The chief advantage ol
evaporated milk is that it has al-
ready been completely sterilized and
because of the heat treatment if
forms very fine curds in the stom-
ach. The fat present has been homo-
genized so-as to form very fine glo-
bules. \ It is of uniform composition,
casily obtainable and is cheap, and
when used in the preparation of
formulas does not require further
sterilization. Evaporated milk is
whole cow’s milk from which a little
more than one-half of the water has
been separated. In making up the
formulas, therefore, the evaporated
milk should first be diluted with an
equal volume of water to give the
equivalent of whole milk and then
used exactly as ordinary milk. Or,
putting it in other words, one-half
as much of the evaporated milk
should be used as whole milk and
the difference made up with water.
Because of the easier digestibility
of evaporated milk, the formulas can
safely be made somewhat stronger
than in the case of ordinary milk.
Evaporated milk should not be con-
fused with sweetened condensed
milk, which latter is prépared by the
addition of a considerable amount of
cane sugar and can, therefore, not

be used in the same way.” (ot
