Election To Pave the 
Highway From Dick­

ens Co. to Crosbyton
Hear Ye! Hear Y’e! $40,000.00 

was the sum set by the Commission­
ers Court in session last Saturday 
as Precinct 2’s portion of the cost 

I o f hard-surfacing Highway 53 from 
, Crosbyton east to the Dickens coun­
ty line. The election is called for 
January 12.

The election was called following 
, a call meeting of rhe Commissioners 
I Court on Saturday, December 8. 
¡About seventy-five people were pres- 
; eilt to discuss the proposition ’from 
; different parts of the precinct, and 
¡.speeches were made both pro and con 
I for the proposition. Following the 
discussions, which lasted the larger 
part of -Ihe morning, the court went 
into session and the bond election 
was called.

Mr. Skelton representative of -ihe 
state highway commission, was pres­
ent and .outlined ihe benefits derived 
from hard-surfaced highways and 
stressed the fact that a recommenda­
tion would be made that the stated 
and federal government furnish two- 
thirds o f the cost of construction of 
this highway and« maintain it after it 
was finished..

The idea of paving highway No. 
53 first originated during the sum­
mer among the citizens of the Sast 
Plains. Dickens county has ju.st 
finished paving their part of the 
highway through the county up to 
the Crosby county line, anij the East 
Plains people decided to agitate the 
project to continuing the paving in 
to Crosbyton from the line. Lub­
bock county’s revised election is to 
be voted on in January and if this 
election carries the highways will 
be paved from Lubbock east to the 
Crosby couney line.

Crosby county has never voted on 
a paving proposition before. High­
way No.' 52 has been a well graded 
highway for several years and ac­
cording to Mr. Skelton of the high­
way commission, this construction 
can be made at a minimum cost.

Last year this road precinct voted 
a si-xty thousand dollar bond issue to 
build a highway north and south 
through Crosbyton. This road has 
been completed and is one of the 
best dirt roads in this section of the 
state. It connects the county seats 
of Floyd, Crosby and Garza coun­
ties.— Crosbyton Revie-ww.

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‘Many New Ules For Cotton Found/ Says Congressman
Congressman Jones, In Speech B efore  

Congress Dec. 6 Oatlines Mady New 
Uses For South’s Staple !arjinProdact

Uaw cotton being fed into long 
lows of machines and com'iig out a 
priduct that looks, feels and wears 
like silk was described as one ol the 
miracles of modern industrial dhem- 
istry by Congressman Marvin Jones 
of Texas, in the House today.

The House listened with much in­
terest to Mr. Jones’ description of t!ie 
great plant at Elizabethton, Tenn­
essee, where this worK is now being 
done.

For several years Mr. Jones has 
been interested in the finding of 
new uses for cotton and is the au­
thor of the law' w'hich authorizes 
permanent .investigation of new us­
es by the departments of Commerce 
and Agriculture.

“ The process of silk making is at­
tributed to a Chinese Empress in the 
year 2040 B. C.,”  said Mr. Jones. 
“ The silk woi-m eats mulberry leaves 
spins a cocoon, which contains a silk 
thread several hundred yards long. 
This is uwound by hand and woven 
into cloth.’ ’

/

“ For three thjsusand years China 
guarded the pit^ciius secret. Tradi­
tion has it that' the eggs of worm 
and the seeds of the mulberry tree 
were carried out of China in a hol­
low bamboo cane. But the west 
could not rival the cheap labor of 
the Orient and for years China and 
Japan have been selling the United 
States more than $4,000,000 worth 
of silk annually.

“ A noted chemist after years of 
toil has discovered a process simi­
lar CO that used in the making of 
the oi-iginal silk thread.

“ The plant where this new pro­
duct is being made represents an in­
vestment of $20,000,000 is run night 
and day, employs 2500 people and 
a new' unit is now' being istalled.'

“ It uses cotton Tinters,’ breaks 
down the structure, mixes it with 
chemicals, forces it through the long 
processing machines, from which it 
emerges in long silken strands, from 
which a cloth is woven that ye- 
tjuiros an expert to distinguish from 
silk. It is not i-ayon, which is made

from wood pulp and plant fibre but 
a much finer appearing fabric.

“ This is a real farm relief. If mo­
ney is merely loaned to take a mil­
lion bales of cotton off the market 
it must come back on at a later 
date to again depress the price. But 
when a new use is found for even 

I a hundred thousand bales, it is ta- 
\ ken permanently off the mai'Ket, 
I which necessarily enhances the price 
I of cotton.

i “ The South has within her own 
borders and at her own threshold.’ ’ 
said Mr. Jones, “ the raw materials 
for the building of a w'onderful pros 

'perity. She has the climate and the 
power, and her people have the de­
termination to translate these re­
sources into her ow'n development. 
.She is building her own plants and 
w'ith the strength and sinew of her 
ow'n fibre, in the looms of her ow'n 
genius and with the industry of her 
ow'n hands, she is weaving the .gar­
ment o f her future glory.”
