Stamped Eggs Bring
Premium Prices Now

Lass Saturday infertile eggs in
Spur were bringing from 21 to 23
cents per dozen. Most of the mer-
chants were paying around 16 cents
for fertile eggs. Now just why the
difference? This is the time of
vean when it 1is almost impossible
to get over half of fertile eggs to
market without blood rings devel-
oping as a result of beginning to
hatech at the high summer temper-
ature. . Infertile eggs can be ex-
pressed from here to El Paso or
Dallas oy Fort Worth without-loss
through rots a® this time of' year.
While if a case of fertile eggs
should leave here, the chances are
that not over fifteen dozen in a
case would arrive there in good
shape. Fertile eggs in Fort Wor'h
are worth about 24 to 25 cents per
dozen.

Infertile eggs there at present
are carrying a two cen: premium.
And here is the short of the story.

We mus® keep
faith with the Spur merchants lest
in a few weeks we drop back to *he
old fertile eggs prices. (2) Do no‘
wait until too late to sell the young
cockerels off the yard. White Leg-
horn cockerels
around twelve weeks. This is one
point where we might fall down:
Keep the faith in this one. You are
wasting feed this time of year in
keeping cockerels. Take what you
can get for them and let them go.

E ormﬁla For Poison
“To Kill Jack Rabbits

By E. L. Tanner

The following fodmula has been
developed by the U. S. D. A'.- for
poisoning jackrabbitts:

Take sixteen pounds of good leaff
chop it into - two
inch' in leng*h. Disolve one cunce’ of |’
strichsine - sulphate in two _gallons
of water. Sprinkle the water over
the ‘hay. ]
where stock cannot get to it, Note:
it is my belief that the safest way
to use this is to plow shallow fur
rows down inside the field where the
rabhits are coming in and place the
hay ‘in these. Furrows can be cov
ered by plowing. Hay should be
put: out late in the af‘ernoon.
Poisoned grain is also recommended
in the same manner for prairie dogs.
However at this time of year it is
not as good as the hay.

Such a situation could not now
develop, for there 1is no lack of|
undestanding between Great Brit
ain and her colonies and dominions
beyond the seas. Indeed, the lesson
taught by the separaton of the col-|
onies and their establishment as an!
independen’ soverign state was well
learned by England. The mistake
that brough®t about the secessio of
the colonies that formed themselves
into the United Sta‘es of America
was not repeated.

So tne very difficulties that pre-
vented understanding and which
brought about the impositions which
became too great to be longer borne
were the making of the new repub-
lic.

The Declaration of Independence
was published three days before
the signers had actually affixed,
signatures to it.

The document had ben issued by
the Continental congress on July 4,
1776. The reason publication did
not octur till the six‘h was that the
Pennsylvania Evening Post was a
triweekly, published on Tuesdays,
Thursdays, and Saturdays, and the
draft of the Declaration was not
finished till too late on Thursday,
July 4, o make the edition of that
date.

Three Important
Dates In History
Of The Nation

Celebration of July 4 as the day
on which the Declaration of Inde-
pendence was signed probably will
continue as long as the United
States exists, but there are at least
two other dates which might be more
appropriate as anniversaries of the
nation’s beginning. The first is
June 21, 1778, when the new Con-
s‘dtution was ratified by New Ham-
shire, the ninth state, which made
the- instrument operative. The sec-
ond is April 30, 1789, when George
Washington was inaugurated Pres-
ident. A correspondent of the New
York Times recentI;v wro‘e apropos
of the last two dates pointing out
that after July 4, 1776, there was a
long, hard struggle borne by the
states against great odds, both for-
eign and domestic, before independ-
ence became organized into govern-
ment,

Another date might easily have
become the anniversary o the na-
tion’s birth was September 3, 1783,
when the Treaty of- Peace wiih
Great Britian was signed at Paris.—
Detroit News. AR

Congress has adjourned. All kinds |
of things have been said—and prov-
ed—both for and againsi the farm
relief measure A half million dol
lars has been provided for the ex-
periment of stabilizing the farmer’s
by government mtelposmo’n

through “stabilization corporations’

owned by the farmers. It is %o be
noted that the bill, if effectlve, will
secure ndthfng more {than stable
prices which isn’t at all the same
thing as the equalization of agri-
cultural prices with those of indus-
try. Morover, many workers in the
cause of farm relief are disposd to
think that the new tariff schedules
which might have been a powerful
factor in bringing abouy equality
with industry have but served to
perpetuate the inequality. To be
sure, certain agricultural products
have been given higher rates, buf
there has been a general upward re-
vision which leaves agriculture no
better off than it was before. There
has been much hue and try about
the tendency to beaucratic govern-
ment bub this bill creates the most
gigantic bureau yet called into ex-
istence. Once created, it will be ex-
tremely difficult, if not impossible
to get rid of, in case iY doesn’t func-
tion as expected. While the govern-
ment will evade direct responsibility
wherever possible, it is prepared to
sustain absolute losses in i*s backing
of the farmer owned stabilization
corporations. Although in his cam-
paign speeches, Mr. Hoover spoke
grandiloquently about the insignif-
icance of ‘‘several hundred millions”
taken from the public “reasury for
the benefit of the farmers, a half
billion dollars is an enormous

Mosquitos, flies, fleas, bedbugs,
and we’re just getting a good start.
Who said civilization wasn’d menac-
ed by bugs? And how about
roaches o Comical clowns of the in-
sect world, buti dangerous pests
just the same. They annually des-
troy Yhousands of dollars worth of
foodstuffs .and much that they do
not actually consume is so polluted
by their filthy bodies that it is not
fit to eat. They leave a disgusting
odor on everything they touch and
there is no ques“ion but what, like
flies, their feet and bodies are liv-
ing incubators for millions of di-
sease germs which they strew about
with  reckless abandon wherever
they go. More work for the blow
‘gun and the insect powder! By all
means remember the reoach when
‘you celebrate National Insect Kill-
ing week.

So far we have not gone outside
-the walls of the home. Yet, we
have already found enough germ
carrying, health endangering, com-
fort destroying insects to make us
‘wonder if the scientis’s mentioned
at the beginning of this article
might not be somewhere near the
truth. Yes, and we haven’t even
spoken of the moth that causes un-
told damage to clothing, bedding
and upholstering in thouszads of
homes every year. ‘

That notorious nocturnal prowler
the bed bug. No home is so
carefully kept but what the vile
intruder may occasionally find a
way in. They seem to be able to
subsist indefinitely . withou®, nourish-
ment, but anyone who
acted as an involuntary host for
them will certainly testify that
they make up for lost time once *he
opportunity presents itself.

As tormentors of livestock, too,
flies and mosquitos qualify for
championship honors in the inect
wo}.zld. I have seen cows tormented
almost to the point of insanity by
the, whirling, buzzing, bi‘ing hosts
that swarmed around them in
clouds. Horses and other domestic
animals also suffer painfully from
the same plague. A& least tempor-
ary p}«otection can be given by
spraying them with a good fly
chaser liquid and their usefulness
will be greatly increased thereby.

Going further afield, think of the
many forms of insect life constan®ly
threatening the /welfare of our
poultry flocks—Ilice and mites, to
mention only two. Plenty of work
for the right kind of insecticide
there. A good lice powder for dust-
ing his birds and a supply of dip
and disinfectant solution should be
considered part of the essential
equipent of every poultry raiser.

The gardener, too, is aware of
the seriousness of the insect prob-
lem. Almost overnight any garden
may be  overrun with innumerable
hordes of tiny but destructive war_
riors that in peint of numbers would
put the combined armies of the
World War to shame. For some of
the garden inscticide powder and for
others the liquid insecticide, but un-
rmitting warfare of one sort or
another must be carried on through-
out the season if a paying crop is

What 1: Piovided In
The New! Farm Bill |
Passed By Congress

By the provisions of the farm re-
lief bill, which is to be known as
‘the ‘‘Agricultural Marketing Act”
the president is authorized to ap-
point a federal farm board of nine
members, including the secretary of
agriculture, as a member ex-officio.
One of the eight appoinfive mem-
bers wiil be named chairman of the
board. and will receive a salary of
$12,000 annually.

A revolving fund of $500,000,000
is authorized from which the farm
board is empowered to make loans
to agricultural co-operative organi-
zations. and to commodity stabiliza-
#ion corporations which can be set
up under procedure outlined in the
act.

These stabilization corporations
will have power to acquire and store
surplus agricultural commodities for
the purpose of removing the surplus
and making orderly marketing pos-
sible. They will also act as selling
agent for the . co-operatives concern-
ed.—Southwest Plainsman.

Abilene.—Plans for the installa_
tion of a 20,000 horsepower steam
turbo-genera‘or, increasing the gen-
erating capacty of the Concho sta-
tion near San Angelo from 15,000
horsepower to# 35,000 horsepower,
were announued today from the
general offices of the Wes* Texas
Utilities Company here.

The new euipment will be deliver-
ed in November and operation of
the largest generating station of the
company is expected to be begun
in the early Spring of 1930, it was
announced.

Installation of the new unit will
mean an addition to the building
and enlargement of the substation at
the plant. The boiler room will be
extended 25 feet by 115 feet and
the switch room will be extended 40
x 50 feet. When the new unit is
in operation the West Texas Util-
ities {Company" will have available
105,000 horsepower of electrical
energy.

In addition to “he big turbo-gen-
erator, ordered from the . Allis-
Chalmerns Manufacturing Company
of Milwaukee, there were ordered
two 1,000 horspower boilers from
Babcock_Wilcox Company bf New
York.

the West Texas Utilities Company,
the second being located at Abilene
and the third at Lake Pauline, near
Quanah. The company also has 15
auxiliary or sandby stations in va.
rious parts of its properties. Elec-
trical energy is sent to 110 cities,
towns and communities in West
Texas over more than 2,000 miles
of “ransmission lines.

The Abilene plant has a genera-
ting capacity of 7,500 horsepower
and the Lake Pauline station 20,000
horsepower.
