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Law Pertaining to the 
Appointment of a Co. 

School Superinten­
dent by Com. Crt.

BANKERS MEET TO 
FORMULATE PLAN 

FOR FARMERS 
RELIEF

In reply to the answer of the 
learned County Judge, made to the 
mandamus petition recently filed by 
me in the District Court, asking that 
the Commissioners Court of Dickens 
County be required and compelled to, 
appoint a school Superintendent for 
Dickens County, I will set out the 
law so the people may judge for 
themselves. Here it is:

“The Commissioners Court of ev­
ery County having three thousand 
scholastics population or more as 
shown by the preceding scholastic 
census, shall at each general election 
provide for the election of a county 
superintendent to serve for a term 
of two years, who shall be a person, 
of educational attainments, good 
moral character, and executive ability, 
and who shall be provided by the 
commissioners court with an office in 
the court house and with necessary 
office furniture and equipment.

He shall be the holder of a teachi 
er’s first grade certificate, or teach­
er’s permanent certificate. In every 
county that shall attain three thous­
and scholastics population or more, 
the commissioners court shall appoint 
such superintendent who shall per­
form the duties of such office until 
the election and qualification of his 
successor.” (Art. 2688, RS1925).

The last sentence above quoted is 
the law applicable to the case before 
the commissioners court. According 
to the school census taken last 
March, the scholastic population is 
now more than three thousand. Then, 
under the law, it was the plain duty 
of the commissioners court to ap­
point a school superintendent. This 
they have failed and refused to do, 
and still refuse to do, though they 
have often been requested to make 
such appointment. At the present 
time the County Judge is ex-officio 
school superintendent, and for which 
services he draws $900 per year from 
the school funds. If, and when, a 
school superintendent is appointed, 
the County Judge will cease to draw 
this ex-officio salary but the same 
will then be applied on the salary 
of the School superintendent. So it 
is readily apparent why the County 
Judge would be opposed to the ap­
pointment of a school superintendent.

The salary of the school superin­
tendent, when one is appointed will 
be $1800 per year. The answer to 
the mandamus petition tells you that 
it will cost the children of the com­
mon school districts $2 per child per 
year more than at present to pay the 
salary of the school superintendent. 
Let’s see. The $900 now paid the 
County Judge as ex-officio salary will 
then be applied to the salary of the 
school superintendent; then $900 
more will make the $1800 per year 
for the school superintendent, which 
will only be $900 additional to what 
is now paid to the County Judge. 
And, as there are 1300 scholastics in 
the common school districts, this 
$900 will be assessed equally against 
these 1300 children, and which will 
be less than 70 cents per child per 
year over and above what it now 
costs to pay the County Judge, and 
not $2 per child more.

W e feel that the commissioners 
have not given this matter the care­
ful consideration to which it is en­
titled. But they owe it to the peo­
ple to follow and obey the law in 
all their official acts. It ought riot 
to be necessary for a private citizen 
and taxpayer, at great expense to 
himself, to be forced to file a suit in 
District Court to compel them to do 
their solemn and sworn duty in 
compliance with the plain law of this 
State.

The people of Dickens County 
want good schools and progressive 
schools. I have lived in Dickens 
County for 28 years, and helped to 
vote the first school tax in the dis­
trict in which I then lived, notwith-i 
standing, I had no children of school 
age at the time. I have always been 
for good and better schools. I am 
still for them. Our rural schools 
are not what they ought to be. Let 
us insist that we have a capable and 
qualified school superintendent ap­
pointed, to devote all his time to the 
educational interests of these country 
children and see that their opportun­
ities for obtaining an education will 
be as good as the opportunities of 
the city children. The best teacher 
in the county ought to be placed in 
charge of this work. Let us place 
the educational interests of our

W . B. Lee returned the latter part 
of the week from Houston where he 
attended a state wide meeting of 
bankers for the purpose of adopting 
practical plans in participating in 
the federal agricultural relief fund 
of $500,000,000 extended to farmers.

In effect, as reported from the 
meeting, the program contemplates 
formation of a state cotton council 
to negotiate for agricultural aid with 
the federal farm board. The state 
council is to be ocmposed of an ex­
ecutive committee, a technical staff 
and seven members, the latter to 
serve as chairmen of seven district 
cotton councils. There is also to 
be a cotton council for each county 
and locality controlled cotton coopera­
tive association in all ginning hom- 
munities that wish to have them.

The object of the plan is to ena­
ble farmers to obtain four per cent 
loans on warehouse receipts for their 
cotton through their local coopera­
tives, and to hold surpluses to bear 
any losses from the process.

By authority of a resolution. Gov. 
Moody appointed seven members of 
the committee to designate tempora­
ry chairmen for the seven soil dis­
tricts, which are yet to be defined.

The seven committeemen named 
were W . B .Lee, vice-president of 
Spur National Bank, L. R. Gabbard 
chief of farm and ranch division of 
the Texas agricuultural experiment 
station, John E. Owens, W . M. Mc­
Gregor, P. B. Doty, Lawrence West­
brook and Jno. Q. McAdams.

The plan, as we understand it, is 
to provide farmers three and four 
per cent money on cotton warehous­
ed, pending higher prices on the mar­
ket—but we are betting that few 
farmers in this country ever realize 
and experience a loan of three or 
four per cent.

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ONION FLAVOR IS

CAUSE OF LOSS

Pest Is One o f First Plants 
to Appear in Spring.

Tliere Is little sale for milk bearing 
the aroma of the wild onion, and 
when butter has this flavor, it is next 
to impossibie to eat it.

“ Yet we liave tlie wiid onion witli 
us in many of our best pastures,” 
says .Tolin A. Arey, dairy extension 
specialist at the Xortli Carolina State 
college. “Tliis pest is one of the first 
plants to appear in tlie spring and is 
also a visitor in late fall. Fortunate­
ly during the summer months, the 
plants die down and thus give no 
trouble.' Onion flavor makes milk 
practically unsalable and the butter 
made ■from cream with tliis flavor is 
usually sold to a renovating plant at 
a very low price.”

Tliis loss Is always handed down 
from the creamery to tlie milk pro­
ducer since the price that a creamery 
pays for bntterfat is determined by 
the price it receives for butter. It is 
important, therefore, to keep this fla­
vor out of the milk, states Mr. Arey. 
One of the best inetliods of doing this 
Is to take the cows off o f the infested 
pasture at least six hours before It Is 
tinje to nnl_k.

Mr. Are.v states that tests made 
with the herd of dairy cows owned by 
the North Carolina experiment station 
have shown this to be an effective 
way of ridding milk of onion flavor. 
The tests furtlier sliow that this plan 
sliould not cause any great inconveni­
ence to the average dairyman. The 
period of time during wlilcli the wiid 
onion Is most prevalent is usually 
short and so the plan need be in op­
eration only a few weeks. If proper­
ly carried out, the method will save 
the dairymen tlionsands of dollars 
each season.

Milking Very Important 
Part o f Cow Management

Tlie udder of a cow is a delicate 
oi'gan and very sensitive to abuse or 
Improper handling. Some persons 
seem to have an idea tliat it Is sim­
ply a sack Into which the milk g.ath- 
ers to be drawn off at milking time.

The udder, in fact. Is just one large 
collection of cavities or milk-secret­
ing glands lined by many cells or 
small pouclies and surronnded by a 
network of arteries and vein.s. Dur­
ing tlie day and night these arteries 
are liringing together tlie various con­
stituents of which milk is composed, 
such ns fats, proteins, water, ash. etc.

Along toward milking time tliese 
cells Iiave collected their full capacity 
of milk-producing elements, hut not 
until tlio actual process of milking Is 
begun do tlie numerous cells in tlie 
udder start to give up their contents, 
wliich gravitate to the milk cistern in 
and above tlie teat.

Tliere is no denying the fact tiiat 
milking tile cow is a very important 
pliase of lier management. Tliis is 
especially noticeable wlien she has 
been luistled into the barn with a 
deg at lier heels or otherwise excited.

Profitable Production
o f Average Dairy Cow

A dairy cow will not pay lier ex­
penses, in llie niiinion of I’ rof. ,T. IT. 
Fuller, liead of tlie dairy Iiushandry 
department at tlie University of New 
Hampsliire, unless slie produces at 
least I.nCK) pound.« of milk per year. 
Tliis production, which he considers 
necessary to nieet such charges as 
feed, labor and overiiead, is nearly 
R,000 pounds greater than tliat of the 
average cow in the United States.

Professor Fuller suggests a mini­
mum of ten cows for eacli full-time 
worker, assuming tliat the man wlio 
cares for ten cows will also do other 
work aliout tlie farm. He says that 
a man witli fifteen cows can well af­
ford a milking inacliine and recom­
mends the use of litter carriers and 
drinking cups to keep labor coists on 
the dairy farm to a minimum.

Fall Freshening Offers
Some Big Possibilities

It is not surprising that the good 
dairyman has Ids cows freshen in the 
fail, since it gives him the high milk 
flow during a season wlien lie can con­
trol and keep uniform ids rations and 
stable appointments. Tlien, too, win­
ter Is tlie time when dairy products 
bring tlie best prices, for a large pro­
portion of the population of milk pro­
ducers have tlieir cows freshen in 
spring, and do not supply silage, 
roots or even good dry rations. For 
that reason the heaviest supply of 
dairy products is offered in spring 
and summer and the liglit supply In 
fall and winter.

Limiting Milk Yields
Milk yields may tie limited by an 

Insutlieient .supply of lime in tlie feed. 
Corn, oat.s, timotliy and redtop are 
low in lime wliile tlie legume liays are 
higli. A ton of soy-liean liay contains 
about eiglity times ns much lime a.s a 
ton of shelled corn.

Legume hay crops, particularly al­
falfa, yield two to three times as 
many nutrients to the acre as the 
non-legume hays. Besides this, the 
legume hays excel In palatablllty and 
In vitamine_ content

®IAfE was wlicn ships would be 
at sea for months, only to stag­
ger into pprt with a crew des­

perately ill from what we now know 
as “deficiency diseases”—diseases 
such as scurvy and beriberi which 
come from not eating food which 
contains the vital vitamins.

For one thing, the mariners of 
those times didn’t know what caused 
the diseases, and if they had known, 
they would have been little better 
off, for they had no way then of 
preserving fruits and vegetables for 
long periods.

Modem Preserving
Today, all that is changed. We 

know that certain elements con­
tained in fruits and vegetables will 
prevent the deficiency diseases. 
Most ships have mammoth refrig­
erators to preserve some of their 
food supply. But even more impor­
tant in the diversification of diet at 
sea is the use of canned foods. For 
food preserved in cans is sterilized 
in such a way that it loses practically 
none of its vitamin content. And 
its use, coupled with the foods which 
are held in cold storage, provides 
a diet so delicious and so healthful 
that physicians nowadays don’t hesi­
tate to prescribe sea trips for the 
most delicate patients.

The food which goes onto a ship 
is never left to chance. Men with 
vast experience of the dietetic needs 
of passengers and also of their likes 
and dislikes compile the orders, and 
when the foods arrive they are in- 

'  spected with as much care as cus­
tom officers bestow on a suspected 
smuggler. The inspector has to 
work hard, too. On one of the big

liners recently he had thirty-five 
different kinds of canned fruits to 
inspect, and fifty-three differene 
kinds of canned vegetables. The 
fresh vegetables carried on this ship 
in season number seventy-seven 
items, and the fresh fruits number 
thirty-eight. In all there are ap­
proximately 1200 items on its 
Steward’s -Account of Stores.

More Variety Than a Farm
It is not surprising nowadays, 

therefore, to hear the passengers 
say at the end of a summer tour: 
“ W’e had more variety in our menus, 
more different foods, than you can 
get on a farm.” For what farm 
ever boasted 1200 different foods?

The main canned fruits on this 
boat were peaches, pineapple, pears, 
apricots and Royal Anne cherries, 
but there were many other fruits in 
lesser amounts. Pie is as popular 
on shipboard as on land, so big No. 
10 cans of apples, California peeled 
pie peaches, crushed pineapple, 
Maine blueberries, sour pitted cher­
ries, and some half dozen other 
kinds are taken on board to meet 
this demand. Many o f these are 
put up, to preserve their color, in 
sanitary enamel lined cans.

Canned peas, tomatoes and com, 
of course, are stocked in large quan­
tities, but there are also enough of 
the less staple vegetables—fancy 
succotash made with tiny green lima 
beans, asparagus tips and fancy Cali­
fornia mammoth white asparagus, 
dark red whole beets, pimientos—to 
stock a good sized grocery store. 
This ship carries canned milk, flour, 
sugar' syrup, fifty-four different 
cereals, dried fruits, nuts, pickles.

olives, oil, coffee, lea, spices, ex­
tracts, seasonings, crackers, sauces 
and enough sundries to bewilder even 
the most experienced housewife. Its 
larder offers,' among other delica­
cies, nearly thirty different varieties 
of jellies and jams.

Fresh Foods Too
In the ship’s big refrigerators 

there are also many kinds of fresh 
meat and fish. The latter includes 
twenty-two different kinds of j;hell- 
fish, and the former consists of fresh 
beef, mutton, lamb, veal, pork— 
even sixteen different kinds of Ko­
sher meats. There are butter, eggs, 
cheese, and ice cream in endless 
varieties, and several dozen kinds 
of poultry and game.

But canning and preserving play 
their parts, too, among the meats 
and fish. This particular ship car­
ried sixty-three kinds of fish, salted, 
ismoked, canned, and in the form of 
paste; more than a dozen different 
smoked meats; and miscellaneous 
meats, fresh, frozen and pickled, to 
the number of twenty-three.

This story tells of the stores on 
one particular ship, but it was 
chosen only to serve as an example. 
There are endless varieties of foods 
now on all the big liners, and you 
can call for pretty much anything 
that you please. Try it out. The 
next time you embark for a tour, 
or even just to cross the ocean, call 
for creametl baby carrots or huckle­
berry pie, for deviled crabs or pine­
apple fritters—and the odds are that 
they’ll appear on your table. But 
the important fact remains not that 
you can tickle your palate, but that 
you can have the right foods for a 
balanced menu and keep well*

CARE OF PULLETS

DECIDES PROFITS

Mas.h, Grain and Clean W a­
ter Should Be Available.

The care ot pullets makes a big dif­
ference in next year’s profits or losse.s. 
says •!;. M. Hurd, of the New York 
state college of agriculture. After the 
pullets are twelve weeks of age both 
mash and grain should he constantly 
available in seimrate outdoor hoppers. 
Fresh clean water should be frequently 
provided if tliere Is not a natural sup­
ply in the field. Unlimited grass, clo­
ver, or alfalfa range ;.nd shade, are 
essential for best growth.

'The ability to lay is inherited, and 
thus depends more on breeding than 
on feeding; hut pullets should he well 
developed in body before they start to 
lay. If the pullets seem to mature too 
rapidly, do not feed them wholly on 
grain to slow up their inclination to 
lay; anything that checks laying is 
also apt to stunt permanently the 
growth of the birds. Feed a mash 
along with scratch grain, as it is more 
complete in protein minerals and vi­
tamines.

For proper fleshing at maturity it Is 
sometimes advisable temporarily to re­
duce the amount ot animal protein—  
meat scraps, milk, etc— In the mash, 
or to limit the amount of mash fed. 
The former plan is better, as it allows 
the birds a better chance to obtain 
more of the niincrals and vitamines, 
whicli they need. 'J’o feed large 
amounts of scrulch grain and mash 
low in protein for about a month be­
fore the pullets normally mature, tends 
to .make them complete their develop­
ment in better flesh. Experiments at 
the Cornell university experiment sta­
tion .show tlhit pullets need a substan­
tial reserve ot fat when they begin to 
lay, for satisfactory production later.

Production o f Quality
Eggs During Summer

Summer is usually liard on the pro­
duction ot good quality eggs. How­
ever, there is no reason why good qual­
ity eggs cannot be produced and mar­
keted ill summer. Commercial poul- 
trymen can do it ; owners of furin 
flocks can, too, if attention is given 
to a few important points.

All male birds removed from the 
pens so the eggs that are laid arc in­
fertile is the first tiling, since infer­
tile eggs will not spoil so quickly 
as fertile eggs. Clean eggs Is the 
next. It is always a temptation to 
wash eggs that are dirty so a good ap­
pearance will he given. Sucli eggs, 
however, are apt to age more readily 
than iimvashed eggs, since there is a 
more rapid evaporation of the con­
tents of tile egg and tlie air cell be­
comes enlarged, giving the egg the a])- 
pearance wlien candled of an old egg. 
I’roductloii of clean eggs in the first 
place will help greatly— have plenty 
of clean nesting material in the nests.

HOUSEWIVES FIND 
SUGAR COST EASY 

ON FAMILY PURSE

'VS^ASHINGTON, D. C.—American 
housewives can buy two pounds of 
sugar today for the same price that 
one pound cost their grandmothers 
back In 1876, according to Harry A. 
Austin, secretary of the U. S. Beet 
Sugar Association.

“Sugar Is the only staple food com­
modity served on the American table 
that has not capitulated to the high 
cost of living in the last generation,” 
said Mr. Austin. "Sugar has actually 
decreased 50 per cent in price, while 
the cost of thirty-one other leading 
food commodities has risen from 60 
to 100 per cent.

“Fifty years ago the wholesale price 
of sugar on the New Y'ork market was 
13.53 cents a pound. Today It Is less 
than half that amount.

"Sugar supplies 13 per cent of all the 
energy obtained from food consumed 
annually by the people of the United 
States, while It costs less than 6 per 
cent. A pound of sugar will supply 
1,820 calories of energy, while a pound 
of beefsteak, costing from eight to 
ten times as much, produces onl^ 
1,559 calories.”
