The St. Louis Post-Dis-
patch sets forth briefly and
forcibly just what McKinley-
As it
explains, the ordinary annual
expenditures of the govern-
ment averaged in President
Harrison's term $361,291,323.
They averaged in President
Cleveland’'s second  term
$460,418,546. They averag-
ed in President McKinley's
term $514,480,254. The cost
of running the government ‘is
thus seen to have been in-
creased by nearly $154,000,-
oo1 a year ever-since McKin-
ley was inaugurated.
