People who cslled upon him 
addressed him , by his first 
name and they wbuld also him 
familiarly on the baric and ask 
him about his folks. Servius 
was so common that he chew 
de plug tobacco, and spit on 
the floor whenever he felt like 
it and he never wore a fine 
shirt while he was king.

One of the first things he 
did‘was to have the census 
taken .and there were no wars 
following the census taking. 
The people were so busy 
kicking on the jcount that they 
had no time to notice their 
other troubles.

He had placed wealth at 
the head of the column and 
rich were the social leaders 
even if they did not know 
enough to come in out of  ̂the 
rain. The plebians liked this, 
but the partrlcians who had 
more breeding than money 
knocked on it. Under the 
new arrangement a plebian 
could buck the board of trade 
and thus if ho had luck he 
would be a social lion, even if 
he couldn’t write his name 
without sticking his tongue 
out. While a patrician who 
had nothing but a grandfather 
who had been road supervisor 
iA "Deestrict” No. 5 to go 
on, would not so much as be 
invited.

It cost a cent and a half a 
day to get into the highest 
clatis of society, but it was too 
high. It did not pay to lav 
ish money recklemly like that 
even if you had plenty.

Under Servius the govern 
ment ordered what kind of 
armor and cloches each class 
should wear. Nobody was 
allowed to wear celluloid col 
lars or cuffs except by special 
permit and the shirt waist was 
prohibited altc^ether.

der the age of twenty years,
