However, | am
glad to say, the great printing
establishments are fighting
the bill as hard as the local
printers are. The passage of
the bill would practically take
all stationery drummers off the
road, and there would be no
more open competion. Under
such a law, in my opinion, the
commissioners court could be
grossly imposed upon without
even the knowedge that they
were being robbed in some
classess of work to make up
for the low prices at which
they might obtain” work that
was taken out of the hands ot
the local printer. There are a
number of amendments to the
bill, however, and it is proba
ble that if it passes at all it
will be shorn of most of its
objectionable features. But
there is no occasion for a
change in the old law and for
my part | hope the whole bill,
amendments and all, will be
defeated. But I have di-
gressed from the subject of
lobbying.
