In a very short time the 
drug store was a mass of 
flames and the Tribune build- 
ing, 50 feet distant, was seen 
to be another victim to the 
flames, which soon caught the 
roof and consumed the build­
ing and its entire contents 
with the exception of the 
books and papers and a small 
amount of job printing paper.

' No cause for the fire could 
be learned, and some seem 
to think the building was fired 
by some one, but it is very 
probably that rats and matches 
were the incendiaries.'

The loss to the Lufkin A v ­
enue Drug company on stock 
and fixtures is about $2200, 
with one thousand insuarance.

'Fhe buliding was owned by 
J. J. Singleton and was val­
ued at $650, with no insur­
ance.

The lo.ss to the Tribune 
was about $4000 on the buid- 
ing ami printing plant, with 
$1400 insurance.

While the fire was a pretty 
tough jolt to the great trouble 
eradicator, and its tail leathers 
w*'re lost, it’s going to try and 
play Bhoenix and poke its 
head out of the ashes and 
keep on grinding. No issues 
will be missed, and the paper 
will he printed at Nacogdo­
ches until a new plant can ar­
rive, which will only be a 
short time.
