““The destruction of the boll
weevil by the use of mineral
paint has passed the experi-
mental stage with those of us
who have been testing the
matter, and is recognized by
fact. It

kills them by contact only; that

as an incontestable

or dry, to get on their teet and

legs and they invariably die in

this | possible that in the vain effort |

to get it off their legs, they
get it in their mouths and are
'poisoned thereby. That I do
not feel able to decide.

' know that it never tais to kill
‘and that is sufficient for my

‘ ““Now, it is impossible for a
weevil to alight or to crawl on
the leaves of a cotton plant
that is properly dusted with
oxide without getting more or
less of it on his feet, and then
his doom is sealed. Let any
one who doubts try it for him-
self. Dust a cotton leif (moist
with dew) with oxide of iron,
then place one or a dozen
healthy weevils gently on a leu,
let them crawl around for, say
halt a minute, then quietly
remove them to a small box
well perforated to give them
air, and watch the result.
