Monday night at an early 
hour in the ladies’ coach of a 
San Antonio and Aransas 
Pass train coming into H ous­
ton, about fifty miles west of 
the city, Capt. William Duno- 
vant, a wealthy and enterpris­
ing citizen of Eagle Lake, was 
shot to death by W . T . Eld- 
ridge, vice president and gen­
eral manager of the Cane Belt 
road and former business as­
sociate of Capt. Dunovant. 
The murdered man was just 
entering the car when Eld- 
ridge saw him. uliipped out 
liis pistol and commenced 
shooting. 1 )unovant fell mor­
tally wounded as the result of 
one of the shots .111 d to make 
sure of his victim Eldridge 
beat him pitilessly over the 
head with his empty revolver. 
The wounded man was taken 
into Houston and died shortly 
after reaching there. I'dd- 
ridge was taken to the c'mnty 
jail at Richmond and is by this 
time doubtless at large through 
the instrumentality of a writ 
of habeas corpus. The cause 
of the tragedy is said to have 
been an old disagreement 
about business matters, result­
ing in a feud, threats to kill, 
etc. Both men went armed 
and Eldridge, finding his 
chance, killed his ^ e m y  in 
short order. D u n o v^ t was 
a highly distinguished, one- 
armed Confederate veteran, a 
man of lion-Iike courage and 
immovable convictions, and 
Eldridge is a young man 
whose extraordinary energy 
and capacity have brought 
him up from poverty and ob­
scurity within a few years to 
wealth and prominence. Both 
men have been doing a great 
work in the development of 
Southern T exas and were citi­
zens of the highest Usefulness. 
A s a Confederate veteran 
Dunovant was as unique in 
his way as Charles Broadway 
Rouse, of New York, and was 
perhaps the most devoted man 
on earth to the memories of 
the Lost Cause. But his de­
votion to the dead past did 
not hamper his marvelous ac­
tivity in the living present, and 
he built great rice mills and 
railroads and sugar mills and 
owned and managed vast 
plantations, and was in touch 
with the most vital forces of 
the era as though he were the 
very incarnate genius of 
Modern Progress, rather than 
the stern, embittered old sol­
dier who left one arm on a 
Virginia battle field and lived 
in fierce, unyiejding protest 
against the verdict at Appo­
mattox. Thus intensely repre 
sentative of both the old and 
the new South, his was a rare 
and impressive individuality; 
and it is a bitter satire upon 
our civilization that such a 
man, in the prime o f his use­
fulness, should have fallen at 
last, a victim of that infamous 
survival of savagery in Texas 
which prompts a man to girt 
himsell with a murderous and 
cowardly revolver in con­
temptuous defiance of the laws 
of his State, and go out among 
decent people ready ■ for 
slaughter. Both Dunovant 
and Eldridge ^were armed, 
and with their wretched little 
feud for a motive, were thus 
ready to disgrace the State

Eldridge “ got A cre”  first, and 
now, d o u b ^ ss, after a big 
trial in court, full of fat feet 
for the lawyers and much dec 
lamation of v the usual variety 
and the familiar old pleas we 
have all heard so often, the 
slayer of Dunovant will get 
his freedom and resume his six- 
shooter. T he S entinki, does 
not assume to prejudge this 
case nor to determine the guilt 
or innocence of the defendant^ 
but if the press of T exas does 
not emphasize the obvious 
lesson to be drawn from such' 
a tragedy of state-wide inter­
est It will fail in its imperative 
duty to the public. Had these 
two men, both high class citi­
zens, whom the great mass of 
their fellows had a right to 
look upon as examples in 
obedience to law, set that ex­
ample of obedience by leaving 
their accursed, contemptible, 
cowardly “ guns”  at home, as 
was their duty as law-abiding, 
self-respecting citizens, a cruel, 
bloody and senseless slaugh-

The annals of Texas reek 
with such tragedies as this, 
and as legal punishment rarely 
follows, the six-shooter is still 
recognized abroad as the pop­
ular symbol of the civilization 
of T exas.

Our statute against unlaw­
fully carrying A e  weapon is 
all that could be d ^ re d , but 
statutes cannot enfOTce them­
selves, nor will the officers en­
force them in the absence of 
an ample and aggressive pub­
lic sentiment— at least such 
statutes as this. T he plain 
truth is that until the people 
o f 'T e x a s , profoundly stirred 
by the deadly peril to their 
homes and loved ones, shall 
organize against the lawless 
pistol as against a pestilence; 
preach against it from the pul­
pit; teach against it in the 
school house and the home 
circle; thunder against it from 
the rostrum; use the press 
continuously to assault it; os 
tracise the pistol-toter in so­
cial life and fasten upon him 
steadily and implacably the 
immeasurable contempt and 
abhorrence of all law-abiding 
people, no matter who he is 
nor how rich he is— until then 
the six-shooter will continue 
to be the popular arbiter in 
personal issues between the 
citizens of Texas, and Texas 
homes continue.to be desolated 
and depleted nearly every

combined with ability, were 
very scarce. Nearly every 
community in the land shows 
the statement to be true, and 
because >t is true T exas could 
ill afford to spare a man like 
Capt. Dunovant, who tell a 
victim to the “ pistol toting”  
habit of W . T . Eldridge a 
few nights ago on a train com­
ing into Houston. A s a 
purely economic proposition, 
without reference to its im­
morality or lawlessness, it 
would pay T exas a handsome 
profit to suppress the pistol 
habit. The valuable lives 
preserved to A e  State by so 
doing w'ould vastly more than 
balance the expense of the 
suppression.

Is  no state of the Union is 
the decline of politics as a 
popular avocation more mark 
ed than in Texas.
