The ‘“‘vital statistics record

as published in the  Plaindeal-
er each week indicate that
in this county at least the
negro race is decaying. The
percentage ot births and mar-
riages favors the whites,
while the negro shows up con-
spiciously in the death re-
cords only. By a comparison
of the white births and deaths
and the negro births and
deaths the terrible discrepency
sticks out. It may be, how-
euer, that the colored lolks
are not reporting births as the
law requires,—Nacogdoches
Plaindealer.
