Unlawful to pur­
chase, offer to purchase, trans­
port within or without the 
State for purchase, wild tur 
keys, ducks,'■ ‘ geese, grouse, 
quad, doves, pigeons, plovers, 
snipe, jack snipe or curlews.

Sec. 3. Unlawful to destroy 
nests or take eggs ol any wild 
bird.

Sec. 4. Fine not less than 
$ 10  nor more than $100, or 
imprisbnment not less than 
hve nor more than thirty days, 
or both, for violation. livery 
bird a separate offense.

Sec. 5 Unlawiul to sell or 
offer for purchase, deer, ante­
lope, Rocky Mountain $  eep, 
the hides or antlers tbcreol.

Sec. 6, Netting or trapping 
of wild birds prohibited.

Sec. 7. Unlawful to shoot 
wild fowl other than by ordi­
nary shotgun placed to shoul- 
der between dawn and dark.

In the Huustun Post of 

Wednesday is an article from 
Capt fohn S . Dou)^htie oi 
this city which corrects certain 
inaccuracies in a pamphlet re>|

tion of Nacogdoches county 
and to which Capt. Doughtie 
adds some very inieiestin^ 
reminiscences of early da\s 
here, not generally known and 
worth preserving The art- 
de  IS as follows:

Alter many years 
el diligent search by his mas 
ter he was locat*-d in this 
country and his master came 
to this town from Mississippi 
for his fugitive slave. In the 
meantime Goyens had accilm 
ulated considerable property 
and had gained such praoii- 
nence among his neighbors 
and had married a white wom­
an for a wile that his master 
proposed to sell him his free­
dom Thi%he readily accept 
ed and paid over to his master 
^800 in gold. His emancipa 
tion papers were properly got­
ten up and signed and G  -y- 
ens was a free man. After 
the Indians left this country he 
remained and a special dispen­
sation was granted him by the 
Republic of Texas giving him 
permission to purchase and 
own slaves and ne became a 
slave holder. He died with­
out issue in 1856, and his 
bones are now resting in a 
grave yard long since aban- 
uoiicU, surrounded by cedar 
trees.on the property of Mr 
Joe P. Clevenger, lour miles 
west from town. Frost 'I'horn 
erected and operated the first 
grist mill in 1833 in this coun­
try. This mill was on the La- 
nana creek a short uistai ce 
south Irom town. The mill 
of Archibald Hotchkiss, on 
the Morale creek, seven miles 
south from town, also ante­
dates the Goyens mill by sev­
eral years, which was located 
on the Isleta creek, three 
miles west from town.”

ing— precisely the reverse of 
the old system when, with an 
awful sense of responsibility
