The boll weevil reward com 
mittee appointed by Govern­
or Lanham in compliance with 
the Act ot the last legislature 
to examine the many devices 
offered to destroy the boll 
weevil and get the $50,000 
reward has just made its re­
port. None of the devices 
were found effective and the 
purse is still hanging in the 
air. The report is interest­
ing and contains some valua­
ble suggestions to .cotton 
raisers. Among other things 
the committee says: “ After
the most careful consideiation 
of the subject and from every 
source of inlormation we could 
gather, we believe this pest is 
with us to stay. It will not 
leave the cotton growing re­
gion. The amount of damage 
done will increase year by 
year as the territoty grows 
jreater over which the boll 
weevil is spread. T he dam­
age that will be done in the 
cotton growing section of 
Texas can not be overestimat­
ed.' The importance of find­
ing some means by which we 
can make a crop in spUe of 
the boll weevil can not be com- 
prehsnded by the average 
planter.”

This is discouraging but the 
committee does not leave the 
the farmer entirely without 
hope. It further says;

“ Many thingi- coming under 
the observaticn of the com­
mission incline us to believe 
that,! remedy lor this grtat 
evil is in sight. S ix ii ins of 
this state where large t«:rri- 
tories growing cotton have 
been eiuirejy destroyed by 
catarpillars, so late m the se.a- 
son that the plant did not af­
terwards put outsipiares, have 
shown tliat the next year the 
boll wepvil was scarcely louiul,i 
Other large terninrirs in ihe 
southwest, whtre the drouth 
has cut the plant short too 
late in the season lor it to put 
on lorms (the fields being ¡>as- 

Itured so ,'is to become «-ntire- 
ly strippedjol foliage) have the 
succeeding year l>een shown 
to be almost free from boll 
weevil. These are object les­
sons that must convince every 
thoughifiil farmer that the 
means for destroying the crop 
of boll weevil must commence 
with the. year preceding the 
i ne in which he expects to 
nake a crop ol cotton.

'Roll weevils do not feed 
upon anything but cotton. 
They do not reproduce in any­
thing but cotton squares and 
oolls.
