THK TOWH o r  CARO.

One of The Busiest Towns In the 

Connty—Whitemam-Dccker Mill. 

The the little town of Caro 
on the Texas &  New Orleans 
railroad twelve miles north of 
Nacogdoches is cert« inly a 
revelation in the way of town 
building, and it stands today 
as a listing monument to the 
promoters of the town.

The town has a population 
ol about eight hundred and 
the c itizens there are not of 
the class usually found in 
places commonly dubbed as 
saw mill towns. The people 
of Caro are right up to-date 
citizens and there is not a 
town in the south but what 
would be pleased to have 
them.

There is a splendid school 
building in Caro, and it is in 
charge of Prof. G . B. Layton, 
one of the foremost educators 
in the county, and he is also a 
Christian gentleman. The 
school has something over a 
hundred pupils enrolled.

There is also a splendid 
church building nearing com­
pletion which win approxi­
mately cost about $2000. 
When completed there will be 
services in the building every 
Sunday morning and night by 
a Methodist minister.

The streets are lighted by 
electric lights, and a good 
system of v/aterworks has 
been installed and a goodly 
portion of the town is thus al- 
forded a splendid fire protec­
tion.

In tliis town IS located the 
iTuxlern saw mill of the White- 
m.ui Decker Lumber Co. The 
compan) is chartered under 
the laws of the State oljTexas 
.and has a capital stock of 

100,000, and IS lofihcered by 
th(‘ lollowing gentlemen; W. 
T . Wl iteman, presiih nt; .M. 
W. Jones, vice-president; C. 
H. Morris, treasurer; E. M. 
Decker, secretary. In con­
versation with Mr. Decker, 
the foiiowing tacts about the 
big plant were obtained;

"The timber holdings of the 
Whiteman Decker Lumber 
Co. at the preset time is some­
thing like thirty thousand 
acres acres, and this Is being 
added to all the time, and now 
it is estimated that the com­
pany has enough timber to 
supply the mill vHth logs for 
at least fifteen years.

"T h e  mill has a daily capa­
city of I (>0,000 feet of lumber, 
and the large planer, and the 
brick dry kilns are sufficiently 
large to handle the output 
which is about 150 cars per 
month. There arc four large 
dry sheds which will hold six 
millions feet of lumber; the

yard capacityi is ten million 
leet.ibut therc  ̂ is only about 
three million feet ol lumber 
now on hand. At the mill 
plant there are two large wat­
er pools, one for supplying 
the boilers at the mill and the 
other tor storing surplus logs. 
To avoid a possible shortage 
of water supply a deep well 
was drilled which has a boun­
tiful supply oi the best water 
to be found anywhere in the 
county.

“ A  perfect system of fire 
protection hat been put in at 
the mill and all necessary hose 
carts and hydrants, and five 
thousand feet of hose, a high 
pressure tank anc two Itfge 
steam pumps are connected to 
the main water main.

"There are 150 nice Cot­
tages on the mill propei^v 
which are all occupied by the 
en^loyes ol the mill. These 
cot^age.s are equipped with 
electric lights and alto have 
water connection.Such houses 
in Nacogdoches would rent 
lor about II17 per month, and 
the reporter was informed that 
the rent is only $ 10  in Caro.

"T h e  Whiteman-Dccker 
stores, two in number, has 
on hand between $30,000 and 
$40,000 worth ol merchandise 
in fact it IS almost a depart­
ment store, lor nearly every­
thing is handled that can be 
found in the city siores. S ix  
clerks are employed in the 
stores, and a finer set of gen­
tlemen were never found in 
any house in the cf^uniry.

"In  all departments of the 
mill there are 350 men em­
ployed and the pay roll is 
about $12,000 per month.

‘ ‘ The company is building 
twenty miles of standard 
guage railway, and is using 
52 pound steel rails on the 
mam line and 35 pound rails 
on the spurs; three large loco­
motives are used on the main 
line to supply the mill with 
necessary timber, besides the 
company has a large steam 
log loader which is run over 
the road.’ ’

Much more could be written 
about this mrdern mill, and 
The Sentinel will at some oth­
er time have something more 
to say about Caro and the big 
m i l l . ___ _________

At the spring term of the 
Nacogdoches county district 
court, Simon Spencer was 
convicted of having murdered 
another negro, and the jury' 
assessed the penalty at hang-r 
ing by the neck until dead, j

The attorneys lor the negro 
Judge Middlebrook, and Moss 
.-\dams worked at faithfully in 
behalf of the negro as if they 
had been pjiid a fee of $ i »>,ooo. 
The argument of Judge 
Middlebrook before the jury 
was able and logical, as was 
a'so Moss .Adams, but the jury 
understood the evidence d>ffer- 
ently. The attorneys took 
the case of Simon Spencer to 
the Court of Criminal Appeals 
and yesterday they were no­
tified that the findings of the 
lower court was affirmed. '

When Moss Adams recriv- 
ed the telegram announcing 
the decission, he went to the 
sheriff’s office and in company 
with the sheriff called on the 
negro to read the telegram. 
They found Simon in the jail 
playing cards, and wh»n the 
message was read it caused 
him no concern, and he never 
quit shufiiing the cards he 
had before him. He did, 
however, ask if there was any 
ocher shot for a new trial, and 
being informed that there, was 
not he .continued his card 
playing.

S in c e  the bootleggers ol 
bad booze have found out 
that the officers of Nacogdo­
ches county are. no respectors 
of persons in the matter of 
enforcing the laws, the boot­
leggers have given this place 
wide berth,, and it is only the 
stranger in these parts who 
has the nerve to trip to dis­
pose of his goods. He nev­
er tries it the second tlmej.

In all probability there will 
be some action taken by the 
next congress to place the old 
Ifbe life insurance societies un 
der federal control. The fol­
lowing I  Washington dispatch 
to the Chicago Tribune is an 
indication which way the tide 
is flowing: “ Shall the Unitec
States government go into the 
insurance business. This 
question will be asked with 
good deal ol force at the open­
ing of congress. Individua 
representatives from different 
districts, including widely sep 
aratea sections of the country 
have indicated their intention 
to introduce bills regulating 
life insurance and even Are 
insurance business. Inquiries 
have been made ol the bureau 
oi co«iK>rations at the depart­
ment of commerce and labor 
and other investigators have 
been'studying methods in the 
office of the controller of the 
currency.*A1I these researches 
as conducted by individua 
congressmen,^ have had for 
their one object, the develop­
ment of data going to show 
the necessity oi federal contro 
of the great insurance corfk)- 
rations. There will be a num-é
ber of bills introduced at the 
opening of congress which 
will sweep away all immediate 
steps and will provide that the 
United States government 
shall go into the life insurance 
business and into the Are and 
marine insurance business as 
well, if such a thing be possi­
ble. Of course no one ex 
pects that any such radical 
legislation will be passed at 
this session of congress, but 
several members of the hou|e 
seem to have become imbued 
with the idea that the time is 
ripe for a radical and even a 
socialistic departure in the di­
rection ol a more paternalistic 
theory ul government.’ ’

W hat do the truck farmers 
of Nacogdoches county intend 
to do next year in the matter 
of raising tobacco? It is about 
time that they were getting 
together and making arrange­
ments for the crop next year. 
They should also elect dele­
gates to the meeting ol tne 
Texas Tobacco Growers 
which will convene in the city 
ol Houston on November the 
14th.
