Waats Good Roads.
Editor Sentinel. '

As the papers are talking 
and working for better roads 
iutour-ebaq^, 1 will writea 
few lines on the subject, as 1 
see it, and where fault 
lies.

First, 1 will take up the 
road overseer and bis duty 
and how he gets hb position. 
He b  appointed by hb  suc- 
cesaor or elected by the hands 
and when they elect one they 
wiH get one that * will not be 
too hard and make them 
work. And if he was ap­
pointed by the commissioner 
and one that womd enforce 
the law on the hands it would 
help« great deal; and why 
not pay the overseer say $10 
or $15 per year to attend to 
hb work? ^Vhen we have 
men at work on the poor 
farm the manager b  "paid a 
salary and takes a pride in 
hb work, but as it stands now 
the overseer will warn out hb 
hands one day and work the 
next, or pretend to; in fact 
the overseers are too careless.

Second, the commissioners 
do not discharge their full 
duty on the road question. 1 
heard of one commissioner in 
the county who, when travel­
ing over the roads in hb pre­
cinct, would stay at a place at 
night and leave hb knife on 
the center table and get off 
six miles and come back for 
it in order to put in hb full 
ten days tcivcliilg- over hb' 
roads. And when they find 
sign boards and bridges on 
the road not in first-class con­
dition you never hear them 
make any complaint.

i f  they would increase the 
rate of taxes on road and 
bridge funds and properly 
distribute the same and see 
that every road overseer did 
hb full duty as the law pro­
vides he rimuld do, and if not 
let him suffer the penalty, 
there would be better roads 
in thb county.

Third, if the representative 
of our couhty would do more 
work and press measures for 
specbl road laws for our 
county that would call for 
say two more days work ftom 
every man in our county be­
tween the ages of eight^n 
and forty-five, because the 
young men eighteen to 
tweny-one travel over our 
roads more than those who 
are forty-five.

But as it stands now one 
may pay into the treasury 
four dollars and be exempt 
from eight days road duty^ 
while he may go on with hb 
public work, making from $1 
to $l.iO per day, and when 
it is paid into the treasury it 
will lay there until some 
farmer comes (to rabe a kick 
about the bad roads.

Now if the above was car­
ried out and even our present 
laws enforced as they should 
lie, we would not have so 
much kick coming. The 
farmers are beginning to see 
the need-of good roads, for as 
it is now they can’t go to 
market and back with a load 
without breaking, harness or 
wagon, and t ^  best-of bug­
gies and w a^ns are soon 
torn up, and one can not go 
out driving bn Sunday with 
pleasure on - account ot our 
roads. ___

The papers have ofiered 
their space for our officers to

plan for better roads and give 
their* offinions, and many 
voters are silent and waiting 
to see who b  for the improve­
ment of our roads and eounty 
bqihways that they have to 
travel over, and the fellow 
who has or will,will have their 
support.

AFTER ANARCfflSTS.

No Incendiary Newspapers to go 
Through Nails.

In one of the shortest mes­
sages which he has yet trans- j 
mitted to congress. President 
Roosevelt has called the at­
tention ot that body to the 
neceaity for further legisla­
tion on the subject of anarchy.

Under this 
opinion, I hold that existing 
statutes give the president 
full power to prohibit, the 
postmaster general from be­
ing used as an instrument in 
the commiaion of crimes, that 
is to prohibit the use of the

structions. . X^^Dflu^ionablv 
however, th è re l^u ld  .be fur­
ther legislation by edngress in 
this matter.
