stories about the breaksnake,
and, as we say, it would not

be ' surprising in the least if
the news trom . Bloomsburg,
Pa., should serve to revive in-
terest in the most mtemtmg
of creatures.

The mis-
take arises tfrom the fact that
the breaksnake can move
backward as- well as torward.
Had Mr. Keim simply cap-
tured the snake instead of
killing it, he would, in the
eourse of the next tew months,

- {have seen it pass through all

the changes that have made
it in the eyes of old settlers
and naturalists one of the
most remarkable ~of all living
creatures.

Judging by its measure-
ment, it was at the time of
its death in what might be
termed its altogether gprm.
That is, it had not yet broken
so that it nmght forage more
successfully and economically.
A little later it would have
tallen into many little pieces
each piece complete in itself,
and these, after scattering
and remaining apart in the
interval, would come together
every Saturday evening_and
remain as one complete%ole
every-Sunday. -

As the season advanced,
the breaksnake would break
into longer lengths, until
about roasting ear time it
would enter the end of every
week in the manner already
stated.

There have been instances,
ot course, where a part has
been killed while absent from
the other parts or from the
complete whole. In ‘such
cases the remaining parts
would come together as it
nothing had happened.

The late James P. Gilman
of Du Page county, who left
a large collection of snake
data, observed one case where
after an absence of" several
weeks, a missing part return-
ed on Sunday and demanded
admission to the whole. The
latter had already grown a
new part to take.the place of
thé part missing, and would
not break so as to permit the
wanderer to come in. - After
a vicious fight, in ‘which the
smaller part was worsted, the
latter ran up a_ tree and
patiently waited its chance.
In a little while the complete
whole passed - beneath, when
the detached part let itself

taking-into consideration the
high prices which prevailed
last year for copper. More-
over on comparing the total
output of copper in 1906 with
that of the year 1804, 1908,
and 1902, a decrease in the
