We are publishing below a
private letter from Scott Rat-
cliff to his mother, Mrs. W.
G. Ralcliff, giving a report
from the war of the Chinese

States ship Saratoga, which is
in Chinese waters, watching
the fight:

Nanking, China,
August 18, 1913,

It is just a month ago since‘

we lett Shanghai to patrol
the river ports along the
Yangtsze Kiang, as stated in
the letters you have received |
from me since that time.

DID YOU SEE REMARKABLE SOUTH-
ERN METEOR.

Bureau Wants These
Whe Did te Send Observa-
tions. »

Washington, D. C. Sept.26.
—The Weather Bureau is in
receipt ot considerable inter-
esting information with re-
gard to a remarkable meteor
that was seen about seven
or halt past seven in the evens
ing;ot Thursday September
4th. This great body seems
to have passed trom the coast
of northern Florida westward
over southern Louisiana into
Texas with but slight change
in its course. It must have
varied in its altitude above
the earth’s surtace from a
hundred milesover the Atlan-
tic coast down to twenty miles
over Alabama, and then risen
to 4 hundred miles over Tex-
as, by which time 1t had split
into two great glowing orbs
rather smaller in apparent
diameter than the full moon.
Such occurrences give much
important ‘information with
regard to the upper atmos-
phere. They not only show us
that there is a material gas at
this { altitude, but we may
even know something of its
nature and whether it has
any influence on tempera-
turc at the earth's surlace.
' There is need to know much
[more about meteors and the
'smaller masses that) are call-

upon the observations made
by those who are tortunate
enough to observe them.

According to the cfhicial
figures of the Bureau ot kor-
eign and Domestic Commerce
rtment of Commerce,
mineral oil exported in the
fiscal year 1918 aggregated
187 million dollars’ value
against 67 million in 1908,
having increased 104 per cent
in the value ot the exporta-
tions during the decade. The
quantity exported was nearly
2 billion gallons, or, to be
more exact,1,990 million gsal-
lons against 964 million a de-
cade ago, having increased
106 per cent during the de-
cade. I'he quantity exported
in the crude state is slightly
less in 1918 than in 1912, but
shows a gain of 45 per cent
over 1913, while illuminating
oil, lubricating oil, and naph-
thas and other lighter pro-
ducts. including gasoline,

show large gains.
