, They won't’ bg 'turning ‘up in
your pocket “chiangé, bécause
all have been out of circulation

for many years. But at one time,

these and other odd denomina-
tions were part of American coin-
age, notes Ken Bressett, numis-
matic editor at Whitman Publish-
ing Company, Racine, Wis.

“For the most part, odd de-
nominations were minted to meet
economic needs of the times,”
says Bressett, “and to relieve
shortages of small change. Most
of them circulated for brief
periods, and all were abolished
before 1900.”

The half-cent had the longest
tenure, circulating for 64 years,
from 1793-1857. It was discon-
tinued after its purchasing power
declined.

That misfit, the nutria,
seems to have met its match.

Despite man’s diligent ef-
forts to eradicate this pest, it
continued to thrive and: multi-
ply. But now nature seems to
be getting things in hand
again, at least along the Gulf
Coast where the nutria are
most abundant.

On a recent trip to Port
Arthur, for instance, we were
told we couldn’t go on a nutria
hunt because, believe it or not,
there weren’t enough nutria.
Talk about a switch!

A few short years ago peo-
ple were bemoaning the fact
that nutria were taking over
the land. Then along came
Hurricane Carla and suddenly
there weren't many nutria
anymore. Nature had done
what man couldn’t do.

Actually, this rat-looking
creature is a victim of poor
press relations more than any-
thing else.

“There has been a tremend-
ous amount of erroneous in-
formation published about nu-
tria,” says Ed Holder, outdoors
editor of the Port Arthur News
and a student of nutria be-
havior. “Much of it is true.
But some of it is merely prop-
aganda, exploited by some, out
to pick up a dollar.”

For a long while the nutria
was considered worthless. It
had things to its own liking.
Nobody bothered it. So it went
ha.mili.'-" on ity way. It aic ol

ing from swamp grass to
f.{;‘:%r’rferfg} ‘?;rop, igcludin'ﬁ
mama’s flowers and garden.

ated for its pelt and hunters
started seeking them in earn-
est. This is another reason why
nutria populations no longer
are exploding.

Nutria trappers sell the ani-
mals “on foot,” or simply the
dead carcasses. Buyers skin the
animals, stretch and dry the
pelts, and eventually the skins
make their way to furriers.

There also is a market for
nutria meat. It is high in pro-
tein. Meat is used primarily
as a supplement in the mink’s
diet. This use occurs at cer-
tain times of the year, when
it is needed most, such as dur-
ing the mink’s pregnancy.

In addition, however, nutria
meat is sold in some super
markets. Here, of course, there
is no great demand for the
meat. After all, many people
claim it would be like eating
an over-sized rat. But those
who have tried it say nutria
meat is, in fact, quite good.
The flesh is lean and tastes
much like rabbit.

Those who complain most
about the nutria damage are
the duck hunters. They claim
the nutria is destroying the
marshes. But Holder debunks
some of this talk.

“The truth is simply that
the nutria has made duck
hunting more difficult, but has
not appreciably hurt duck hab-
itat,” he explains. “In fact, in
some areas the opening of
patches in the mash has prob-
ably helped ducks more than
it has hurt them. I've seen nu-
tria glean.cane, from an area
and Watched ‘wild millét grow
in the same area the next
year, feeding thousands of

ducks.”

Nutria make fascinating tar-
gets for hunters. In the water,
the cagey nutria can be quite

elusive. Now they’ve become
so educated that hunters go
after them at night, with

lights. This because in day-
light they promptly dive at
the first sign of danger.

Most sporting method is to
hunt them with a .22 rifle.
Hunters move through canals
cut in the marsh, watching for
the telltale head,

When a nutria swims, only
a portion of the head pro-
trudes above.the surface, pre-
senting a difficult target. A
nutria is a hardy animal and
can take a wallop from a .22
slug in the body without stop-
ping. Only truly vital spots are
in the head or spine.

‘Nutria are regarded as
“slow,” but Holder says this
1S a misnomer. On land one
can move almost as fast as a
rabbit. But in the water it is
no great shakes of a swimmer.
It dives slowly too. But it can
swim under water for a great
distance.

Nutria are natural enemies
of dogs. Most dogs seem to go
wild when they smell nutria.

Labrador retrievers, carried
into the marsh by their duck-
hunting owners, often attack
the so-called “rats.” Many suf-
fer severe injuries from the
encounter. '

A nutria isn’t, by habit, a
vicious creature, It will run
from both man and beast. But
when cornered it is a valiant
and fast fighter, using teeth
and claws to defend itself.

Most experts believe the re-
markable nutria population ex-
plosion is over. It is felt that
the nutria is ready to become
a normal part of our animal
kingdom and natural elements
will probably control their
numbers. When that happens,
the nutria will increase and
dimthish*if nintbérs™in a reg*
ula=vyele *ast “as "4dll 'othe;
forms of wildlifé do. ' .

For the much-cussed nutria,
it is indeed a new and dif-
ferent role.
