agents, and ot course want to
ao them good service, in their
public buildings as well as 1n
all other utilities.

Particulars are not here
attempted, but as nstances,
the accoustics ot the district
court room are notorious, and
the location ot the room with
reterence to the western sun
being disagreeable and the
noises ot trains also. And
the arrangement ot the difter
ent sections ot the room, tor
general use is questioned, as
well as the inconvenient ap-
proaches and entrances.
QOther teatures are said to be
objectionable, and probably
it would require a caretful.
deliberate painstaking invest-
igation to discover proper
remedies. It 1sa very com=
mon thing tor people to build
houses just to suit, and atter-
ward discover by trial and
use. that the houses do not
suit and must be changed.
And even then mistakes are
made, and the plans must be
reversed.

Peanuts have been, grown
on the Experiment Station
' tor three years, and the conclu-
sions drawn from the experi-
!ments are that it 1s one ot the
'best torage crops for Nacog-
doches Co.

These experiments show
that a slight increase 1n yeild
can be obtained by planting
in 18 inch rows as compared
to plauting in 36 inch rows,
a gain ot 230 pounds per atre
ot torage and nuts was obtain
ed this year in tavor ot the
close planting. When you
figure the yield ot nuts alone
the close planting yielded
1090 pounds (36.8 bushels)
while the wide rcwsyvielded
1080 pounds per acre, (360
bushels.

In comparing these results
with what it would have been
it cotton had been planted on
the acre ot land we would
have had the tollowing. In
the first place 12 bushels ot
oats were gathered which at
60c per bushel would be 7.20
86 bushels ot Peanuts at $1.00
per bushel $36.00. 1 ton bay
$15 00 giving a total ot $58.20
gross receipts tor the acre. It
planted i1n cotton surb land
would have produced 1-8 ot

a bale which at 10c per pound
would be $20.00 leaving a bal-
ance of;$38 20 in tavor ot the
oats and peanuts. This is
not all, the growing ot the
oats and peanuts would main-
tain and increase the tertility
ot the soil upoh which they
were grown, while the totton
would bave depleted the ter-
tility ot the soil upon which
it was grown.

It our business men and
tarmers would get together
and discuss and encourage
the growing ot such crops as
Sudan Grass, Cowpeas and
the Peanut instead ot fighting
over cotton, every man in the
county whether business man
or Farmer would be better off.
