Sudan Grass For Hay

The agricultural papers are
praising Sudan grass in the
highest. Farmers who mll
try it will not have to buy al-
talta. The following 1is said
by the Texas Industrial Con-
gress in a circular letter:

Sudan grass is 8 new crop
trom which the farmer can
get an early crop ot hay. The
seed is planted just atter corn
planting is finished. Plant
in rows thirty' to, thirty six
inches apart, dropping single
seeds six to eight inches in the
row. Plant with a one-horse
cottor planter, taking a blank
plate and drilling holes in it
at the right distance and of
the nght size.

Tne loss of the market for
cotton has caused the farmers
ot East Texas to change their
system of farming from a one
erop system to that contain-
ing crops which are both
adapted for consumption on
the farm as well as for sale,
Where the soil and climatic
conditions are favorable, and
where labor can be command-
ed at harvest time, there is no
crop that will bring in more
money to the acre, consider-
ing the short time it takes to
gv owi, than tobacco. Past
experiences with this crop

‘have shown that the red soils

ot this county are adapted to

‘nt,s culture, and there are

farmers in this county who
have made considerable
y over and above their

:regular farm crops by plant-
'ing a small area to tobacco.

To the prospective tobacco
grower, now is the time to
prepare the seedbed as the

'seed shou'd be sown in Feb-
'uarv so the plants can be set

out and the crop matured be-
tore the summer drought sets
in. The seedbed should be
placed on land having a
southern exposure, and near
water. The first operation is
to burn the land; this is done
by piling brush and wood up-
on the area to be burnt, and
when a good wind is blowing
in the right direction to fireit,
so that all of the brush amnd
wood will be burnt, the small
coals should then be raked off’
and the ashes plowed under
and application of cottonseed
meal and acid phosphate is
then applied and the bed
again plowed. Beds are then
laid off six feet wide and any
desirable length. These are
best made by useing 1x10
planking tor the frame, atter
the frames -are up the soil
should then be raked off and
leveled with a fine tooth rake
so that no clods are left.
Tobacco seed being very small
'resembling ground coflee, the
'seed is mixed with sitted wood

|ashes in order to have volume

enough to sow on the bed
leven. A level tablespoon tull
‘ot seed 1s sufficient to sow 30
'square yards of bed. After
'sowing the bed should be
watered and covered with
canvas. In order to obtain a
quick growth ot plants the
surtace of the bed should be
kept moist, and at no time
must it be allowed to dry.
The plants should be trans-
planted to the field when they
are about six inche=s high.
While the plants are grow-
ing in the bed, the land upon
which the crop is to be plant-
ed should be prepared. To-
bacco is generally. planted in
rows 3 feet apart and the
plants set. 12 inches the row.
As tobacco is grown for its
leaves it is theretore a heavy
feeder on Nitrogen and at
least 1200 pounds ot_cotton-
|seed meal should be used to
each acre, this should be
lpplied in the drill and well
mixéd with the soil. Sulphate
ot potash is benficial to
tobucco as is also phosphoric
acld Where « tarmer has
plenty of well rotted stable
manure there is no need for
him to wuse commercial
‘tertilizers unless it 1s a little
cottonseed meal trom 20 to 80

given the crop during its
growth as . a stunting ot
growth caused trom lack ot
cultivation not only decreases
the yield but also the quality
ot the leat. Tobacco must
also be poisoned fo keep oft
the wvarious insect pests.
About 10 weeks aftter trans-
planting the crop is ready to
harvest, good crops are always
primed, that is the leaves are
picked oft as they ripen on the
stalk, but where the cropj s ot
poor growth it is usualy cut
and the stalk or entire plant
hung in the cureing barn.

Tobacco yields from 800 to
1200 pounds ot cured leaves
to the acre, the yield depend
ing on the season and atten-
tion given by the grower.

This crop should be planted
in this county more than it is
as it works well in a crop
rotation and as it is harvested
in July brings in some ready
money to the grower the
latter part ot August, or in
time to pay for the harvesting
of later matureing crops. The
planting ot such crops as to-
bacco and truck for money
crops in place of so much
cotton, and the growing ot all
forage and grain crops upon
the farm, will not only in-
crease the tarmers bank
account but will make tarm
life more agreeable to the
farmers family. Instead of
his wite and children working
in the cotton field as they
have done in the past, the
children can attend school
and the wite attend to the
household duties.

Sudan Grass.

College Station, Texas, Jan
18.—That Sudan grass plant-
ed in rows makes excellent
grazing crop is the statement
ot B. Yeungblood, director ot
the Texas Experiment Station
system. ‘‘Plant Sudan grass
in rows eighteen to thirty-six
inches apart and turn hogs or
cattle in to graze, The an-
imals will walk in the turrows
and will not trample the grass
down. When the grass is
grazed down, run a mower
over it it the stubble is too
high. The moisture ot the
soil will cause it to grow up
again immediately, or it the
ground is very dry, the grass
will grow out atter the first
rain. Sudan grass will not
stand trampling like Ber-

'he depository shall keep

a separate account with each
of said districts showing the
amount apportioned to each
district according to the ap
portionment and the amount
paid out to each district.
The depository will pay out
school tunds on the approval
ot the county superintendent
and in no other way.

All bonds are to be condi-
tioned as the law requires.

When a depository has been
appointed and qualified the
time ot office extends until
sixty days atter the time fixed
tor the next selection of a de-
pository.
