Dr. Mor-
gan also believes that the
best results will be obtained
by sowing the grass in rows,
just wide enough to allow cul-
tivation, using about 15 to 20
pounds of seed to the acre.
Protessoi Morgan recommends
this unusual heavy seeding,be-
cause of the recent investiga-
tions ot the Texas Experiment
Station, which have shown
that thick seeding prevents
the stalks from growing too

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The Texas Warchouse Law.

Dabney White, of Tyler,
Texas, who is a widely known
gotton man and a deep think-
er, comes out in a circular to
the ginners and others inter:
ested, to have the ware house
law so changed asto cut out
certain detects and arrive at
certain benefits. Here are
some extracts trom his letter:

Anyone who has studied
this law and the requirements
made ot the ginners can
easily see that 1t will cost the
ginners about one dollar per
bale extra to comply with its
requirements. Although we
have challenged anyone to
show where the cotton tarmer
will be benefitted one cent by
these requirements so far no
one has attempted to make
the showing. Under these
circumstances we still contend
that the loss tothe tarmers
alone will be four million
dollars per annum.

At the recent session of the
legislature we learned that
the majority ot the Senate as
well as the House were in
tavor ot anuending this law as
bad been suggested by many
ginners and many farmers.
Since that legislature could
not reaeh this question we are
now asking Governor Fergu-
son to make it a question for
the special legislature to take
up. We are only asking the
governor to submit this ques-
tion to the special session and
will abide by
this matter.

We want every man inter-
ested 1n this matter to write
or telegraph the governor if it
is possible to do so. We
have already received peti-
tions signed by several thou-
sand farmers and have sent
them to representatives, [and
many of the leading Farmers
Union people see that we are
right in attempting to save
our customers the extra
charges that will be required
ot them. Only W. D. Lewis
and Peter Radtord and a few
others who are to serve the
warehouse commission are
fighting this effort. [ showed
vou a few weeks ago tnat
Peter Radtord and W. D.
lLewis had condemned the
present Warehouse Law in
severer terms than we have
ever used in attacking it.
