Under the old line of proce
dure, special tax collectors
were appointed or selected by
each county and such appoint-
ment was approved by the
collector.

‘By this plan, censiderable
back taxes were paid, but cer-
tain large taxpayers in many
instances managed to evade
pavment.

There was no inducment
tor the collector to take a
hand at collecting such taxes,
but the new laws allow that
official & commission ot 5 per
cent on all taxes so collected.
Collectors throughout the
state tavored the passage of
this law.

Within a short time, the
comptroller will also announce
the appointment of three au-
ditiors, whose duty it shall be

to travel over the various
counties and inspect the rec-
ords ot county officials, The
last Legislature made an ap-
propriation for this purpose
which becomes efiective on
September 1. These auditors
will be vested with authority
to inspect records of various
county officials who have
dealings with the state, and

Sometimes when
roads were bad he would
work six mules. On the lead
mules he had a frame of some
kind arranged on the hames
and on this frame were six
brass bells of difterent sizes.
As he drove along the road
the thinkling ot these bells in
musical chime could be heard
at least halt a mile, and every
child as far as it could hear
the bells knew who was com-
ing and sat on the gates and
tences until he and his team
passed on out of hearing. Josh
would often walk miles and
miles by the side of his team,
with his long whip in his
hand, and he could pop that
whip in such way that it
would almost play a tune.
When the roads were at their
best it took two days to go

When | got home,
down there in the sticks three
miles north of Melrose, |
loaded the gun and struck
out to get some squirrels.

He showed me
where the trouble lay and
after that the squirrels had
to climb the tallest trees to
get out of range of that old
single barrel shot gun.

Col. Jno. N. Simpson
On Flve Per Cent Money for Farmers

There is no man in Texas more capable of analyzing
problems of finance and agriculture, and none whose
views are more highly respected, than that veteran
banker and farmer, Col. Jno. N. Simpson. He knows the
farmer, the banker and a bale of cotton, which are the
three important factors at issue in cotlon financing, and
he is a friend of the Farmers' Union

Col. Simpson very aptly points out the fallure of last
year's cotton pool, which should carry with & a lesson for
all. There was top much psychology, red tape and hur-
ried trips across the conthment with sensational news-
paper interviews for results. To apply to that pool for

s loan was like playlug ‘“‘pussy wants a corner”’, and all the King's horses
and all the King’s men coulda’t have pulled a dolar out of the banks when
the money was most needed. The farmer wants a dollar he ean get when
be needs it and he doesn’'t want 10 have to work a Chinese purile to get It
Col. Simpgon, when asked for his view en cotton financing, said in part:

““The rate of Interest to the farmer should not be mere than § per cent
and the cottom crop should be financed through the season.

Money is plentiful and cheap and Texas banks will experiamee no difficulty
in getting the necessary funds with which to finance the Texas cotten crop
 'The farmer who borrows money for eight months en eotton should have e
' privilege of paying the obligation on or before the date of maturity, as he may
elect. It is urgent that cotton should be Ananced through the season; it s
sasy to see the result if cotton is financed for thirty, sixty or ninety days.
The buyer will wait until the notes expire and them purchase cotton which s
crowded on the market.

Arrangements to finance the crop should be made at once, as ocotton plek-
ing will start the first of August and the market snould be wpheld rom the
start. The time in which to arrange for sufficient inances, to be of any benefit
whatever, is extremely short. Arrangementis fer furnishing the producer
jwith money should be devoid entirety of red tape, or unusual rules and rege
Iatfons. It is now generally khown what hindered the success of last yea
‘gotton pool, the cause Weimg an excessive amount of red tape, the mo
lnvlnz been available too late. The modus operandi for making loans on
cotton to the farmer should be as simple as ordinary transactions between
the farmer and his banker.

The amount of money advanced on cotton should not be limited by ar®h
traty rules, but should be gauged according to the market value of cotton
when advances are made. I consider that 76 to 80 per cemt of the market

walue is a fair percentage. .

The coming crop should be properly warehoused and (nsured, and no timme
should be lost in completing the wirehouses which have already been begun”
