The Cotton Bell Weevil

The weevils are very numer-
ous over the most of the cot-
ton belt, and unless some
means are used this fall to de-
stroy them or unless weather
conditions this winter or next
spring and summer is tavor-
able for their destruction it
will be hard for the farmers
to produce even a light cotton
crop next year.

Cotton should be gathered
as early as possible and cal-
tle put on the fields as soon
as cotton is picked. Where
practicable it will be well to
plow up stalks and burn
them as soon as cattle has
eaten all toliage oft the cotton
stalks. By this means and a

continued fight next season|
we should produce a normal |

crop in spite of the weevil,

But let us not go crazy|
over cotton, let us plant plen- |
ty of teed crops, as we have
this year. Let's make our
cotton acreage small but pro-
fitable. By getting busy now
and keeping busy we can
greatly increase the yield per
acre next year it we don’t try
to cultivate too much.
