One slang term^^^Whousand, 
perhaps, through some special 
merit posses.sed by it, becomes 
incorporated in the language. 
Language is largely composed of 
such happy coinage. Today the 
slang of ancient Greece and 
Rome queens it in our diction­
aries and In our best literature, 
staring haughtily out a t the vul­
gar upstart slang of yesterday. 
But the latter may be the politer 
speech of the twenty-first cen­
tury.—Chicago News.
