: OWNER GETS THE RATS

I Mr.J. Thos. Hall, a well known
insurance man of the city, has
recently had an interesting ex-
perience with rafs at his subur-
ban home, in which he learned a
good lesson that will be of profit
to others.

A tenant of the placde made a
practice of bringing in a load of
corn from the field each after-
noon which would be used to
feed the stock with next morn-
ing. But for several mornings
nothing but the cob would be
found at feeding time something
eating the corn oil ever night.
The depredation was becoi'ng
-0 serious that something had to
be done, and responding to the
emergency, Mr. Hall procured a
bottle or tube of Rat Nip with
which he baited a “supply  of
watermelon rinds and placed in
the barn in lieu of the corn as

!r('pust for his greedy intruders,

which they seemed to have con-
sumed with characteristic rel-
i=h, but less invigorating effect.
. reward the owner found
some fifty or seventy-five dead
rats on-the premises next mo
ing and his corn is now perfect-
iv secure when left in the barn.

In commenting on the matter,
Mr. Hall.makes the timely sug-
gestion that  his  experiment
should be employed In all barns
now before-the new crop of corn
gathered. The watermelon
rind furnishes a cheap and ef-
fective material with which to
insert the poison, and the ex-
pense of the poison is insignifi-
cant compared with the loss that
would be sustaineéd in feedstuff
in the absence of this enterprise.
