San Francisco, March 25.=

“The Produce Exchange, on
Whitehall street (near the lower
end of Broadway), occupies a
buliding which is ene of the no-
table architectural features of
New York. The exterior is of
brick and terra-cotta, of rich red
tones; the decorations are the
arms of the States, ithe prows of
ships and heads of domestic cat-
tle. The structure is of im
mense size, 300x150 feet, and
116 feet in height, with-a square
tower rising 225 feet from the
pravement. Th foundation
rests upon 15,037 New England
spruce and pine tiles driven
down to bedrock and cut off be-
low the level of tide water. The
exchange room is an apartment
220x144 feet, and 60 feet in
height to the peak of the sk
light. The floor space is, next
to that of Madison Square Guai
den, the largest in the city.

The business done here is the
wholesale buying and selling of
produce. Grain, flour, lard, pro-
visions, petroleum, oil naval
stores, seeds, butter, cheese,
hops, hay and straw are the
principal articles dealt in.
