BAXTER DUNCAN KILLED
DAY BEFORE ARMISTICE

Free Inner Tube
According to the latest information, 

which is in the form of s  letter just 
received from a soldier by the parents 
of Baxter Duncan, and in which hia 
picture and other papers were en­
closed states that he was killed on the 
10th day of November, 1918.

There has been a good IRal of con­
fusion in regard to this young man's 
fate, except that it has been known 
that he was killed in action. From 
the information at hand now it ap­
pears that Baxter was first gassed 
on the night of the 13tb of June, while 
fighting with liis  outfit in Belleau 
Woods. He was in the hospital then 
for several weeks and after being as­
signed to his command again, was 
wounded on the 15th day of Septem­
ber, 1918, near Thaireourt, while in 
battle. He recovered from his wouni 
according to the latest information, 
and was killed on the 10th of Novem­
ber while operating a machine gun 
against the enemy.

The family was notified when Bax­
ter was gassed, but the next informa­
tion was that hs was missing in ac t’on 
on the 15th of September, and then 
later that be was killed on that date, 
but letters from comrades now coming 
to the family show that he was not 
killed on the 16th of September, but 
wounded, later assigned to tha battle 
line and killed on tho 10th of Novem­
ber.
