Gather-
ing his family around him, he takes
his scratchy family pen in hand,
searches the “ink-bottle for that last
drop of ink, and with a master-stroke
informs the commissioner of internal
revenue that he, Bill Brown, of the
Hallroom Apartments, paid to John
Smith, 13 Profiteer Avenue, Anywhere,
U. 8. A., $1200 for his three-room flat
during the year 1919.

By gathering these reports from all
the Bill Browns who are running
themselves ragged to pay their rent,
the internal revenue bureau will have
the information needed to see that the
Profiteer Smiths pay proper tax or
face prosecution.

The information returns now due
covering payments of salaries, wages,
rent, interest, and other income serve
as useful data for running down tax-
dodgers and for checking up millions
of returns to see that proper tax is
paid.

Large business houses have been
faithfully making t.se information
reports for several years and have
co-operated whole-heartedly with the
government's checking system. The
same obligation rests on smaller busi-
nesses, and on professional men; also
on persons and organizations who em-
ploy secretaries, chauffeurs, servants,
or persons in any capacity.

The revenue law requires the filing
of these information returns in each
case where the total of payments dur-
ing 1919 to any person, partnerships
or fiduciary was $1000 or more. Forms
1099 and 1096, on which the returns
must be made, are now available at
the offices of collectors 'of internal
revenue.

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WHY NOT THIS HATCHERY
IN NACGDOCHES COUNTY?

Austin, Texas, Jan. 27.—The state
board of health has been notified by
the United States Public Health Ser-
vice that the service will, if the state
board desires, send a fish culturist to
Texas to aid in the campaign against
mosquitoes, using fish as a control
agency in this campaign. . This is
needed in the campaign, in the opinion
of engineers, and the state board of
health is asking that those towns that
desire the location of a fish hatchery,
where Gambusia and other mosquito
destroying fish may be raised im
, quantities to supply the malarial belt,
send a map of the county, showing
on this map the location of all lakes
and ponds that will be suitable for use
|as a fish hatchery, the accessibility of
‘thm lakes and ponds to automobile
roads, to facilitate the shipping of
fish.

In connection with the location of
ponds or 'lakes suitable for use as a
hatchery, the loeation of pomds and
lakes throughout the county is de-
sired that these ponds and lakes may
be stocked with the fish to prevent
the breeding of mosquitoes therein.

There will be no expense attached
to the lization of th> hi*cheries, and
the st board of healt® is asking that
'this iznfcrmation be suniiel to the
board as early as possible, in order
that locations be made and the work
begun so that with the coming of the
' mosquito season, control methods may
be under way. This is an important
matter, in the opinion of the state
health officer, and as certain species
of fish have proven to be a valuable
means of control in bodies of water,
there is needed for this campaign
in Texas an enormous number of fish.

Besides the large amount of adver-
tising that will accrue to the town or
rtowns where such hatcheries are lo-

ATTENTION, WOMEN!

There seems to be current an ime
pression that since women were per-
mitted to vote in the Democratic pri-
maries in 1918 without paying a poll
tax, they will be granted the same
privilege this year. Please note care-
fully that such is not the case. This
privilege was allowed by the legisla-
tare in 1918 as a special concession
simply because the statute giving wo-
men primary suffrage was enacted af-
ter the time for payment of poll taxes
had expired, and of course this con-
cession applied to the year 1818. No
woman ean vote in the primaries of
1920 who has not paid her poll tax.

Please note «also that no  perscun,
male or female, residing within the
city limits can vote unless he or she
har paid be*th city ani county poll
tax. The county tax amounts to $1.75,
payable at the tax collector’s office at
the courthouse, and the city tax
amounts to $1.00, payable at the city
hall.
