The story of the Paisley shawl-—a
specimen, I hear, has just been pre-
sented to Lady Bonham-Carter—forms
one of the shortest and most romantie
chapters In the modern history of in-
dustry, says a writer in the West-
minster Gazette, The manufacture of
these beautiful things was begun,
reached a great height of prosperity
and became extinct in the space of
a little over eighty years.
